This Statement of Objectives (SOO) provides the Government’s overall objectives for this solicitation. Offerors shall use the SOO, together with other applicable portions of the Request for Proposals (RFP), as the basis for preparing their proposal, including the Contractor Work Breakdown Structure (CWBS), Performance Work Statement (PWS)  and Contract Data Requirement List (CDRL’s). The offeror shall ensure all aspects of the SOO are addressed. The Performance Work Statement (PWS) should specify in clear, understandable terms the work done to deliver the services performed by the offeror. The PWS should define what is required in specific performance based quantitative terms. The offeror’s understanding of the work effort required should be fully demonstrated in the offeror's proposed CWBS, PWS and CDRLs.

1.0       Program Objectives. 

The objective of the SUAS Support Program is to support the Warfighters as well as other Governmental Agencies (OGAs) and Non-Governmental Agencies users’ SUAS-related requirements.  These needs primarily include SUAS training, maintenance, repairs and engineering services for the following systems: RQ-11B Raven™, RQ-20A Puma and other systems as they become available. Additionally, the SUAS PdO requires various logistics, technical management, and program management services to support its SUAS customers.  The period of performance for this support is 5 years (1- three year base period and 2- one year option periods). The estimated value of this effort over the five year period is $99,000,000. To achieve this overall program objective, the following instructions, directives, specifications and standards shall be adhered to by prospective offerors:

1.1 Training

1.1.1 Provide the required number (see 1.1.1.2 and 4.4 below) of viable crewmember instructors trained in accordance with (IAW) a Government Flight Representative (GFR) approved certification process and AR 95-20, Contractor's Flight and Ground Operations. The Program Manager (PM) UAS GFRs are: Mr. Gabriel Duncan at e-mail Gabriel.duncan@us.army.mil, phone 256-313-0207 and Mr. Paul Anderson at e-mail paul.andersonjr@us.army.mil, phone 256-313-1879.

1.1.1.1 Complete, safe and effective written “Procedures” shall be submitted as part of the offeror’s proposal for review and acceptance by the PM UAS GFR during source selection evaluation. “Procedures” shall be submitted IAW AR 95-20. 

1.1.1.2  Complete individual instructor flight packets shall be submitted as part of the offeror’s proposal for review by the PM UAS GFR. Instructor flight packets will include the following four items: one DD Form 1821 (Online Aug 1996 version, copy in Section J of RFP), Contractor Crewmember Record (for both RQ-11B and RQ-20A IAW attachment 4, AR 95-20), Crewmember Resume, two DD Forms 2627, Request for Government Approval for Aircrew Qualifications and Training (one each for RQ-11B and RQ-20A IAW attachment 3, AR 95-20) and FAA Medical Certification (Class 3 or higher). Note: Offerors shall provide with their proposal no less than 14 Individual Instructor Flight Packets for proposed GFR Certified instructors. The resume portion of the packet shall indicate if the person is a current employee or a contingency hire upon contract award. Proposed SUAS Trainers shall have a minimum of one year of Operator and/or Instructor experience on the current SUAS products inventory (currently RQ-11B and RQ-20A). While the table below is not a training schedule, it provides the minimum workforce required in the post-award period. The contractor must be able to show its ability to reach those workforce levels. For example, 14 GFR-certified RQ-20A trainers shall be required for various training missions in May 2013 (6 in OEF, 8 in CONUS).  In June 2013, the required RQ-20A trainers shall increase from 14 to 18 and 10 RQ-11B trainers shall be required. This escalation continues until 22 RQ-20A trainers and 22 RQ-11B trainers are available to conduct the anticipated maximum training density (total of 44 interchangeable trainers). Note: actual training schedules will be published as a formal requirement in subsequent Task orders, post-IDIQ award. All contractor crewmembers must be approved as a requisite step for contractor indemnification by the GFR. GFRs shall base their crewmember training/ qualification/ approval/termination decisions on the requirements of the RFP, resultant contract and the factors described in paragraph 4.2.5 AR 95-20. 

 1.1.1.3 Referenced paragraphs from AR 95-20 Contractor Flight and Ground Operations:

1.1.1.3.1 Termination of Approvals.  Approvals of crewmembers are automatically canceled upon   termination of employment, physical disqualification, or suspension/revocation of FAA rating.  

1.1.1.3.2 The contractor shall have procedures for identifying and addressing human factors issues such as substance abuse, personal and family problems, etc., which would preclude flight duties.  The contractor shall notify the GFR of crewmember status changes by the most expeditious means and then immediately follow up in writing.

1.1.1.3.3 After completion of an appropriate investigation, the GFR shall withdraw the approvals of crewmembers that have:

1.1.1.3.4 Failed to meet the general requirements of basic airmanship or who fail to exercise sound judgment during ground or flight operations.

1.1.1.3.5 Exhibited evidence of personal instability or similar undesirable tendencies or have conducted themselves contrary to the Government’s interests in promoting safety.

1.1.1.3.6 The GFR shall promptly notify ACO when an approval is withdrawn. 

Note: actual training schedules will be published as a formal requirement in subsequent Task orders, post-IDIQ award. The table below is not to be interpreted as a firm schedule and as such it is not guaranteed that the maximum training density will be required in August or September, etc.

1.1.2 Utilize a Government-provided Training Support Package (TSP) which includes a Program of Instruction (POI) for both RQ-11B and RQ-20A and other systems as they are fielded (provided as Government Furnished Equipment (GFE) post-award).

1.1.3 Conduct training on weekends and federal holidays if so scheduled by the Government.

1.1.4 Student to instructor ratio shall not exceed 4:1.

1.1.5 Maintain GFE training systems to full operational readiness. Primary issued GFE will consist of TSPs and SUAS training systems (RQ-20A and RQ-11B and potentially others in the future). GFE will be utilized under most training circumstances and issued by individual Task orders.

1.1.6 Training courses developed and delivered are to be marked “Government Property” and are not to be used in other non US Government efforts.

1.2 Logistics

1.2.1 Integrate the various repair activities (forward repair activities (FRAs) and depot repair facility) with the SUAS Inventory Control Point (ICP) located in Huntsville, AL (integration does not necessarily require co-location). The ICP will house all required repair components down to the full Bill of Materials (BOM) for each SUAS system the SUAS PdO fields, to include current and future systems. These systems currently are the RQ-11B and RQ-20A. A concept sketch of the ICP is depicted in Appendix F.  Submit, track, request and document all sustainment work, repair time and  parts required via the Government-provided Catalog Ordering Logistics Tracking System (COLTS).  Access to the COLTS software will be provided by the Government. Computer terminals and other hardware requirements will not be provided by the Government. 

1.2.2 Adhere to Government UID/RFID marking standards. Items repaired and delivered as part of this contract shall be marked IAW MIL-STD-130L, Identification Marking of U.S. Military Property, according to the criteria in DFARS clause 252.211-7003, 252.711-7006. The PCO may designate additional items be included for UID/RFID marking. 

1.2.3 The desired location of ICP and/or repair facilities is no further than 25 miles in one-way driving distance from the nearest active Redstone Arsenal gate. Redstone Arsenal is the PdO–SUAS assigned official duty station, which is defined in 5 CFR 550.112(j) and 551.422(d).
1.3 Safety

1.3.1 The offeror shall conduct system safety activities IAW AR 385-10, The Army Safety Program, MIL-STD-882, System Safety Program Requirements/Standard Practice for System Safety and paragraph 4.6 of this SOO.

1.3.2 IAW Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS) 252.228-7001 Ground and Flight Risk, the Offeror shall be bound by the operating procedures contained in the combined regulation/instruction entitled “Contractor’s Flight and Ground Operations” (Air Force Instruction 10-220, Army Regulation 95-20)

1.3.3 Offeror operators of equipment, vehicles and forklifts shall meet the requirements of AR 600-55, The Army Driver and Operator Standardization Program and be OSHA certified.

1.4 Property Accountability

1.4.1 Government-Furnished Property will be managed IAW DFARS Procedures, Guidance, and Information (PGI) 245.201-71 titled "Government Furnished Property attachments to solicitations and awards". PGI 245.201-71 introduces electronic formats for Requisitioned Government-Furnished Property (RGFP) and Scheduled Government Furnished Property (SGFP) which shall be used by all DoD Components and contractors to provide the required GFP data.

1.4.2 Maintain accountability of all issued GFE in COLTS

2.0       Contract Objectives (WBS 0.0)

2.1 Perform all aspects of SUAS Technical Management support at CONUS and OCONUS sites as required in support of SUAS PdO and its customers as defined in individual Task orders. This may include non-SETA Engineering and Technical Management, Reliability and Maintainability (RAM) Support, Systems Engineering Support, Production Support, Concept Analysis, Technical Assessment, Engineering Support, System Analysis, Automated Data Processing (ADP) and System Testing and Evaluation.   (WBS 1.0)
2.2 Perform all aspects of SUAS Program Management support at CONUS and OCONUS sites as required in support of SUAS PdO as defined in individual Task orders (WBS 2.0).
2.3 Perform all aspects of SUAS training and training support at CONUS and OCONUS sites as required in support of SUAS PdO and its customers as defined in individual Task orders.  Training schedules will be provided by the Government in individual Task orders. (WBS 3.0).
2.4 Develop a training program which encompasses a total training system concept that satisfies the requirements for qualifying and sustaining trainers, operators, maintainers and support personnel for the product life-cycle at all levels and locations. (WBS 3.0)
2.5 Perform all aspects of Contractor Logistics Support (CLS) at CONUS and OCONUS sites as required in support of SUAS PdO and its customers as defined in individual Task orders. CLS is considered any logistics support (facilities, materiel, equipment, or personnel) of military weapon equipment performed by a contractor (including the original manufacturer) under contract to the government. Includes reducing Theater contractor footprint, Maintainability Support, Repairs and Maintenance, Supply Chain Management, Warehouse Operations and Management and General Logistics Support. (WBS 4.0)
2.6 Conduct repairs and maintenance on a variety of SUAS systems, including the Army’s current fleet of 1800 RQ-11B systems and 325 RQ-20A systems in both the CONUS and OCONUS including combat/contingency operations (system quantity breakout contained in Appendix G). Repair activities must integrate seamlessly with the SUAS ICP (regardless of whether or not they are co-located), and utilize the Government owned database COLTS for the purposes of submitting, tracking, requesting and documenting all sustainment work, repair metrics and parts. (WBS 4.0)
2.7 While a “Contractor Owned-Contractor Operated (COCO)” SUAS ICP already exists (under Government contract), the Task order period of performance for that ICP ends on 31 May 2013. Offerors may continue to interface with the existing SUAS ICP (considered to be a “Government Furnished-COCO” ICP) beyond that time period; however, offerors shall propose an equivalent, optional ICP that is co-located with the offeror’s depot repair activity. It is desired that the offeror’s proposed ICP shall be located no more than 25 miles one-way driving distance from any currently active Redstone Arsenal entry/exit gate (Appendix K). (WBS 4.0)
2.8 Government Furnished SUAS ICP. For proposal purposes, the “Government Furnished” ICP includes, but is not limited to providing the following support: 45,000 square feet of climate controlled, insured, secure (outside perimeter cage in cage fencing with green screening and double locks) warehouse facility with approximately 10,000 square feet of a separately designated, secure area for the ICP operations in close approximation to the concept sketch depicted in Appendix F of this SOO; a sprinkler system, electronic access key cards allowing 24 hour/ 7 days per week access to personnel identified by PdO-SUAS, high pallet rack 3-tier shelving, and dunnage capacity as needed to receive and store government owned material. The ICP includes a minimum of six electrical outlets, two LAN lines and one phone/fax line with outside and long-distance access within the ICP. The ICP also has 12 plastic storage stackable bins U-Line #S12417 or equivalent, 24 plastic storage stackable bins U-Line #S12415 or equivalent, 96 U-Line # S12414 or equivalent, 96 #S12413 or equivalent, 9 U-Line #H1491 or equivalent, 6 Mobile Rack with bins #H1490 or equivalent, 8 Industrial wood top working tables U-Line #H1136 or equivalent, 25 Giant stackable bins U-Line #S12550 or equivalent, 10 Safety mats U-Line #H1326 or equivalent, 10 Anti-static desk top mats, 8 Heavy Storage Lockers U-Line H1223, 4 Industrial Garbage cans, 8 work stools U-Line #H1375 or equivalent, 1 office chairs U-Line #H1562 or equivalent, 1 filing cabinets U-Line #H1915 or equivalent, 5 five foot work tables with wood tops and light rack with electrical housings and 2 four foot white boards and  30 AkroBin(R) Shelf Rack, Outside Length 53 In, Outside Width 15 1/4 In, Outside Height 37 1/2 In, Load Capacity 750 Lb, Material Steel, Gray or equivalent (Use With AkroBins or equivalent). 90 sets of shelving with dimensions of no less than 78 In. high, 36 In. wide and 24 In. deep with a load capacity of no less than 575 lbs per shelf and office cubicle furniture for one cubicle. The ICP has the equipment necessary to ship, receive, inventory, store and dispose of Government owned Hazardous Materials (specifically batteries, paint, corrosive cleaning solutions, etc.). Also, the Government Furnished ICP will receive and store all materials, parts and systems as needed by PdO-SUAS. 

2.9 For optional CLIN 0008, the offeror shall provide warehouse operations equal to the Government furnished ICP outlined above to include but not limited to: security and labor to receive, store, issue, turn-in, re-package, inventory, document, ship (via Government Bill of Lading (GBL)), and provide shelf life management of Government furnished equipment/property GFE/P as required and special washing and disposal of SUAS cases and hazardous materials, and pest control, maintenance, and daily escorted custodial services during duty hours. Also, the offeror shall provide two fully walled offices, six cubicles and one fully walled U-shaped classroom of approximately 1,000 square feet capable of seating a minimum of 20 students-all furnished, separate male and female bathrooms; OSHA qualified eye wash stations and hazardous materials shower facilities, HVAC; all utilities; shelf space; forklifts with licensed drivers; and insurance on the facility. Additionally, the offeror shall provide a separate secure space of approximately 8,000 square feet (inclusive within the 45,000 square feet) for use as a RSTA Laboratory. The separately secure RSTA area shall contain lockable storage lockers and secure shelving. The offeror shall provide a 400 square foot storage area for Selective Availability Anti-Spoofing (SAASM) cards with separate locks and storage cabinets. Also, a 500 square foot storage area for GFE/P,  One System Remove Video Terminal (OSRVT) with two storage shelves, separate lockable storage cabinets. Additionally, provide one 1300 square foot storage area for receiving and shipping control with storage shelves and separate locks. Additionally, the offeror shall provide (within the 45,000 square feet storage area) a 400 square foot area Foreign Military Sales (FMS) storage. Further, the offeror shall provide secure storage within the warehouse area for controlled items (e.g. system laptops, SAASM Global Positioning System (GPS) cards, etc.). The offeror shall perform duties for safeguarding SUAS GFE/P and OSRVT test equipment.  

The offeror shall provide the equipment necessary to ship, receive, inventory and store all Government owned material as required. The offeror shall provide general supply support as directed by the SUAS Product   Office. Supply support duties will include GFE/P inventory, calibration, warranty, and shelf-life monitoring. The offeror shall provide necessary equipment and personnel to handle washing and drying of large SUAS system pelican cases. The offeror shall provide work tables and electrical outlets for each 10 foot area of fenced coverage for bench testing.

            
The offeror shall provide labor to receive, store, secure, inventory, document, ship, and provide shelf life management. This includes but is not limited to GFE/P items such as parts, equipment, and kits managed and/or directed by the SUAS Product Office. The ICP shall also provide program management interface and assistance with the SUAS Product Office as needed.  The offeror shall also provide an appropriate number of Senior Provisioning Specialists (Government estimate is three); and Customer Service Representative (CSR) (Government estimate is one) for Catalog Ordering Logistics Tracking System (COLTS). The offeror will furnish cell phone/Blackberry’s to the ICP contractor support personnel for this effort in meeting the Warfighters needs.  

 The offeror shall provide electrical connections, Local Area Network (LAN) and telephone access to the indoor storage and laboratory space to support e-mail connectivity and COLTS access and Property Book Unit Supply Enhanced (PBUSE) access. 

 The offeror is responsible for packaging and handling of SUAS equipment and ancillary items as required. All packaged items shall be labeled using best commercial practices.  Assets susceptible to electrostatic discharge or potentially hazardous items (e.g. batteries) will be wrapped and sealed in suitable containers for storage and shipping.

The offeror shall provide for the safe transportation of assets utilizing the Government already setup transportation carrier with a tracking system that allows for accountability and traceability of shipments.  Government transportation utilizing a furnished Transportation Account Code (TAC) is authorized, as is commercial shipping as needed.  The Government will provide the SHIP TO/MARK FOR address for the DD Form 250 and the transportation fund site.

2.10       The Government will supply one Contracting Officer’s Representative to serve as the single point of contact for all (non-financial liability creating) questions related to specific handling and resetting of all SUAS equipment.  The SUAS Product Office will be responsible for providing all necessary equipment for SUAS personnel to include laptops, printers, copier and all necessary office supplies (GFE Equipment List will be provided).  The Government will provide familiarization, both basic and hands-on, to the contractor on SUAS parts inventory, acceptability and overall knowledge of the SUAS systems.    

2.11   Accountability for GFE/P shall be retained on location by a Government Accountable Officer (AO) from the SUAS Product Office.  Additionally through COLTS, the Contractor shall maintain responsibility for a running inventory on all items stored in the facility. Items transferred in or out of the Contractor storage facility must be inspected by the Contractor quality personnel and accounted for by the Government AO.

3.0        Management Objectives

3.1 The primary management objective is to allow the offeror maximum flexibility to innovatively manage program schedule, performance, risks, warranties, contracts and subcontracts, vendors and data required to deliver an effective and affordable technical, management, logistics and training support program.  
3.2 A major logistics management objective of this contract is to substantially decrease the need for LRU replacements by increasing the repair rates of LRUs. Items deemed to be “Beyond Economical Repair” (BER), must actually cost more to repair than to replace.  Offerors should make clear to the Government when a decision is made to not repair an LRU and instead to replace it, as well as the reasoning behind that decision.
3.3 A major logistics management objective is to evaluate a combined ICP/Depot Repair Activity co-location concept. Offerors shall propose as an option, an ICP co-located with their depot repair activity, which may be exercised at IDIQ award or as part of a future Task order. Additionally, dependent upon the results of the current LSF competition, the Government may choose to relocate the “Government Furnished” ICP, no earlier than 1 June 2013, potentially to a facility located on Redstone Arsenal. In the event of a “Government Furnished -” ICP relocation, it is a major management objective to co-locate the offeror’s depot repair activity within the same facility. 
3.4 A secondary logistics management objective is to capture significant amounts of repair data using COLTS in order to conduct RAM analysis on the currently fielded SUAS, complete systems, LRUs and repair components.
3.5 A major training management objective of this contract is balancing the locking-in of training schedules with the flexibility required when dealing with deploying military units that have numerous schedule demands. Frequently, military units must cancel scheduled training. The more flexible an offeror can be with required lead-time for training schedules, the better value it is to the Government.
3.6 A major technical management objective of this contract is the introduction of Value Engineering Change Proposals (VECPs). The offeror is encouraged to submit unsolicited VECPs and to share (50%-50% sharing ratio) in the mutual cost savings and/or benefits.  These VECPs should seek to improve the quality of training and systems and/or reduce overall life cycle costs and logistics burden to both the SUAS user and the Government.
4.0        General Requirements

4.1 Training Curriculum.  The training shall consist of a combination of classroom (classroom training is considered any training performed where the actual operation of the system is not included and may be performed indoors or outdoors depending on the site and availability of facilities) and flight training using system hardware consistent with current SUAS configurations. The training program curriculum shall include system operation, operator level maintenance and airspace management, troubleshooting proficiencies, simulator operation, tactics, techniques and procedures.  
4.2 Training Assessment.  The offeror shall provide the specific data necessary for the examination of an individual’s skills, knowledge, attitudes and achievement of learning objectives IAW DI-SESS-81525. Students shall be assessed by the offeror on the task and flight profiles identified in the Training Support Package (TSP) on criteria of Go/No-Go.  The offeror shall administer and evaluate these tasks by performance during the Practical Exercise portion of training events. The offeror shall track and record individual student task proficiency prior to the conclusion of the student’s training program, and prepare a consolidated Post Training Report that reflects attendees by name, organization, follow-on contact information and recommendation on completion assessment (Go/No-Go) IAW DI-MISC-80508. The offeror shall make recommendations to the Government for dismissal of any student who has shown an inability to understand and comprehend the course material or has behavioral issues.
4.3 Training Locations
4.3.1 Offeror provided training locations. Offeror provided training locations shall be approved by the Government.  The offeror shall provide climate-controlled classroom and range facilities. The offeror shall provide a climate controlled storage area for storage of training assets and support equipment. The offeror is responsible for all range scheduling and frequency coordination/de-confliction. Additional requirements for offeror provided training locations will be provided on individual Task orders.
4.3.2 Government provided training locations.  Government provided training location encompasses Government provided classrooms and range facilities to the offeror. The Government will provide a storage area for storage of training assets and support equipment. The Government will provide all necessary electronic and paper maps required for the range allocated for training. The Government is responsible for all range scheduling and frequency coordination/de-confliction.  
4.4 Number of Trainers Required.  While the number of trainers required depends on the number of ongoing simultaneous classes; for planning purposes, the Government estimates during a typical training density, there could be 44 trainers conducting training at any one time (eight CONUS classes requiring 4 instructors each and 12 instructors deployed to Operation Enduring Freedom (OEF). These trainer requirements vary with the training schedule and are subject to increases (during surge periods) and decreases (during lull periods: holidays, non-availability of units, troop withdrawal from theater, etc.).  Lull periods historically have been more common than surge periods. The Government will make every attempt to allow a training team of four instructors to have no less than one week reset period in between classes to afford ample travel and prep time prior to the next class. If a training team is to conduct back-to-back classes at a single location (i.e. travel and shipment of equipment is not required), that reset period may not be afforded. An example training density for the month of Oct 2012 follows:
15-26 Oct, Ft Leonard Wood, RQ-20A, 16 Students (4 Trainers)

As can be seen in the above example training density requires no less than 44 trainers executing simultaneously.  Also see Appendix C, D, and E for Notional Training Schedules.

4.5 Number of Field Service Representatives (FSRs) Required.  Historically, five FSRs have been utilized at any one time: two in OEF for RQ-11B (1 each for US Army and USMC), two in OEF for RQ-20A (1 each for US Army and USMC), and one in Ft Leonard Wood, MO for RQ-20A (US Army). In keeping with the Government’s objective to reduce contractor footprint in Theater, FSR’s capable of repairing all SUAS airframes are highly desired. This does not take into account personnel required to operate the depot repair facility, which is left up to the contractor to propose. 
4.6  Safety.  The offeror shall conduct system safety activities IAW AR 385-10 and MIL-STD-882. The offeror shall support and participate in System Safety Working Groups (SSWGs) as required by the PMO UAS to assess on-going program flight and field operations regarding safety issues to include the review of operational instruction manuals, maintenance and training procedures and documents, as well as, conduct a system safety risk assessment to support material release requirements. The offeror shall identify hazards, assess hazard risk, identify the hazard risk mitigation measures, eliminate hazards through design selection, incorporate safety devices/features, provide warning devices and appropriately develop/update procedures and training. The offeror shall prepare the System Safety Assessment Report (SSAR) IAW DI-SAFT-80102. The offeror shall update the System Safety Hazard Analysis Report (SSHAR) IAW DI-SAFT-80101. The offeror shall prepare a Health Hazard Assessment Report IAW DI-SAFT-80106. The offeror shall reduce the identified mishap risk to acceptable levels per the PMO UAS System Safety Management Plan (SSMP) and provide verification of mishap risk reduction. The hazard analyses shall include software hazard analysis that addresses both the software requirements and design for a system/subsystem and the software test plans and procedures. The offeror shall participate fully in an IPT format with the Government to review and assess on-going program flight and field operations regarding safety issues to include reviews of operations, maintenance, and training procedures/ documents. The offeror shall: administer Aviation Accident Prevention Program, ensure compliance with Government Flight Representative (GFR) requirements, coordinate and administer Accident/Mishap investigations subject to Government mishap investigation boards for operational systems, serve as primary interface with the Safety and Occupational Health Manager.
4.6.1 System Safety Program Plan. The offeror shall update and implement a System Safety Program Plan (SSPP) IAW DI-SAFT-81626. The SSPP shall demonstrate compliance with, and traceability to, the PM UAS System Safety Management Plan (SSMP). As an appendix to the SSPP, the offeror shall develop and provide a Software System Safety Program Plan (SWSSPP) that addresses integration of software safety within system safety and the software development process. The Software System Safety Program Plan (SW SSPP) shall comply with AMCOM Regulation 385-17. The offeror shall identify, track, and manage all safety critical software. The SwSSPP shall address all software used in the system, to include Non-Developmental Item (NDI), COTS and reuse software. The SwSSPP identifies safety-critical software functions, software contributions to system level hazards, safety-critical software requirements necessary to mitigate hazards and the safety verification process for software, to include regression testing for modified software.  Software Hazard Risk Indexes (SHRI) will be identified for all hazards affecting safety-critical and safety-related functions. The offeror shall perform Software Hazard Analyses and document the analyses in an appendix to the Safety Assessment Report (SAR). The Software Hazard Analysis process includes verification that the actual design supports elimination or reduction of the hazards. The offeror shall prepare a SAR IAW DI-SAFT-80102 that includes Hazard Tracking System Logs and a Subsystem Hazard Analysis (SSHA) as attachments.
4.6.2 Hazard Tracking System. The offeror shall implement a PM UAS approved Hazard Tracking System (HTS) database to document, track and manage all hazards identified during design, development and test activities. All identified hazards shall be tracked in the HTS database. The HTS shall address software’s contributions to potential system level (including system of systems) hazard occurrence, or have references to the documented detailed description of software’s contributions to hazards and how those contributions are mitigated. The SSWG-approved hazards within the HTS shall be continuously updated and maintained throughout the life of the system and shall be accessible to PM UAS.  The offeror shall be responsible for ensuring hazards of subcontractor SUAS are addressed and incorporated in the HTS. Acceptance of hazards, mitigation, verification and potential residual risk shall be IAW the SSMP. The content of hazard logs, procedures and process for review, concurrence and closure of hazard logs shall be IAW the SSMP.
4.6.3 Mishaps and Accidents. For any mishap, the offeror shall prepare a Corrective Action Report IAW DI-SAFT-81563. The offeror shall comply with AR 385-10, The Army Safety Program and DA PAM 385-40, Army Accident Investigations and Reporting for mishap and accident investigation reporting.  Offerors will report all incidents and accidents meeting the reporting criteria of AR 385-10 and DA PAM 385-40 to the SUAS PdO Safety and Occupational Health Manager. The offeror shall conduct and support mishap investigations including participation in board investigations, inspections of mishap sites and wreckage, develop and conduct tests as part of the investigation, analyses and simulations, writing reports and briefing participation. The offeror shall provide technical assistance to Army mishap investigators, to include downloading and analysis of recorded data, and examination/test of mishap hardware at mishap site, FRA, or depot to determine/confirm root cause. The offeror shall provide flight data log files to the Product Manager (PM) for all mishaps and for other flights as requested. The offeror shall provide PM the ability to decode flight data logs from binary to a format suitable to the PM.  Proprietary binary formats shall be protected by the PM. The offeror shall provide recommendations for correcting mishap root causes. Offeror reporting requirements to the Product Manager’s office shall include: Class A through E mishaps (a) immediate Initial Incident report and (b) Final Engineering Investigation Report when investigation is complete.

Travel. Travel shall be required on this contract. All travel will be IAW the Joint Travel Regulations (JTR).  The offeror shall get prior approval for all travel from the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR). Within seven (7) days after return from travel, the offeror shall submit a Trip Report summarizing the trip and provide to the COR. The Trip Report shall include the purpose, discussions, resolutions, actions and the cost of the trip. Travel is IAW with the JTR no profit or fee is allowed, G&A only is allowed.  All Other Direct Costs (ODC’s) and material are reimbursed at cost with no profit or fee, but G&A is allowed. All transportation from CONUS Replacement Center (CRC) to Theater and return to the CRC, lodging and meals will be provided by the Government.

The Government will provide all DoD required training and indoctrination of personnel to be deployed; training is currently conducted at Camp Atterbury, IN. The PCO will notify the offeror of locations and schedules for training and indoctrination of offeror personnel prior to deployment. The notification should include any training and indoctrination not available through Government channels. Re-training shall be accomplished on the same schedule as Government personnel as outlined in DoD guidance.  CENTCOM Theater Business Clearance Process (TBC) approval is required, and all CENTCOM TBC clauses will be incorporated in the award and evidence of Doing Business As (DBA) insurance will be required prior to award.  Unless deploying to the CENTCOM AOR for 17 days or less, the contractor shall complete individual pre-deployment training. Headquarters Department of the Army Executive Order (267-11) Contractor Deployment and Redeployment in support of Overseas Contingency Operations (OCO) directs the deployment and redeployment flow of non-Logistics Civil Augmentation Program (non-LOGCAP) contractors though IRDO Atterbury. To ensure maximum utilization of Government air transportation that is provided to the IRDO in support, the contractor shall:

Reimbursements for approved alternate transportation costs are subject to equitable cost adjustments to the contract.

If contractor deployment and redeployment costs are determined priced in the contract, the PCO will initiate and collect an equitable price adjustment in behalf of the Government.

The contractor shall not establish unique individual pre-deployment training operations for their employees. Non-LOGCAP firms may only utilize the LOGCAP facilities with an ASC waiver and subject to the terms and conditions of their prime contracts with the Government.  

Offerors shall provide medically and physically qualified contingency personnel to perform duties in applicable contingency operations as outlined in this SOO. The offeror shall not release any information or data to third parties without the express written approval of the PCO.

Contracting Officer Representative (COR): The COR is an individual designated IAW DFARS 201.602-2 and is authorized in writing by the contracting officer to perform specific technical functions. The offeror will receive a copy of the COR appointment letter after Task order award specifying the extent of the COR’s authority to act on behalf of the contracting officer.  The COR is not authorized to make any commitments or changes that will affect price, quantity, delivery or any other term or condition of this contract.

6.6 
Offeror Task order Manager. The offeror shall designate in writing to the PCO a Task Order Manager and an alternate to act as the offeror’s principal point of contact (POC) on all Task orders. The Task order Manager need not be physically located at the offeror site but shall have the full authority to act for the offeror on all contractual matters in connection with Task orders.

7.0       Government-Furnished Information, Property and Equipment.

Government Furnished Property shall be reported IAW PGI 245.201-71, Government Property Attachment to Solicitations and Awards.

All Government-Furnished Information, Property, or Equipment shall be returned to the Government upon Task order completion or request of the COR.

The primary computer based supply management system currently used is COLTS but future Task orders may call for utilization of any computer based supply management system.

The Government will coordinate for and provide access to Government and non-Government facilities and installations as required allowing offeror personnel access required to complete tasks detailed in individual task orders.

8.0       Repaired equipment, systems or materials.  

The contractor shall conduct repairs and maintenance on a variety of SUAS systems placed into use by the Government. Equipment, systems or materials placed into use after repair will be fully operational. Repaired items found to be not fully operational will be returned for additional work until it meets operational requirements. These provisions as described in this paragraph shall apply to the base IDIQ contract and all subsequent Task orders.
9.0      Contractor Manpower Reporting.

The offeror shall comply with the requirements of the Department of Defense (DoD) Contract Security Classification Specification (DD Form 254) and shall utilize the Security Classification Guide (SCG) Family of Small Unmanned Aircraft Systems; Enduring Freedom and Operation Noble Eagle SCG; and Multi-National Security Classification Memorandum for classification guidance. The offeror shall maintain facility clearance at the SECRET level for performance of duties under this contract. The offeror shall maintain sufficient number of employees with a personnel security clearance at the SECRET level to perform classified tasks during the performance of this contract. Offeror personnel deploying to a theatre of operation shall have an Army Knowledge Online (AKO) account, a Common Access Card (CAC), be a U.S. citizen and have a minimum of a SECRET Security Clearance.

10.2 
The performance of this contract shall require access, generation, receipt, storage and processing of Communication Security (COMSEC), Controlled Cryptographic Items (CCI) information, tactical ground control and airborne encryption equipment and Secure Telephone Equipment necessary for secure communications. Classified COMSEC material shall be not releasable to offeror employees who have not received a FINAL US Government security clearance at the appropriate security level. COMSEC access shall be IAW National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual (NISPOM) (DoD 5220.22-M) and AR 380-40, Safeguarding and Controlling Communications Security Material.  When access is required at Government facilities, offeror personnel shall adhere to COMSEC rules and regulations as mandated by Command policy and procedures. Offeror personnel utilizing AKO e-mail shall include the offeror company name following their name in signature block in all e-mail correspondence.

Offeror personnel shall utilize AKO or company e-mail for transmitting official U.S. Government business. Official U.S. Government business shall not be transmitted via personal, private and commercial e-mail accounts, i.e., YAHOO, HOTMAIL, GMAIL, JUNO, etc. SUAS information shall NOT be processed or stored on offeror employee’s personal computer or any other personally owned electronic devices.

Consideration for issuance of a CAC will be addressed on a case-by-case basis. CACs will be considered for offeror employees deploying, work full-time on a military installation, and for offeror employees that require frequent access to multiple DoD installations in support of this contract. Justification, to include list of multiple DoD facilities, shall be included with each request for a CAC. Offeror employees issued a CAC shall maintain possession of their CAC at all times. The CAC shall not be used in temporary badge exchanges. Offeror employees issued a CAC shall not share their CAC PIN with anyone.  CACs shall not be left unattended in computer. CACs are the property of the US Government and shall be returned to the Government upon termination of employment with the company, expiration of the CAC, replacement of a CAC or upon contract completion. The offeror shall return the CAC to the COR. The loss of a CAC shall be reported, on the first business day following the discovery of the lost CAC, to the offeror’s chain of command COR or local Security Office and to the issuing agency. Unauthorized possession of a CAC can be prosecuted criminally under section 701, title 18, United States Code. Photocopying of US Government Identification such as a CAC is be a violation of Title 18, US Code Part I, Chapter 33, Section 701 and punishable by both fine and imprisonment.  Although the asking for Military/Government identification shall be totally permissible by commercial establishments, there shall be a prohibition on duplication of Government identification. A state driver license or other form of photo identification shall be provided to be photocopied if an establishment insists on a photocopy of the traveler’s identification.

No request shall be sent or handed directly to UAS PO personnel.  The submissions shall include a letter of transmittal certifying the review by the FSO that the material has been reviewed and it contains no classified information.  The letter of transmittal shall include the contract number.  A minimum of 15 working days is required to process and review the request.  Information or material will not be released until approval is granted.

Hazardous Materials Management Program (HMMP).

All offeror and subcontractor activities shall be in compliance with applicable federal, state and local environmental laws and regulations. The offeror shall ensure design, maintenance, operation, manufacturing, programmatic decisions and trade-off studies strive to eliminate or reduce hazardous materials and waste. The offeror shall implement a Hazardous Material Management Program (HMMP) IAW National Aerospace Standard (NAS) 411.  The offeror shall prepare a HMMP Plan IAW DI-MGMT-81398A. The offeror shall not use any Class I Ozone Depleting Chemical/Ozone Depleting Substance (ODC/ODS) (identified at http://www.epa.gov/ozone/ods.html) or any ODC/ODS solvents (identified at http://www.epa.gov/ozone/snap/lists/index.html in the manufacture or support of items required by this PWS unless a waiver is obtained from the Army Acquisition Executive.  Any ODC/ODS refrigerant alternatives used must appear in the EPA’s Significant New Alternatives Policy (SNAP) list (identified at http://www.epa.gov/ozone/snap/lists/index.html and have received a toxicity clearance from the U.S. Army Public Health Command (USAPHC). The offeror shall prepare annual HMMP Reports IAW DI-MISC-81397A. Government personnel will perform surveillance by monitoring offeror performance for each listed performance objective as found in Appendix A, Performance Requirement Summary of the QASP. This plan is primarily focused on what the Government must do to ensure the offeror has performed in accordance with the performance standards. It defines how the performance standards will be applied, the frequency of surveillance, and the maximum acceptable performance rate(s).

12.2
Offeror Quality Control. The offeror shall implement and maintain an effective quality   control program to ensure services are performed IAW this SOO and the offeror’s proposed PWS. 

12.2.1   The offeror shall develop and implement procedures to identify and prevent non-recurrence of defective services. 

12.2.2   The offeror shall provide a Quality Control Plan (QCP) within seven (7) days of contract award.

12.2.3   The offeror’s quality control program is the means of assuring the work complies with the requirements of this SOO and future Task orders. 

12.2.4   The QCP shall include a description of the inspection system to cover all services listed in this SOO. The description shall include methods for identifying and preventing degradation in the quality of services performed. 

12.2.5   The Government will notify the offeror of acceptance or comment for revision of the QCP no later than 30 days after submittal. If revision of the QCP is required, the QCP shall be revised and resubmitted for review within seven (7) days of receipt of comments. After acceptance of the QCP by the Government, the offeror will be notified in writing by the Contracting Officer.

13.0 
Environmental Safety and Occupational Health (ESOH).

The offeror shall establish an Environment, Safety and Occupational Health (ESOH) Program to minimize risk throughout the SUAS system life cycle. The offeror shall perform ESOH analyses and provide data to support evaluation of environmental impacts in accordance with the Public Law 91-190, National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA). The program shall address environmental compliance, system safety and health, hazardous materials, pollution prevention, and explosive safety. The ESOH analyses shall be used to integrate environmental considerations into the systems engineering process. Resolution, reporting, and tracking of environmental issues shall be accomplished through the systems engineering process. The offeror shall prepare a Health Hazard Assessment Report IAW DI-SAFT-80106.

14.0
Cost, Performance and Progress Reporting. 

The offeror shall prepare Status Reports IAW DI-MGMT-80368 covering the program progress and status on technical, cost and schedule performance, tradeoffs and risk reduction activity.

15.0     Inspection and Acceptance
Inspection and Acceptance will be performed by SUAS Product Office in Wide Area Work Flow (WAWF) using DODAAC W81UHH by Government personnel only.

16.0    Program Management
16.1    The Contractor shall host a start of work meeting with the Government within 10 days of contract award.  The purpose of the meeting is to establish requirements for program reviews, discuss contractual requirements, schedules and other pertinent contract data.  The contractor shall prepare a record of meeting minutes IAW DI-ADMIN-81505 (CDRL A001).

16.2   The Contractor shall host status update reviews with the SUAS Product Office as         needed.

10.  Program/Project Manager II

Duties and Responsibilities – Serves as a point of contact for development and discussion of new business opportunities and, subsequently, project objectives, scope, and budgets within the company and between the company and the client. Leads a team in the accomplishment of work on projects of medium size and in the development of all required documentation/ deliverables within budget and schedule constraints. Controls project work accomplishment vs. scope of services contracted, assesses progress vs. schedule and budget; resolves conflicts or elevates conflicts to management level necessary for resolution. Assists senior project managers in the development and management of large and complex projects; may lead a portion of the project. Evaluates performance of project team members.

11.  Program/Project Manager I

Duties and Responsibilities – Assists more senior project managers in development of project work plans, specifications and criteria, and cost and schedule estimates; assists in development of new business opportunities. Manages projects of limited scope within contractual cost and schedule guidelines; reviews output/documentation/deliverables for adequacy of quality and quantity. 20.  Program Analyst II

Conducts interviews and analyzes data regarding complex issues and business systems; prepares detailed management report on the subject. 1.0    INTRODUCTION

1.1      Purpose.  The purpose of this QASP is to identify the methods and procedures the Government will use to evaluate contractor actions while performing the requirements in the Statement of Objectives (SOO) The period of performance including options will be 60 months.

1.1.1 This QASP is designed to provide a systematic method to evaluate the services the contractor is required to furnish and provide direction to personnel performing contract surveillance activities. SUAS PdO personnel will perform surveillance by monitoring contractor performance for each listed performance objective in Appendix A, Performance Requirement Summary. The Government will maintain a quality standard for these services for the work performed and deliverables provided under the contract.

1.1.2 This QASP has been developed by SUAS PdO personnel overseeing the contractor’s performance and reviewing the consequent deliverables required by the SOO.

2.0   DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES

2.1   Scope of Work.  The contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, tools, materials, supervision and other items and non-personal services necessary to provide Training, Logistics Support and Technical/Program Management services to SUAS PdO as defined in the Statement of Objectives (SOO).

3.0    ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

3.1   Contracting Officer Representative (COR).  The COR is responsible for quality assurance guidance and ensuring that contract quality requirements, provision, standards, and thresholds are defined, practical, enforceable, necessary and verifiable. 3.3   Quality Assurance Evaluator (QAE).  An individual designated by the requiring activity to assist the COR and provide technical oversight of the Contractor’s performance.  The QAE’s primary duty is to monitor the Contractor’s performance by physically checking to see that tasks are completed, reports are submitted, and desired outcomes are achieved.   When a surveillance observation results in an unacceptable evaluation, the QAE will report the unacceptable performance to the COR. The QAE is not authorized to direct work, offer advice on how the work should be performed, change the contract, or in any way obligate payment of funds by the Government.

4.0   QUALITY REQUIREMENTS

4.1    Quality Control Program.  The contractor, not the Government, is responsible for management and quality control actions to meet the terms of the contract. 

The quality control program is the driver for quality. The contractor is required to develop a comprehensive program of inspections and monitoring actions. The first major step to ensuring a “self-correcting” contract is to ensure that the Quality Control Plan (QCP) approved at the beginning of the contract provides the measures needed to lead the contractor to success.

Once the QCP is accepted, careful application of the process and standards presented in the remainder of this document will ensure a robust quality assurance and control program.

5.0   SURVEILLANCE

5.1    Surveillance Methods.  This QASP will incorporate random sampling, inspection and customer feedback as the approach to ensure the contractor complies with the PWS requirements.  Re-performance is the preferred method of correcting any unacceptable performance.

5.1.1 Validated Customer Complaint.  Customer complaints shall be surveyed as described below.  

5.1.1.1 Anyone who observes unacceptable services, either incomplete or not performed, should immediately contact the COR/QAE.  The COR/QAE will conduct an investigation to determine the validity of the complaint.  If the COR/QAE determines the complaint to be valid, the COR/QAE will document the findings and notify the customer and the Contractor using the Appendix B, Contractor Discrepancy Report (CDR).  The COR/QAE will retain the annotated copy of the written complaint for the Government’s files.  If the complaint is valid, the contractor will be given a specific, appropriate amount of time to correct the defect.

5.1.1.2 The COR/QAE should inform the customer(s) of when the defect must be corrected and advise them to contact the COR/QAE if the defect is not corrected.  The COR/QAE will consider the customer complaint resolved unless notified otherwise by the customer.  

5.1.1.3 The contractor shall return the written CDR document to the COR/QAE, completed with the actions taken to correct the defect.  The Government will retain this document to ensure the contractor has taken appropriate action(s) to prevent the recurrence of defects.  The COR/QAE will retain and file the complaint form.  At the end of each month, all validated complaints will be counted to determine if performance is satisfactory or unsatisfactory based on the criteria in the Acceptable Quality Levels (AQL).  The Contracting Officer shall be notified in writing by the COR/QAE of any unsatisfactory performance.  

5.1.2 Acceptable Quality Levels (AQL): AQLs are contained in Appendix A, Performance Requirements Summary.

5.1.3 Periodic Surveillance:  This method of surveillance is at Appendix A, Performance Requirements Summary.

5.1.4 Unacceptable Performance.  If the number of complaints/defects exceeds the performance threshold for any objective, the COR will determine the possible cause of this unacceptable performance and notify the Contracting Officer. Government-caused complaints/defects shall not be counted against the contractor. The same applies to any other requirement of the contract when Government-caused complaints/defects are the cause of unacceptable contractor performance. If the contractor’s performance is judged unacceptable for any requirement, the COR will inform the contractor’s designated representative, and request his or her signature and date of surveillance on documentation acknowledging notification.  If the designated representative refuses to sign, the COR personnel shall annotate on the documentation the date and time of notification and name of representative and his/her refusal to acknowledge.  If the contractor disputes the results of surveillance, the COR must refer the contractor to the Contracting Officer for resolution.

5.1.5 Re-performance.  Re-performance is the preferred method of correcting any unacceptable performance.  The contractor shall provide the Government written response why the performance threshold was not met, how performance will be returned to acceptable levels, and how recurrence of the cause will be prevented in the future.

5.1.6. Revisions.  Revisions to this QASP are the joint responsibility of the requiring activity and the contracting office.  However as a result of partnering with the contractor, surveillance checklists may be revised jointly by COR personnel and contractor personnel. The Contracting Officer must approve the revisions in writing before being used by the COR.

Contractors shall monitor their employees and ensure that they are following all safety regulations particular to the work areas.  Contractors shall ensure that their employees:

(1)  Wear appropriate safety equipment and clothing;

(2)  Are familiar with all relevant emergency procedures should an accident occur; and

Notwithstanding that the contract may require the use of paints or coatings which do not meet state or district requirements for reduced Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC's), the contractor must comply with all federal, state, and local regulatory requirements respecting air quality and emission limitations.  It remains the contractor's responsibility to meet the requirements for reduced VOC's even where to do so will require the use of engineering controls or other special painting equipment.

INHERENTLY GOVERNMENTAL FUNCTIONS

As a matter of policy, an "inherently governmental function" is a function that is so intimately related to the public interest as to mandate performance by Government employees.  These functions include those activities that require either the exercise of discretion in applying Government authority or the making of value judgments in making decisions for the Government.  Governmental functions normally fall into two categories: (1) the act of governing, i.e., the discretionary exercise of Government authority, and (2) monetary transactions and entitlements. SECURITY CLASSIFICATION

The work contracted for is related to and connected with the National Defense.  No information relating to the work shall be communicated, transmitted, or disclosed to any person not entitled to receive it. It is anticipated that some of the assigned work will be of a classified nature.  Accordingly, it will be necessary for some personnel assigned to work under this contract to have a security clearance of at least SECRET at the IDIQ contract level.  Although the requirement for a clearance above SECRET is not required for the basic contract award, there may be efforts at the Task Order (TO) level that will require a clearance above the SECRET level.  Access to information at the TO level beyond that which is authorized in the DD Form 254 applicable to this IDIQ contract will result in a separate, TO specific DD Form 254 to be issued by the Government.  In order to be eligible for such efforts, awardees must have the capability to perform at the SECRET level and possibly above that level.  Additionally, the contractor shall be guided by and safeguard all classified information either generated by or received under the contract in accordance with DD Form 254, Contract Security Classification Specification, provided as an attachment to the applicable TO.

REIMBURSEMENT OF TRAVEL, PER DIEM, AND SPECIAL MATERIAL COSTS

    (a)  Area of Travel.  Performance under this contract may require travel by contractor personnel.  If travel, domestic or overseas, is required, the contractor is responsible for making all necessary arrangements for its personnel.  These include but are not limited to:  medical examinations, immunizations, passports/visas/etc., and security clearances.  Any OCONUS/FOREIGN travel by contractor personnel shall be in accordance with procedures for entering into the Area of Responsibility (e.g., CENTCOM). (b)  Travel Policy.  The Government will reimburse the contractor for allowable travel costs incurred by the contractor in performance of the contract in accordance with FAR Subpart 31.2.  Travel required for tasks assigned under this contract shall be governed in accordance with:  Federal Travel Regulations (FTR),  prescribed by the General Services Administration for travel in the conterminous 48 United States, (hereinafter the FTR); Joint Travel Regulation (JTR), Volume 2, DoD Civilian Personnel, Appendix A, prescribed by the Department of Defense, for travel in Alaska, Hawaii, The Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, and territories and possessions of the United States (hereinafter JTR); and Standardized Regulations (SR) (Government Civilians, Foreign Areas), Section 925, "Maximum Travel Per Diem Allowances for Foreign Areas," prescribed by the Department of State, for travel in areas not covered in the FTR or JTR (hereinafter the SR).


(c)  Travel.  Travel and subsistence are authorized for travel beyond a fifty-mile radius of the contractor’s office whenever a task assignment requires work to be accomplished at a temporary alternate worksite.  No travel or subsistence shall be charged for work performed within a fifty-mile radius of the contractor’s office.  The contractor shall not be paid for travel or subsistence for contractor personnel who reside in the metropolitan area in which the tasks are being performed.  Travel performed for personal convenience, in conjunction with personal recreation, or daily travel to and from work at the contractor’s facility will not be reimbursed.



(1)  For travel costs other than described in paragraph (c) above, the contractor shall be paid on the basis of actual amount paid to the extent that such travel is necessary for the performance of services under the contract and is authorized by the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) in writing.



(2)  When transportation by privately owned conveyance is authorized, the contractor shall be paid on a mileage basis not to exceed the applicable Government transportation rate as contained in the FTR, JTR or SR.  Authorization for the use of privately owned conveyance shall be indicated in the basic contract.  Distances traveled between points shall be shown on invoices as listed in standard highway mileage guides.  Reimbursement will not exceed the mileage shown in the standard highway mileage guides.



(3)  The contractor agrees, in the performance of necessary travel, to use the lowest cost mode commensurate with the requirements of the mission as set forth in the basic contract and in accordance with Joint Travel Regulations traffic management principles.  When it is necessary to use air or rail travel, the contractor agrees to use coach, tourist class, or similar accommodations to the extent consistent with the successful and economical accomplishment of the mission for which the travel is being performed.



(4)  The contractor’s invoices shall include receipts or other evidence substantiating actual costs incurred for authorized travel.  In no event will such payments exceed the rates of common carriers.


(d)  Vehicle and/or Truck Rentals.  The contractor shall be reimbursed for actual rental/lease of special vehicles and/or trucks (i.e., of a type not normally used by the contractor in the conduct of its business) only if authorized in the basic contract or upon approval by the COR.  Reimbursement of such rental shall be made based on actual amounts paid by the contractor.  Use of rental/lease costs of vehicles and/or trucks that are of a type normally used by the contractor in the conduct of its business are not subject to reimbursement.


(e)  Car Rental.  The contractor shall be reimbursed for car rental, exclusive of mileage charges, as authorized in the basic contract or upon approval by the COR, when the services are required to be performed beyond the normal commuting distance from the contractor’s facilities.  Car rental for a team on Temporary Duty (TDY) at one site will be allowed for a minimum of four (4) persons per car, provided that such number or greater comprise the TDY team.


(f)  Per Diem.  The contractor shall not be paid for per diem for contractor personnel who reside in the metropolitan areas in which the tasks are being performed.  Per Diem shall not be paid on services performed within a fifty-mile radius of the contractor’s home office or the contractor’s local office.  Per Diem is authorized for contractor personnel beyond a fifty-mile radius of the contractor’s home or local offices whenever a task assigned requires work to be done at a temporary alternate worksite.  Per Diem shall be paid to the contractor only to the extent that overnight stay is necessary and authorized under this contract.  The authorized per diem rate shall be the same as the prevailing per diem in the worksite locality.  These rates will be based on rates contained in the FTR, JTR or SR.  The applicable rate is authorized at a flat seventy-five (75%) percent on the day of departure from contractor’s home or local office, and on the day of return.  Reimbursement to the contractor for per diem shall be limited to actual payments to per diem defined herein. The contractor shall provide actual payments of per diem defined herein.  The contractor shall provide supporting documentation (e.g., signed travel expense reports) for per diem expenses as evidence of actual payment.


(g)  Shipboard Stays.  Whenever work assignments require temporary duty aboard a Government ship, the contractor will be reimbursed at the per diem rates identified in paragraph C8101.2C or C81181.3B (6) of the Department of Defense Joint Travel Regulations, Volume II.


(h)  Special Material.  “Special material” includes only the costs of material, supplies, or services which is peculiar to the ordered data and which is not suitable for use in the course of the contractor’s normal business.  It shall be furnished pursuant to specific authorization approved by the COR.  The contractor will be required to support all material costs claimed by its costs less any applicable discounts.  “Special materials” include, but are not limited to, graphic reproduction expenses, or technical illustrative or design requirements needing special processing.

ORGANIZATIONAL CONFLICTS OF INTEREST (OCI) (SERVICES)

NOTE:  THIS CLAUSE TO BE COMPLETED AT THE TASK ORDER LEVEL AS APPLICABLE

Contractors shall not place themselves in a position of having an OCI by accepting an award under this requirement.  Conversely, contractors shall not accept awards where they have had an influence of or have access to a future requirement as a result of performing under this requirement.  [Reference FAR Subpart 9.5]. Specific examples of this restriction is the Prime supporting the Natick Contracting Division SETA contract, and the Prime supporting Warfighter Focus due to their direct exposure to development of requirements, competitor technical information and labor pricing. Therefore, directly due to their exposure to information providing an unfair advantage, neither of these companies may serve as a Prime or subcontractor on this effort.


(a)  Purpose.  This clause seeks to ensure that the contractor (1) does not obtain an unfair competitive advantage over other parties by virtue of its performance of this contract, and (2) is not biased because of its current or planned interests (financial, contractual, organizational or otherwise) that relate to the work under this contract. 


(b)  Scope.  The restrictions described herein shall apply to performance or participation by the contractor (as defined in paragraph (d) (7)) in the activities covered by this clause.



(1)  The restrictions set forth in paragraph (e) apply to supplies, services, and other performance rendered with respect to the suppliers and/or equipment listed in TOs issued under the contract will specify to which suppliers and/or equipment subparagraph (e) restrictions apply.



(2)  The financial, contractual, organizational and other interests of contractor personnel performing work under this contract shall be deemed to be the interests of the contractor for the purposes of determining the existence of an Organizational Conflict of Interest.  Any subcontractor that performs any work relative to this contract shall be subject to this clause.  The contractor agrees to place in each subcontract affected by these provisions the necessary language contained in this clause.


(c)  Waiver.  Any request for waiver of the provisions of this clause shall be submitted in writing to the KO.  The request for waiver shall set forth all relevant factors including existing contractual safeguards or job procedures to mitigate conflicting roles that might produce an Organizational Conflict of Interest.  No waiver shall be granted by the Government with respect to prohibitions pursuant to access to proprietary data. 

   (d)  Definitions.  For purposes of application of this clause only, the following definitions are applicable:



(1)  “System” includes system, major component, subassembly or subsystem, project, or item.



(2)  “Non-developmental items” as defined in FAR 2.101.



(3)  “Systems Engineering” (SE) includes, but is not limited to, the activities in FAR 9.505-1(b).



(4)  “Technical direction” (TD) includes, but is not limited to, the activities in FAR 9.505-1(b).



(5)  “Advisory and Assistance Services” (AAS) are those services acquired from non-governmental sources to support or improve agency policy development or decision making; or, to support or improve the management of organizations or the operation of hardware systems.  Such services may encompass consulting activities, engineering and technical services, management support services and studies, analyses and evaluations.



(6)  “Consultant services” as defined in FAR 31.205-33(a).



(7)  “Contractor”, for the purposes of this clause, means the firm signing this contract, its subsidiaries and affiliates, joint ventures involving the firm, any entity with which the firm may hereafter merge or affiliate, and any other successor or assignee of the firm.



(8)  “Affiliates,” means officers or employees of the prime contractor and first tier subcontractors involved in the program and technical decision-making process concerning this contract.



(9)  “Interest” means organizational or financial interest.



(10)  “Weapons system supplier” means any prime contractor or first tier subcontractor engaged in, or having a known prospective interest in the development, production or analysis of any of the weapon systems, as well as any major component or subassembly of such system.


(e)  Contracting Restrictions.


 
(1)  To the extent the contractor provides systems engineering and/or technical direction for a system or commodity but does not have overall contractual responsibility for the development, the integration, assembly and checkout (IAC) or the production of the system, the contractor shall not (i) be awarded a contract to supply the system or any of its major components or (ii) be a subcontractor or consultant to a supplier of the system or of its major components.  The contractor agrees that it will not supply to the Department of Defense (either as a prime contractor or as a subcontractor) or act as consultant to a supplier of, any system, subsystem, or major component utilized for or in connection with any item or other matter that is (directly or indirectly) the subject of the systems engineering and/or technical direction or other services performed under this contract for a period of six (6) years after the date of completion of the contract.  (FAR 9.505-1(a))



(2)  To the extent the contractor prepares and furnishes complete specifications covering nondevelopmental items to be used in a competitive acquisition, the contractor shall not be allowed to furnish these items either as a prime contractor or subcontractor.  This rule applies to the initial production contract, for such items plus a specified time period or event.  The contractor agrees to prepare complete specifications covering non-developmental items to be used in competitive acquisitions, and the contractor agrees not to be a supplier to the Department of Defense, subcontract supplier, or a consultant to a supplier of any system or subsystem for which complete specifications were prepared hereunder.  The prohibition relative to being a supplier, a subcontract supplier, or a consultant to a supplier of these systems of their subsystems extends for a period of six (6) years after the terms of this contract.  (FAR 9.505-2(a) (1))



(3)  To the extent the contractor prepares or assists in preparing a statement of work to be used in competitively acquiring a system or services or provides material leading directly, predictably and without delay to such a work statement, the contractor may not supply the system, major components thereof or the services unless the contractor is the sole source, or a participant in the design or development work, or a contractor involved in preparation of the work statement.  The contractor agrees to prepare, support the preparation of or provide material leading directly, predictably and without delay to a work statement to be used in competitive acquisitions, and the contractor agrees not to be a supplier or consultant to a supplier of any services, systems or subsystems for which the contractor participated in preparing the work statement.  The prohibition relative to being a supplier, a subcontract supplier, or a consultant to a supplier of any services, systems or subsystems extends for a period of six (6) years after the terms of this contract.  (FAR 9.505-2(b) (1))



(4)  To the extent work to be performed under this contract requires evaluation of offers for products or services, a contract will not be awarded to a contractor that will evaluate its own offers for products or services, or those of a competitor, without proper safeguards to ensure objectivity to protect the Government’s interests. The contractor shall not incorporate its products or services in such statement of work or specifications unless so directed in writing by the KO, in which case the restrictions in this subparagraph shall not apply. CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.203-16  Preventing Personal Conflicts of Interest (DEC 2011)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--

Acquisition function closely associated with inherently governmental functions means supporting or providing advice or recommendations with regard to the following activities of a Federal agency:

(1) Planning acquisitions.

(2) Determining what supplies or services are to be acquired by the Government, including developing statements of work.

(3) Developing or approving any contractual documents, to include documents defining requirements, incentive plans, and evaluation criteria.

(4) Evaluating contract proposals.

(5) Awarding Government contracts.

(6) Administering contracts (including ordering changes or giving technical direction in contract performance or contract quantities, evaluating contractor performance, and accepting or rejecting contractor products or services).

(7) Terminating contracts.

(8) Determining whether contract costs are reasonable, allocable, and allowable.

Covered employee means an individual who performs an acquisition function closely associated with inherently governmental functions and is--

(1) An employee of the contractor; or

(2) A subcontractor that is a self-employed individual treated as a covered employee of the contractor because there is no employer to whom such an individual could submit the required disclosures.

Non-public information means any Government or third-party information that--

(1) Is exempt from disclosure under the Freedom of Information Act (5 U.S.C. 552) or otherwise protected from disclosure by statute, Executive order, or regulation; or

(2) Has not been disseminated to the general public and the Government has not yet determined whether the information can or will be made available to the public.

Personal conflict of interest means a situation in which a covered employee has a financial interest, personal activity, or relationship that could impair the employee's ability to act impartially and in the best interest of the Government when performing under the contract. (A de minimis interest that would not ``impair the employee's ability to act impartially and in the best interest of the Government'' is not covered under this definition.)

(1) Among the sources of personal conflicts of interest are--

(i) Financial interests of the covered employee, of close family members, or of other members of the covered employee's household;

(ii) Other employment or financial relationships (including seeking or negotiating for prospective employment or business); and

(iii) Gifts, including travel.

(2) For example, financial interests referred to in paragraph (1) of this definition may arise from--

(i) Compensation, including wages, salaries, commissions, professional fees, or fees for business referrals;

(ii) Consulting relationships (including commercial and professional consulting and service arrangements, scientific and technical advisory board memberships, or serving as an expert witness in litigation);

(iii) Services provided in exchange for honorariums or travel expense reimbursements;

(iv) Research funding or other forms of research support;

(v) Investment in the form of stock or bond ownership or partnership interest (excluding diversified mutual fund investments);

(vi) Real estate investments;

(vii) Patents, copyrights, and other intellectual property interests; or

(viii) Business ownership and investment interests.

(b) Requirements. The Contractor shall--

(1) Have procedures in place to screen covered employees for potential personal conflicts of interest, by--

(i) Obtaining and maintaining from each covered employee, when the employee is initially assigned to the task under the contract, a disclosure of interests that might be affected by the task to which the employee has been assigned, as follows:

(A) Financial interests of the covered employee, of close family members, or of other members of the covered employee's household.

(B) Other employment or financial relationships of the covered employee (including seeking or negotiating for prospective employment or business).

(C) Gifts, including travel; and

(ii) Requiring each covered employee to update the disclosure statement whenever the employee's personal or financial circumstances change in such a way that a new personal conflict of interest might occur because of the task the covered employee is performing.

(2) For each covered employee--

(i) Prevent personal conflicts of interest, including not assigning or allowing a covered employee to perform any task under the contract for which the Contractor has identified a personal conflict of interest for the employee that the Contractor or employee cannot satisfactorily prevent or mitigate in consultation with the contracting agency;

(ii) Prohibit use of non-public information accessed through performance of a Government contract for personal gain; and

(iii) Obtain a signed non-disclosure agreement to prohibit disclosure of non-public information accessed through performance of a Government contract.

(3) Inform covered employees of their obligation--

(i) To disclose and prevent personal conflicts of interest;

(ii) Not to use non-public information accessed through performance of a Government contract for personal gain; and

(iii) To avoid even the appearance of personal conflicts of interest;

(4) Maintain effective oversight to verify compliance with personal conflict-of-interest safeguards;

(5) Take appropriate disciplinary action in the case of covered employees who fail to comply with policies established pursuant to this clause; and

(6) Report to the Contracting Officer any personal conflict-of-interest violation by a covered employee as soon as it is identified. This report shall include a description of the violation and the proposed actions to be taken by the Contractor in response to the violation. Provide follow-up reports of corrective actions taken, as necessary. Personal conflict-of-interest violations include--

(i) Failure by a covered employee to disclose a personal conflict of interest;

(ii) Use by a covered employee of non-public information accessed through performance of a Government contract for personal 

gain; and

(iii) Failure of a covered employee to comply with the terms of a non-disclosure agreement.

(c) Mitigation or waiver. (1) In exceptional circumstances, if the Contractor cannot satisfactorily prevent a personal conflict of interest as required by paragraph (b)(2)(i) of this clause, the Contractor may submit a request through the Contracting Officer to the Head of the Contracting Activity for--

(i) Agreement to a plan to mitigate the personal conflict of interest; or

(ii) A waiver of the requirement.

(2) The Contractor shall include in the request any proposed mitigation of the personal conflict of interest.

(3) The Contractor shall--

(i) Comply, and require compliance by the covered employee, with any conditions imposed by the Government as necessary to mitigate the personal conflict of interest; or

(ii) Remove the Contractor employee or subcontractor employee from performance of the contract or terminate the applicable subcontract.

(d) Subcontract flowdown. The Contractor shall include the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (d), in subcontracts--

(1) That exceed $150,000; and

(2) In which subcontractor employees will perform acquisition functions closely associated with inherently governmental functions (i.e., instead of performance only by a self-employed individual).

52.204-99 SYSTEM FOR AWARD MANAGEMENT REGISTRATION (DEVIATION)(AUG 2012)

(a)  Definitions.  As used in this clause—

“Central Contractor Registration (CCR) database” means the retired primary Government repository for Contractor information required for the conduct of business with the Government.

“Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) code” means—

(1) A code assigned by the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) Logistics Information Service to identify a commercial or Government entity; or

(2) A code assigned by a member of the North Atlantic Treaty Organization that DLA records and maintains in the CAGE master file. This type of code is known as an “NCAGE code.”

“Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) number” means the 9-digit number assigned by Dun and Bradstreet, Inc. (D&B) to identify unique business entities.

“Data Universal Numbering System+4 (DUNS+4) number” means the DUNS number means the number assigned by D&B plus a 4-character suffix that may be assigned by a business concern. (D&B has no affiliation with this 4-character suffix.) This 4-character suffix may be assigned at the discretion of the business concern to establish additional SAM records for identifying alternative Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) accounts (see the FAR at Subpart 32.11) for the same concern.

“Registered in the SAM database” means that—

(1) The Contractor has entered all mandatory information, including the DUNS number or the DUNS+4 number, into the SAM database; 

(2) The Contractor’s CAGE code is in the SAM database; and 

(3) The Government has validated all mandatory data fields, to include validation of the Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN) with the Internal Revenue Service (IRS), and has marked the record “Active”. The Contractor will be required to provide consent for TIN validation to the Government as a part of the SAM registration process.

“System for Award Management (SAM)” means the primary Government repository for prospective federal awardee information and the centralized Government system for certain contracting, grants, and other assistance related processes.  It includes—

(1)  Data collected from prospective federal awardees required for the conduct of business with the Government;

(2)  Prospective contractor submitted annual representations and certifications in accordance with FAR Subpart 4.12; and

(3)  The list of all parties suspended, proposed for debarment, debarred, declared ineligible, or excluded or disqualified under the nonprocurement common rule by agencies, Government corporations, or by the Government Accountability Office.

(b)(1) The Contractor shall be registered in the SAM database prior to submitting an invoice and through final payment of any contract, basic agreement, basic ordering agreement, or blanket purchasing agreement resulting from this solicitation.

(2) The SAM registration shall be for the same name and address identified on the contract, with its associated CAGE code and DUNS or DUNS+4.

(3) If indicated by the Government during performance, registration in CCR may be required in lieu of SAM.

(c) If the Contractor does not have a DUNS number, it should contact Dun and Bradstreet directly to obtain one.

(1) A contractor may obtain a DUNS number—

(i) Via the internet at http://fedgov.dnb.com/webform or if the contractor does not have internet access, it may call Dun and Bradstreet at 1-866-705-5711 if located within the United States; or

(ii) If located outside the United States, by contacting the local Dun and Bradstreet office. The contractor should indicate that it is a contractor for a U.S. Government contract when contacting the local Dun and Bradstreet office.

(2) The Contractor should be prepared to provide the following information:

(i) Company legal business name.

(ii) Tradestyle, doing business, or other name by which your entity is commonly recognized.

(iii) Company physical street address, city, state and Zip Code.

(iv) Company mailing address, city, state and Zip Code (if separate from physical).

(v) Company telephone number.

(vi) Date the company was started.

(vii) Number of employees at your location.

(viii) Chief executive officer/key manager.

(ix) Line of business (industry).

(x) Company Headquarters name and address (reporting relationship within your entity).

(d) Reserved.

(e) Processing time for registration in SAM, which normally takes five business days, should be taken into consideration when registering.  Contractors who are not already registered should consider applying for registration at least two weeks prior to invoicing.

(f) The Contractor is responsible for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government’s reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the SAM database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the SAM database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the SAM does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document.

(g)(1)(i) If a Contractor has legally changed its business name, “doing business as” name, or division name (whichever is shown on the contract), or has transferred the assets used in performing the contract, but has not completed the necessary requirements regarding novation and change-of-name agreements in Subpart 42.12, the Contractor shall provide the responsible Contracting Officer sufficient documentation to support the legally changed name with a minimum of one business day’s written notification of its intention to—

(A) Change the name in the SAM database; 

(B) Comply with the requirements of subpart 42.12 of the FAR; and

(C) Agree in writing to the timeline and procedures specified by the responsible Contracting Officer. 

(ii) If the Contractor fails to comply with the requirements of paragraph (g)(1)(i) of this clause, or fails to perform the agreement at paragraph (g)(1)(i)(C) of this clause, and, in the absence of a properly executed novation or change-of-name agreement, the SAM information that shows the Contractor to be other than the Contractor indicated in the contract will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of Payment” paragraph of the electronic funds transfer (EFT) clause of this contract. 

(2) The Contractor shall not change the name or address for EFT payments or manual payments, as appropriate, in the SAM record to reflect an assignee for the purpose of assignment of claims (see FAR Subpart 32.8, Assignment of Claims). Assignees shall be separately registered in the SAM database.  Information provided to the Contractor’s SAM record that indicates payments, including those made by EFT, to an ultimate recipient other than that Contractor will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of payment” paragraph of the EFT clause of this contract. 

(h)  Contractors may obtain information on registration and annual confirmation requirements via the SAM accessed through https://www.acquisition.gov or by calling 866-606-8220, or 334-206-7828 for international calls.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.216-19      Order Limitations.  (OCT 1995)

(a) Minimum order.  When the Government requires supplies or services covered by this contract in an amount of less than $5000.00, the Government is not obligated to purchase, nor is the Contractor obligated to furnish, those supplies or services under the contract.

(b) Maximum order.  The Contractor is not obligated to honor:

(1) Any order for a single item in excess of $99 million;

(2) Any order for a combination of items in excess of $99 million; or

(3) A series of orders from the same ordering office within 30 days that together call for quantities exceeding the limitation in subparagraph (1) or (2) above.

(c) If this is a requirements contract (i.e., includes the Requirements clause at subsection 52.216-21 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR)), the Government is not required to order a part of any one requirement from the Contractor if that requirement exceeds the maximum-order limitations in paragraph (b) above.

(d) Notwithstanding paragraphs (b) and (c) above, the Contractor shall honor any order exceeding the maximum order limitations in paragraph (b), unless that order (or orders) is returned to the ordering office within N/A days after issuance, with written notice stating the Contractor's intent not to ship the item (or items) called for and the reasons.  Upon receiving this notice, the Government may acquire the supplies or services from another source.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.216-22     Indefinite Quantity.  (OCT 1995)

(a) This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule.  The quantities of supplies and services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause.  The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered, the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in the Schedule as the "maximum".  The Government shall order at least the quantity of supplies or services designated in the Schedule as the "minimum".

(c) Except for any limitations on quantities in the Order Limitations clause or in the Schedule, there is no limit on the number of orders that may be issued.  The Government may issue orders requiring delivery to multiple destinations or performance at multiple locations.

(d) Any order issued during the effective period of this contract and not completed within that period shall be completed by the Contractor within the time specified in the order.  The contract shall govern the Contractor's and Government's rights and obligations with respect to that order to the same extent as if the order were completed during the contract's effective period; provided, that the Contractor shall not be required to make any deliveries under this contract after 30 Sep 2018.

52.217-8     OPTION TO EXTEND SERVICES (NOV 1999)

The Government may require continued performance of any services within the limits and at the rates specified in the contract. The preliminary notice does not commit the Government to an extension.

(b) If the Government exercises this option, the extended contract shall be considered to include this option clause.

(c) The total duration of this contract, including the exercise of any options under this clause, shall not exceed 5 years, 6 months.

(2) Demonstrate the effect that denial of the request will have on the contract delivery or performance schedule;

(3) Identify the extent to which approval of overtime would affect the performance or payments in connection with other Government contracts, together with identification of each affected contract; and

(4) Provide reasons why the required work cannot be performed by using multishift operations or by employing additional personnel.

(i) An “established catalog price” is a price included in a catalog, price list, schedule, or other form that is regularly maintained by the manufacturer or the offeror, is either published or otherwise available for inspection by customers, and states prices at which sales currently, or were last, made to a significant number of buyers constituting the general public.

(ii) An “established market price” is a current price, established in the usual course of trade between buyers and sellers free to bargain, which can be substantiated from sources independent of the manufacturer or offeror; and

(3) The compensation (wage and fringe benefits) plan for all service employees performing work under the contract are the same as that used for these employees and equivalent employees servicing the same equipment of commercial customers.

(b) Certification by the offeror as to its compliance with respect to the contract also constitutes its certification as to compliance by its subcontractor if it subcontracts out the exempt services. If the offeror certifies to the conditions in paragraph (a) of this provision, and the Contracting Officer determines in accordance with FAR 22.1003-4(c)(3) that the Service Contract Act--

(1) Will not apply to this offeror, then the Service Contract Act of 1965 clause in this solicitation will not be included in any resultant contract to this offeror; or

(2) Will apply to this offeror, then the clause at 52.222-51, Exemption from Application of the Service Contract Act to Contracts for Maintenance, Calibration, or Repair of Certain Equipment--Requirements, in this solicitation will not be included in any resultant contract awarded to this offeror, and the offeror may be provided an opportunity to submit a new offer on that basis.

(c) If the offeror does not certify to the conditions in paragraph (a) of this provision--

(1) The clause in this solicitation at 52.222-51, Exemption from Application of the Service Contract Act to Contracts for Maintenance, Calibration, or Repair of Certain Equipment--Requirements, will not be included in any resultant contract awarded to this offeror; and

(2) The offeror shall notify the Contracting Officer as soon as possible, if the Contracting Officer did not attach a Service Contract Act wage determination to the solicitation.

(d) The Contracting Officer may not make an award to the offeror, if the offeror fails to execute the certification in paragraph (a) of this provision or to contact the Contracting Officer as required in paragraph (c) of this provision.

52.222-49      SERVICE CONTRACT ACT--PLACE OF PERFORMANCE UNKNOWN (MAY 1989)

(a) This contract is subject to the Service Contract Act, and the place of performance was unknown when the solicitation was issued.  In addition to places or areas identified in wage determinations, if any, attached to the solicitation, wage determinations have also been requested for the following N/A.  The Contracting Officer will request wage determinations for additional places or areas of performance if asked to do so in writing by the TBD.
(b) Offerors who intend to perform in a place or area of performance for which a wage determination has not been attached or requested may nevertheless submit bids or proposals.  However, a wage determination shall be requested and incorporated in the resultant contract retroactive to the date of contract award, and there shall be no adjustment in the contract price.

CERTIFICATION

The offeror (  ) does (  ) does not certify that--

(1) The services under the contract are offered and sold regularly to non-Governmental customers, and are provided by the offeror (or subcontractor in the case of an exempt subcontract) to the general public in substantial quantities in the course of normal business operations;

(2) The contract services are furnished at prices that are, or are based on, established catalog or market prices. An “established catalog price” is a price included in a catalog, price list, schedule, or other form that is regularly maintained by the manufacturer or the offeror, is either published or otherwise available for inspection by customers, and states prices at which sales currently, or were last, made to a significant number of buyers constituting the general public. An “established market price” is a current price, established in the usual course of ordinary and usual trade between buyers and sellers free to bargain, which can be substantiated from sources independent of the manufacturer or offeror;

(3) Each service employee who will perform the services under the contract will spend only a small portion of his or her time (a monthly average of less than 20 percent of the available hours on an annualized basis, or less than 20 percent of available hours during the contract period if the contract period is less than a month) servicing the Government contract; and

(4) The offeror uses the same compensation (wage and fringe benefits) plan for all service employees performing work under the contract as the offeror uses for these employees and for equivalent employees servicing commercial customers.

(b) Certification by the offeror as to its compliance with respect to the contract also constitutes its certification as to compliance by its subcontractor if it subcontracts out the exempt services. If the offeror certifies to the conditions in paragraph (a) of this provision, and the Contracting Officer determines in accordance with FAR 22.1003-4(d)(3) that the Service Contract Act--

(1) Will not apply to this offeror, then the Service Contract Act of 1965 clause in this solicitation will not be included in any resultant contract to this offeror; or

(2) Will apply to this offeror, then the clause at FAR 52.222-53, Exemption from Application of the Service Contract Act to Contracts for Certain Services--Requirements, in this solicitation will not be included in any resultant contract awarded to this offer, and the offeror may be provided an opportunity to submit a new offer on that basis.

(c) If the offeror does not certify to the conditions in paragraph (a) of this provision--

(1) The clause of this solicitation at 52.222-53, Exemption from Application of the Service Contract Act to Contracts for Certain Services--Requirements, will not be included in any resultant contract to this offeror; and

(2) The offeror shall notify the Contracting Officer as soon as possible if the Contracting Officer did not attach a Service Contract Act wage determination to the solicitation.

(d) The Contracting Officer may not make an award to the offeror, if the offeror fails to execute the certification in paragraph (a) of this provision or to contact the Contracting Officer as required in paragraph (c) of this provision.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.222-54    Employment Eligibility Verification (JUL 2012)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--Commercially available off-the-shelf (COTS) item—

(1) Means any item of supply that is--

(i) A commercial item (as defined in paragraph (1) of the definition at 2.101);

(ii) Sold in substantial quantities in the commercial marketplace; and

(iii) Offered to the Government, without modification, in the same form in which it is sold in the commercial marketplace; and

(2) Does not include bulk cargo, as defined in section 3 of the Shipping Act of 1984 (46 U.S.C. App. 1702), such as agricultural products and petroleum products. Per 46 CFR 525.1(c)(2), ``bulk cargo'' means cargo that is loaded and carried in bulk onboard ship without mark or count, in a loose unpackaged form, having homogenous characteristics. Bulk cargo loaded into intermodal equipment, except LASH or Seabee barges, is subject to mark and count and, therefore, ceases to be bulk cargo.

Employee assigned to the contract means an employee who was hired after November 6, 1986 (after November 27, 2009, in the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands), who is directly performing work, in the United States, under a contract that is required to include the clause prescribed at 22.1803. An employee is not considered to be directly performing work under a contract if the employee--

(1) Normally performs support work, such as indirect or overhead functions; and

(2) Does not perform any substantial duties applicable to the contract.

Subcontract means any contract, as defined in 2.101, entered into by a subcontractor to furnish supplies or services for performance of a prime contract or a subcontract. It includes but is not limited to purchase orders, and changes and modifications to purchase orders.

Subcontractor means any supplier, distributor, vendor, or firm that furnishes supplies or services to or for a prime Contractor or another subcontractor.

United States, as defined in 8 U.S.C. 1101(a)(38), means the 50 States, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, Guam, the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands, and the U.S. Virgin Islands.

(b) Enrollment and verification requirements. 

(1) If the Contractor is not enrolled as a Federal Contractor in E-Verify at time of contract award, the Contractor shall--

(i) Enroll. Enroll as a Federal Contractor in the E-Verify program within 30 calendar days of contract award;

(ii) Verify all new employees. Within 90 calendar days of enrollment in the E-Verify program, begin to use E-Verify to initiate verification of employment eligibility of all new hires of the Contractor, who are working in the United States, whether or not assigned to the contract, within 3 business days after the date of hire (but see paragraph (b)(3) of this section); and

(iii) Verify employees assigned to the contract. For each employee assigned to the contract, initiate verification within 90 calendar days after date of enrollment or within 30 calendar days of the employee's assignment to the contract, whichever date is later (but see paragraph (b)(4) of this section).

(2) If the Contractor is enrolled as a Federal Contractor in E-Verify at time of contract award, the Contractor shall use E-Verify to initiate verification of employment eligibility of--

(i) All new employees. (A) Enrolled 90 calendar days or more. The Contractor shall initiate verification of all new hires of the Contractor, who are working in the United States, whether or not assigned to the contract, within 3 business days after the date of hire (but see paragraph (b)(3) of this section); or

(B) Enrolled less than 90 calendar days. Within 90 calendar days after enrollment as a Federal Contractor in E-Verify, the Contractor shall initiate verification of all new hires of the Contractor, who are working in the United States, whether or not assigned to the contract, within 3 business days after the date of hire (but see paragraph (b)(3) of this section); or

(ii) Employees assigned to the contract. For each employee assigned to the contract, the Contractor shall initiate verification within 90 calendar days after date of contract award or within 30 days after assignment to the contract, whichever date is later (but see paragraph (b)(4) of this section).

(3) If the Contractor is an institution of higher education (as defined at 20 U.S.C. 1001(a)); a State or local government or the government of a Federally recognized Indian tribe; or a surety performing under a takeover agreement entered into with a Federal agency pursuant to a performance bond, the Contractor may choose to verify only employees assigned to the contract, whether existing employees or new hires. The Contractor shall follow the applicable verification requirements at (b)(1) or (b)(2), respectively, except that any requirement for verification of new employees applies only to new employees assigned to the contract.

(4) Option to verify employment eligibility of all employees. The Contractor may elect to verify all existing employees hired after November 6, 1986 (after November 27, 2009, in the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands), rather than just those employees assigned to the contract. The Contractor shall initiate verification for each existing employee working in the United States who was hired after November 6, 1986 (after November 27, 2009, in the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands), within 180 calendar days of--
(i) Enrollment in the E-Verify program; or

(ii) Notification to E-Verify Operations of the Contractor's decision to exercise this option, using the contact information provided in the E-Verify program Memorandum of Understanding (MOU).

(5) The Contractor shall comply, for the period of performance of this contract, with the requirements of the E-Verify program MOU.

(i) The Department of Homeland Security (DHS) or the Social Security Administration (SSA) may terminate the Contractor's MOU and deny access to the E-Verify system in accordance with the terms of the MOU. In such case, the Contractor will be referred to a suspension or debarment official.

(ii) During the period between termination of the MOU and a decision by the suspension or debarment official whether to suspend or debar, the Contractor is excused from its obligations under paragraph (b) of this clause. If the suspension or debarment official determines not to suspend or debar the Contractor, then the Contractor must reenroll in E-Verify.

(c) Web site. Information on registration for and use of the E-Verify program can be obtained via the Internet at the Department of Homeland Security Web site: http://www.dhs.gov/E-Verify.

(d) Individuals previously verified. The Contractor is not required by this clause to perform additional employment verification using E-Verify for any employee--

(1) Whose employment eligibility was previously verified by the Contractor through the E-Verify program;

(2) Who has been granted and holds an active U.S. Government security clearance for access to confidential, secret, or top secret information in accordance with the National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual; or

(3) Who has undergone a completed background investigation and been issued credentials pursuant to Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, Policy for a Common Identification Standard for Federal Employees and Contractors.

(e) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall include the requirements of this clause, including this paragraph (e) (appropriately modified for identification of the parties), in each subcontract that--

(1) Is for--(i) Commercial or noncommercial services (except for commercial services that are part of the purchase of a COTS item (or an item that would be a COTS item, but for minor modifications), performed by the COTS provider, and are normally provided for that COTS item); or

(ii) Construction;

(2) Has a value of more than $3,000; and

(3) Includes work performed in the United States.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.223-9     ESTIMATE OF PERCENTAGE OF RECOVERED MATERIAL CONTENT FOR EPA-DESIGNATED ITEMS (MAY 2008)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--

Postconsumer material means a material or finished product that has served its intended use and has been discarded for disposal or recovery, having completed its life as a consumer item. Postconsumer material is a part of the broader category of “recovered material.”

Recovered material means waste materials and by-products recovered or diverted from solid waste, but the term does not include those materials and by-products generated from, and commonly reused within, an original manufacturing process.

(b) The Contractor, on completion of this contract, shall--

(1) Estimate the percentage of the total recovered material content for EPA-designated item(s) delivered and/or used in contract performance, including, if applicable, the percentage of post-consumer material content; and

(2) Submit this estimate to the COR).

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.223-11       OZONE-DEPLETING SUBSTANCES (MAY 2001)

(a) Definition. Ozone-depleting substance, as used in this clause, means any substance the Environmental Protection Agency designates in 40 CFR part 82 as--

(1) Class I, including, but not limited to, chlorofluorocarbons, halons, carbon tetrachloride, and methyl chloroform; or

(2) Class II, including, but not limited to, hydrochlorofluorocarbons.

(b) The Contractor shall label products which contain or are manufactured with ozone-depleting substances in the manner and to the extent required by 42 U.S.C. 7671j (b), (c), and (d) and 40 CFR Part 82, Subpart E, as follows:

“WARNING: Contains (or manufactured with, if applicable), a substance(s) which harm(s) public health and environment by destroying ozone in the upper atmosphere.”----------------------------

The Contractor shall insert the name of the substance(s).

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.225-19    CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL IN A DESIGNATED OPERATIONAL AREA OR SUPPORTING A DIPLOMATIC OR CONSULAR MISSION OUTSIDE THE UNITED STATES (MAR 2008)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--

Chief of mission means the principal officer in charge of a diplomatic mission of the United States or of a United States office abroad which is designated by the Secretary of State as diplomatic in nature, including any individual assigned under section 502(c) of the Foreign Service Act of 1980 (Pub. L. 96-465) to be temporarily in charge of such a mission or office.

Combatant commander means the commander of a unified or specified combatant command established in accordance with 10 U.S.C. 161.

Designated operational area means a geographic area designated by the combatant commander or subordinate joint force commander for the conduct or support of specified military operations.

Supporting a diplomatic or consular mission means performing outside the United States under a contract administered by Federal agency personnel who are subject to the direction of a chief of mission.

(b) General. (1) This clause applies when Contractor personnel are required to perform outside the United States--

(i) In a designated operational area during--

(A) Contingency operations;

(B) Humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or

(C) Other military operations; or military exercises, when designated by the Combatant Commander; or

(ii) When supporting a diplomatic or consular mission--

(A) That has been designated by the Department of State as a danger pay post (see http://aoprals.state.gov/Web920/danger--pay--all.asp); or

(B) That the Contracting Officer has indicated is subject to this clause.

(2) Contract performance may require work in dangerous or austere conditions. Except as otherwise provided in the contract, the Contractor accepts the risks associated with required contract performance in such operations.

(3) Contractor personnel are civilians.

(i) Except as provided in paragraph (b)(3)(ii) of this clause, and in accordance with paragraph (i)(3) of this clause, Contractor personnel are only authorized to use deadly force in self-defense.

(ii) Contractor personnel performing security functions are also authorized to use deadly force when use of such force reasonably appears necessary to execute their security mission to protect assets/persons, consistent with the terms and conditions contained in the contract or with their job description and terms of 

employment.

(4) Service performed by Contractor personnel subject to this clause is not active duty or service under 38 U.S.C. 106 note.

(c) Support. Unless specified elsewhere in the contract, the Contractor is responsible for all logistical and security support required for Contractor personnel engaged in this contract.

(d) Compliance with laws and regulations. The Contractor shall comply with, and shall ensure that its personnel in the designated operational area or supporting the diplomatic or consular mission are familiar with and comply with, all applicable--

(1) United States, host country, and third country national laws;

(2) Treaties and international agreements;

(3) United States regulations, directives, instructions, policies, and procedures; and

(4) Force protection, security, health, or safety orders, directives, and instructions issued by the Chief of Mission or the Combatant Commander; however, only the Contracting Officer is authorized to modify the terms and conditions of the contract.

(e) Preliminary personnel requirements. (1) Specific requirements for paragraphs (e)(2)(i) through (e)(2)(vi) of this clause will be set forth in the statement of work, or elsewhere in the contract.

(2) Before Contractor personnel depart from the United States or a third country, and before Contractor personnel residing in the host country begin contract performance in the designated operational area or supporting the diplomatic or consular mission, the Contractor shall ensure the following:

(i) All required security and background checks are complete and acceptable.

(ii) All personnel are medically and physically fit and have received all required vaccinations.

(iii) All personnel have all necessary passports, visas, entry permits, and other documents required for Contractor personnel to enter and exit the foreign country, including those required for in-transit countries.

(iv) All personnel have received--

(A) A country clearance or special area clearance, if required by the chief of mission; and

(B) Theater clearance, if required by the Combatant Commander.

(v) All personnel have received personal security training. The training must at a minimum--

(A) Cover safety and security issues facing employees overseas;

(B) Identify safety and security contingency planning activities; and

(C) Identify ways to utilize safety and security personnel and other resources appropriately.

(vi) All personnel have received isolated personnel training, if specified in the contract. Isolated personnel are military or civilian personnel separated from their unit or organization in an environment requiring them to survive, evade, or escape while awaiting rescue or recovery.

(vii) All personnel who are U.S. citizens are registered with the U.S. Embassy or Consulate with jurisdiction over the area of operations on-line at http://www.travel.state.gov.

(3) The Contractor shall notify all personnel who are not a host country national or ordinarily resident in the host country that--

(i) If this contract is with the Department of Defense, or the contract relates to supporting the mission of the Department of Defense outside the United States, such employees, and dependents residing with such employees, who engage in conduct outside the United States that would constitute an offense punishable by imprisonment for more than one year if the conduct had been engaged in within the special maritime and territorial jurisdiction of the United States, may potentially be subject to the criminal jurisdiction of the United States (see the Military Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Act of 2000 (18 U.S.C. 3261 et seq.);

(ii) Pursuant to the War Crimes Act, 18 U.S.C. 2441, Federal criminal jurisdiction also extends to conduct that is determined to constitute a war crime when committed by a civilian national of the United States; and

(iii) Other laws may provide for prosecution of U.S. nationals who commit offenses on the premises of United States diplomatic, consular, military or other United States Government missions outside the United States (18 U.S.C. 7(9)).

(f) Processing and departure points. The Contractor shall require its personnel who are arriving from outside the area of performance to perform in the designated operational area or supporting the diplomatic or consular mission to--

(1) Process through the departure center designated in the contract or complete another process as directed by the Contracting Officer;

(2) Use a specific point of departure and transportation mode as directed by the Contracting Officer; and

(3) Process through a reception center as designated by the Contracting Officer upon arrival at the place of performance.

(g) Personnel data. (1) Unless personnel data requirements are otherwise specified in the contract, the Contractor shall establish and maintain with the designated Government official a current list of all Contractor personnel in the areas of performance. The Contracting Officer will inform the Contractor of the Government official designated to receive this data and the appropriate system to use for this effort.

(2) The Contractor shall ensure that all employees on this list have a current record of emergency data, for notification of next of kin, on file with both the Contractor and the designated Government official.

(h) Contractor personnel. The Contracting Officer may direct the Contractor, at its own expense, to remove and replace any Contractor personnel who fail to comply with or violate applicable requirements of this contract. Such action may be taken at the Government's discretion without prejudice to its rights under any other provision of this contract, including termination for default or cause.

(i) Weapons. (1) If the Contracting Officer, subject to the approval of the Combatant Commander or the Chief of Mission, authorizes the carrying of weapons--

(i) The Contracting Officer may authorize an approved Contractor to issue Contractor-owned weapons and ammunition to specified employees; or

(ii) The Regional Security Officer may issue Government-furnished weapons and ammunition to the Contractor for issuance to specified Contractor employees.

(2) The Contractor shall provide to the Contracting Officer a specific list of personnel for whom authorization to carry a weapon is requested.

(3) The Contractor shall ensure that its personnel who are authorized to carry weapons--

(i) Are adequately trained to carry and use them--

(A) Safely;

(B) With full understanding of, and adherence to, the rules of the use of force issued by the Combatant Commander or the Chief of Mission; and

(C) In compliance with applicable agency policies, agreements, rules, regulations, and other applicable law;

(ii) Are not barred from possession of a firearm by 18 U.S.C. 922; and

(iii) Adhere to all guidance and orders issued by the Combatant Commander or the Chief of Mission regarding possession, use, safety, and accountability of weapons and ammunition.

(4) Upon revocation by the Contracting Officer of the Contractor's authorization to possess weapons, the Contractor shall ensure that all Government-furnished weapons and unexpended ammunition are returned as directed by the Contracting Officer.

(5) Whether or not weapons are Government-furnished, all liability for the use of any weapon by Contractor personnel rests solely with the Contractor and the Contractor employee using such weapon.

(j) Vehicle or equipment licenses. Contractor personnel shall possess the required licenses to operate all vehicles or equipment necessary to perform the contract in the area of performance.

(k) Military clothing and protective equipment. (1) Contractor personnel are prohibited from wearing military clothing unless specifically authorized by the Combatant Commander. If authorized to wear military clothing, Contractor personnel must wear distinctive patches, armbands, nametags, or headgear, in order to be distinguishable from military personnel, consistent with force protection measures.

(2) Contractor personnel may wear specific items required for safety and security, such as ballistic, nuclear, biological, or chemical protective equipment.

(l) Evacuation. (1) If the Chief of Mission or Combatant Commander orders a mandatory evacuation of some or all personnel, the Government will provide to United States and third country national Contractor personnel the level of assistance provided to private United States citizens.

(2) In the event of a non-mandatory evacuation order, the Contractor shall maintain personnel on location sufficient to meet contractual obligations unless instructed to evacuate by the Contracting Officer.

(m) Personnel recovery. 

(1) In the case of isolated, missing, detained, captured or abducted Contractor personnel, the Government 

will assist in personnel recovery actions.

(2) Personnel recovery may occur through military action, action by non-governmental organizations, other Government-approved action, diplomatic initiatives, or through any combination of these options.

(3) The Department of Defense has primary responsibility for recovering DoD contract service employees and, when requested, will provide personnel recovery support to other agencies in accordance with DoD Directive 2310.2, Personnel Recovery.

(n) Notification and return of personal effects. 

(1) The Contractor shall be responsible for notification of the employee-designated next of kin, and notification as soon as possible to the U.S. Consul responsible for the area in which the event occurred, if the employee--

(i) Dies;

(ii) Requires evacuation due to an injury; or

(iii) Is isolated, missing, detained, captured, or abducted.

(2) The Contractor shall also be responsible for the return of all personal effects of deceased or missing Contractor personnel, if appropriate, to next of kin.

(o) Mortuary affairs. Mortuary affairs for Contractor personnel who die in the area of performance will be handled as follows:

(1) If this contract was awarded by DoD, the remains of Contractor personnel will be handled in accordance with DoD Directive 1300.22, Mortuary Affairs Policy.

(2)(i) If this contract was awarded by an agency other than DoD, the Contractor is responsible for the return of the remains of Contractor personnel from the point of identification of the remains to the location specified by the employee or next of kin, as applicable, except as provided in paragraph (o)(2)(ii) of this clause.

(ii) In accordance with 10 U.S.C. 1486, the Department of Defense may provide, on a reimbursable basis, mortuary support for the disposition of remains and personal effects of all U.S. citizens upon the request of the Department of State.

(p) Changes. In addition to the changes otherwise authorized by the Changes clause of this contract, the Contracting Officer may, at any time, by written order identified as a change order, make changes in place of performance or Government-furnished facilities, equipment, material, services, or site. Any change order issued in accordance with this paragraph shall be subject to the provisions of the Changes clause of this contract.

(q) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall incorporate the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (q), in all subcontracts that require subcontractor personnel to perform outside the United States--

(1) In a designated operational area during--

(i) Contingency operations;

(ii) Humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or

(iii) Other military operations; or military exercises, when designated by the Combatant Commander; or

(2) When supporting a diplomatic or consular mission--

(i) That has been designated by the Department of State as a danger pay post (see http://aoprals.state.gov/Web920/danger--pay--all.asp); or

(ii) That the Contracting Officer has indicated is subject to this clause.

(End of clause)

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

(i) To restrict the free flow of unbiased information in Iran; or

(ii) To disrupt, monitor, or otherwise restrict speech of the people of Iran; and

(2) Does not include information or informational materials the export of which the President does not have the authority to regulate or prohibit pursuant to section 203(b)(3) of the International Emergency Economic Powers Act (50 U.S.C. 1702(b)(3)).

(b) The offeror shall email questions concerning sensitive technology to the Department of State at CISADA106@state.gov.

(c) Except as provided in paragraph (d) of this provision or if a waiver has been granted in accordance with 25.703-4, by submission of its offer, the offeror--

(1) Represents, to the best of its knowledge and belief, that the offeror does not export any sensitive technology to the government of Iran or any entities or individuals owned or controlled by, or acting on behalf or at the direction of, the government of Iran; and

(2) Certifies that the offeror, or any person owned or controlled by the offeror, does not engage in any activities for which sanctions may be imposed under section 5 of the Iran Sanctions Act. These sanctioned activities are in the areas of development of the petroleum resources of Iran, production of refined petroleum products in Iran, sale and provision of refined petroleum products to Iran, and contributing to Iran's ability to acquire or develop 

certain weapons or technologies.

(d) Exception for trade agreements. The representation requirement of paragraph (c)(1) and the certification requirement of paragraph (c)(2) of this provision do not apply if--

(1) This solicitation includes a trade agreements notice or certification (e.g., 52.225-4, 52.225-6, 52.225-12, 52.225-24, or comparable agency provision); and

(2) The offeror has certified that all the offered products to be supplied are designated country end products or designated country construction material.

(b) If any such change causes an increase or decrease in the estimated cost of, or the time required for, performance of any part of the work under this contract, whether or not changed by the order, or otherwise affects any other terms and conditions of this contract, the Contracting Officer shall make an equitable adjustment in the (1) estimated cost, delivery or completion schedule, or both; (2) amount of any fixed fee; and (3) other affected terms and shall modify the contract accordingly.

(c) The Contractor must assert its right to an adjustment under this clause within 30 days from the date of receipt of the written order. However, if the Contracting Officer decides that the facts justify it, the Contracting Officer may receive and act upon a proposal submitted before final payment of the contract.

(d) Failure to agree to any adjustment shall be a dispute under the Disputes clause. However, nothing in this clause shall excuse the Contractor from proceeding with the contract as changed.

(e) Notwithstanding the terms and conditions of paragraphs (a) and (b) above, the estimated cost of this contract and, if this contract is incrementally funded, the funds allotted for the performance of this contract, shall not be increased or considered to be increased except by specific written modification of the contract indicating the new contract estimated cost and, if this contract is incrementally funded, the new amount allotted to the contract. Until this modification is made, the Contractor shall not be obligated to continue performance or incur costs beyond the point established in the Limitation of Cost or Limitation of Funds clause of this contract.

52.248-1     VALUE ENGINEERING (OCT 2010)

(a) General. The Contractor is encouraged to develop, prepare, and submit value engineering change proposals (VECP's) voluntarily. The Contractor shall share in any net acquisition savings realized from accepted VECP's, in accordance with the incentive sharing rates in paragraph (f) below. 

(b) Definitions. "Acquisition savings,'' as used in this clause, means savings resulting from the application of a VECP to contracts awarded by the same contracting office or its successor for essentially the same unit. Acquisition savings include-- 

(1) Instant contract savings, which are the net cost reductions on this, the instant contract, and which are equal to the instant unit cost reduction multiplied by the number of instant contract units affected by the VECP, less the Contractor's allowable development and implementation costs; 

(2) Concurrent contract savings, which are net reductions in the prices of other contracts that are definitized and ongoing at the time the VECP is accepted; and 

(3) Future contract savings, which are the product of the future unit cost reduction multiplied by the number of future contract units in the sharing base. On an instant contract, future contract savings include savings on increases in quantities after VECP acceptance that are due to contract modifications, exercise of options, additional orders, and funding of subsequent year requirements on a multiyear contract.

"Collateral costs," as used in this clause, means agency cost of operation, maintenance, logistic support, or Government-furnished property. 

"Collateral savings," as used in this clause, means those measurable net reductions resulting from a VECP in the agency's overall projected collateral costs, exclusive of acquisition savings, whether or not the acquisition cost changes. 

"Contracting office" includes any contracting office that the acquisition is transferred to, such as another branch of the agency or another agency's office that is performing a joint acquisition action. 

"Contractor's development and implementation costs," as used in this clause, means those costs the Contractor incurs on a VECP specifically in developing, testing, preparing, and submitting the VECP, as well as those costs the Contractor incurs to make the contractual changes required by Government acceptance of a VECP. 

"Future unit cost reduction," as used in this clause, means the instant unit cost reduction adjusted as the Contracting Officer considers necessary for projected learning or changes in quantity during the sharing period. It is calculated at the time the VECP is accepted and applies either (1) throughout the sharing period, unless the Contracting Officer decides that recalculation is necessary because conditions are significantly different from those previously anticipated or (2) to the calculation of a lump-sum payment, which cannot later be revised. 

"Government costs," as used in this clause, means those agency costs that result directly from developing and implementing the VECP, such as any net increases in the cost of testing, operations, maintenance, and logistics support. The term does not include the normal administrative costs of processing the VECP or any increase in this contract's cost or price resulting from negative instant contract savings. 

"Instant contract," as used in this clause, means this contract, under which the VECP is submitted. It does not include increases in quantities after acceptance of the VECP that are due to contract modifications, exercise of options, or additional orders.  If this is a multiyear contract, the term does not include quantities funded after VECP acceptance. If this contract is a fixed-price contract with prospective price redetermination, the term refers to the period for which firm prices have been established. 

"Instant unit cost reduction" means the amount of the decrease in unit cost of performance (without deducting any Contractor's development or implementation costs) resulting from using the VECP on this, the instant contract. If this is a service contract, the instant unit cost reduction is normally equal to the number of hours per line-item task saved by using the VECP on this contract, multiplied by the appropriate contract labor rate. 

"Negative instant contract savings" means the increase in the cost or price of this contract when the acceptance of a VECP results in an excess of the Contractor's allowable development and implementation costs over the product of the instant unit cost reduction multiplied by the number of instant contract units affected. 

"Net acquisition savings" means total acquisition savings, including instant, concurrent, and future contract savings, less Government costs. 

"Sharing base," as used in this clause, means the number of affected end items on contracts of the contracting office accepting the VECP. 

Sharing period, as used in this clause, means the period beginning with acceptance of the first unit incorporating the VECP and ending at a calendar date or event determined by the contracting officer for each VECP.

"Unit," as used in this clause, means the item or task to which the Contracting Officer and the Contractor agree the VECP applies. 

"Value engineering change proposal (VECP)" means a proposal that-- 

(1) Requires a change to this, the instant contract, to implement; and 

(2) Results in reducing the overall projected cost to the agency without impairing essential functions or characteristics; provided, that it does not involve a change-- 

(i) In deliverable end item quantities only; 

(ii) In research and development (R&D) end items or R&D test quantities that is due solely to results of previous testing under this contract; or 

(iii) To the contract type only. 

(c) VECP preparation. As a minimum, the Contractor shall include in each VECP the information described in subparagraphs (1) through (8) below. If the proposed change is affected by contractually required configuration management or similar procedures, the instructions in those procedures relating to format, identification, and priority assignment shall govern VECP preparation. The VECP shall include the following: 

(1) A description of the difference between the existing contract requirement and the proposed requirement, the comparative advantages and disadvantages of each, a justification when an item's function or characteristics are being altered, the effect of the change on the end item's performance, and any pertinent objective test data. 

(2) A list and analysis of the contract requirements that must be changed if the VECP is accepted, including any suggested specification revisions. 

(3) Identification of the unit to which the VECP applies. 

(4) A separate, detailed cost estimate for (i) the affected portions of the existing contract requirement and (ii) the VECP. The cost reduction associated with the VECP shall take into account the Contractor's allowable development and implementation costs, including any amount attributable to subcontracts under the Subcontracts paragraph of this clause, below. 

(5) A description and estimate of costs the Government may incur in implementing the VECP, such as test and evaluation and operating and support costs. 

(6) A prediction of any effects the proposed change would have on collateral costs to the agency. 

(7) A statement of the time by which a contract modification accepting the VECP must be issued in order to achieve the maximum cost reduction, noting any effect on the contract completion time or delivery schedule. 

(8) Identification of any previous submissions of the VECP, including the dates submitted, the agencies and contract numbers involved, and previous Government actions, if known. 

(d) Submission. The Contractor shall submit VECP's to the Contracting Officer, unless this contract states otherwise. If this contract is administered by other than the contracting office, the Contractor shall submit a copy of the VECP simultaneously to the Contracting Officer and to the Administrative Contracting Officer. 

(e) Government action. (1) The Contracting Officer will notify the Contractor of the status of the VECP within 45 calendar days after the contracting office receives it. If additional time is required, the Contracting Officer will notify the Contractor within the 45-day period and provide the reason for the delay and the expected date of the decision. The Government will process VECP's expeditiously; however, it shall not be liable for any delay in acting upon a VECP. 

(2) If the VECP is not accepted, the Contracting Officer will notify the Contractor in writing, explaining the reasons for rejection. The Contractor may withdraw any VECP, in whole or in part, at any time before it is accepted by the Government. The Contracting Officer may require that the Contractor provide written notification before undertaking significant expenditures for VECP effort. 

(3) Any VECP may be accepted, in whole or in part, by the Contracting Officer's award of a modification to this contract citing this clause and made either before or within a reasonable time after contract performance is completed. Until such a contract modification applies a VECP to this contract, the Contractor shall perform in accordance with the existing contract. The decision to accept or reject all or part of any VECP is a unilateral decision made solely at the discretion of the Contracting Officer. 

(f) Sharing rates. If a VECP is accepted, the Contractor shall share in net acquisition savings according to the percentages shown in the table below. The percentage paid the Contractor depends upon (1) this contract's type (fixed-price, incentive, or cost-reimbursement), (2) the sharing arrangement specified in paragraph (a) above (incentive, program requirement, or a combination as delineated in the Schedule), and (3) the source of the savings (the instant contract, or concurrent and future contracts), as follows:

(1) The Contracting Officer may increase the Contractor's sharing rate to as high as 75 percent for each VECP.

(2) Same sharing arrangement as the contract's profit or fee adjustment formula.

(3) The Contracting Officer may increase the Contractor's sharing rate to as high as 50 percent for each VECP.

(g) Calculating net acquisition savings. 

(1) Acquisition savings are realized when (i) the cost or price is reduced on the instant contract, (ii) reductions are negotiated in concurrent contracts, (iii) future contracts are awarded, or (iv) agreement is reached on a lump-sum payment for future contract savings (see subparagraph (i)(4) below). Net acquisition savings are first realized, and the Contractor shall be paid a share, when Government costs and any negative instant contract savings have been fully offset against acquisition savings. 

(2) Except in incentive contracts, Government costs and any price or cost increases resulting from negative instant contract savings shall be offset against acquisition savings each time such savings are realized until they are fully offset. Then, the Contractor's share is calculated by multiplying net acquisition savings by the appropriate Contractor's percentage sharing rate (see paragraph (f) above). Additional Contractor shares of net acquisition savings shall be paid to the Contractor at the time realized. 

(3) If this is an incentive contract, recovery of Government costs on the instant contract shall be deferred and offset against concurrent and future contract savings. The Contractor shall share through the contract incentive structure in savings on the instant contract items affected. Any negative instant contract savings shall be added to the target cost or to the target price and ceiling price, and the amount shall be offset against concurrent and future contract savings. 

(4) If the Government does not receive and accept all items on which it paid the Contractor's share, the Contractor shall reimburse the Government for the proportionate share of these payments. 

(h) Contract adjustment. The modification accepting the VECP (or a subsequent modification issued as soon as possible after any negotiations are completed) shall-- 

(1) Reduce the contract price or estimated cost by the amount of instant contract savings, unless this is an incentive contract; 

(2) When the amount of instant contract savings is negative, increase the contract price, target price and ceiling price, target cost, or estimated cost by that amount; 

(3) Specify the Contractor's dollar share per unit on future contracts, or provide the lump-sum payment; 

(4) Specify the amount of any Government costs or negative instant contract savings to be offset in determining net acquisition savings realized from concurrent or future contract savings; and 

(5) Provide the Contractor's share of any net acquisition savings under the instant contract in accordance with the following: 

(i) Fixed-price contracts--add to contract price. 

(ii) Cost-reimbursement contracts--add to contract fee. 

(i) Concurrent and future contract savings. 

(1) Payments of the Contractor's share of concurrent and future contract savings shall be made by a modification to the instant contract in accordance with subparagraph (h)(5) above. For incentive contracts, shares shall be added as a separate firm-fixed-price line item on the instant contract. The Contractor shall maintain records adequate to identify the first delivered unit for 3 years after final payment under this contract. 

(2) The Contracting Officer shall calculate the Contractor's share of concurrent contract savings by (i) subtracting from the reduction in price negotiated on the concurrent contract any Government costs or negative instant contract savings not yet offset and (ii) multiplying the result by the Contractor's sharing rate. 

(3) The Contracting Officer shall calculate the Contractor's share of future contract savings by (i) multiplying the future unit cost reduction by the number of future contract units scheduled for delivery during the sharing period, (ii) subtracting any Government costs or negative instant contract savings not yet offset, and (iii) multiplying the result by the Contractor's sharing rate. 

(4) When the Government wishes and the Contractor agrees, the Contractor's share of future contract savings may be paid in a single lump sum rather than in a series of payments over time as future contracts are awarded. Under this alternate procedure, the future contract savings may be calculated when the VECP is accepted, on the basis of the Contracting Officer's forecast of the number of units that will be delivered during the sharing period. The Contractor's share shall be included in a modification to this contract (see subparagraph (h)(3) above) and shall not be subject to subsequent adjustment. 

(5) Alternate no-cost settlement method. When, in accordance with subsection 48.104-4 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation, the Government and the Contractor mutually agree to use the no-cost settlement method, the following applies: 

(i) The Contractor will keep all the savings on the instant contract and on its concurrent contracts only. 

(ii) The Government will keep all the savings resulting from concurrent contracts placed on other sources, savings from all future contracts, and all collateral savings. 

(j) Collateral savings. If a VECP is accepted, the Contracting Officer will increase the instant contract amount, as specified in paragraph (h)(5) of this clause, by a rate from 20 to 100 percent, as determined by the Contracting Officer, of any projected collateral savings determined to be realized in a typical year of use after subtracting any Government costs not previously offset. However, the Contractor's share of collateral savings will not exceed the contract's firm-fixed-price, target price, target cost, or estimated cost, at the time the VECP is accepted, or $100,000, whichever is greater. The Contracting Officer will be the sole determiner of the amount of collateral savings.

(k) Relationship to other incentives. Only those benefits of an accepted VECP not rewardable under performance, design-to-cost (production unit cost, operating and support costs, reliability and maintainability), or similar incentives shall be rewarded under this clause. However, the targets of such incentives affected by the VECP shall not be adjusted because of VECP acceptance. If this contract specifies targets but provides no incentive to surpass them, the value engineering sharing shall apply only to the amount of achievement better than target. 

(l) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall include an appropriate value engineering clause in any subcontract of $150,000 or more and may include one in subcontracts of lesser value. In calculating any adjustment in this contract's price for instant contract savings (or negative instant contract savings), the Contractor's allowable development and implementation costs shall include any subcontractor's allowable development and implementation costs, and any value engineering incentive payments to a subcontractor, clearly resulting from a VECP accepted by the Government under this contract. The Contractor may choose any arrangement for subcontractor value engineering incentive payments; provided, that the payments shall not reduce the Government's share of concurrent or future contract savings or collateral savings. 

(m) Data. The Contractor may restrict the Government's right to use any part of a VECP or the supporting data by marking the following legend on the affected parts: 

"These data, furnished under the Value Engineering clause of contract . . . . . . . . . . , shall not be disclosed outside the Government or duplicated, used, or disclosed, in whole or in part, for any purpose other than to evaluate a value engineering change proposal submitted under the clause. This restriction does not limit the Government's right to use information contained in these data if it has been obtained or is otherwise available from the Contractor or from another source without limitations." 

If a VECP is accepted, the Contractor hereby grants the Government unlimited rights in the VECP and supporting data, except that, with respect to data qualifying and submitted as limited rights technical data, the Government shall have the rights specified in the contract modification implementing the VECP and shall appropriately mark the data. (The terms "unlimited rights" and "limited rights" are defined in Part 27 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation.)

Advance shipment notice means an electronic notification used to list the contents of a shipment of goods as well as additional information relating to the shipment, such as passive radio frequency identification (RFID) or item unique identification (IUID) information, order information, product description, physical characteristics, type of packaging, marking, carrier information, and configuration of goods within the transportation equipment.

Bulk commodities means the following commodities, when shipped in rail tank cars, tanker trucks, trailers, other bulk wheeled conveyances, or pipelines:

(1) Sand.

(2) Gravel.

(3) Bulk liquids (water, chemicals, or petroleum products).

(4) Ready-mix concrete or similar construction materials.

(5) Coal or combustibles such as firewood.

(6) Agricultural products such as seeds, grains, or animal feed.

Case means either a MIL-STD-129 defined exterior container within a palletized unit load or a MIL-STD-129 defined individual shipping container.

Electronic Product Code\TM\ (EPC[supreg]) means an identification scheme for universally identifying physical objects via RFID tags and other means. The standardized EPC\TM\ data consists of an EPC\TM\ (or EPC\TM\ identifier) that uniquely identifies an individual object, as well as an optional filter value 

when judged to be necessary to enable effective and efficient reading of the EPC\TM\ tags. In addition to this standardized data, certain classes of EPC\TM\ tags will allow user-defined data. The EPC\TM\ Tag Data Standards will define the length and position of this data, without defining its content.

EPCglobal[supreg] means a subscriber-driven organization comprised of industry leaders and organizations focused on creating global standards for the adoption of passive RFID technology.

Exterior container means a MIL-STD-129 defined container, bundle, or assembly that is sufficient by reason of material, design, and construction to protect unit packs and intermediate containers and their contents during shipment and storage. It can be a unit pack or a container with a combination of unit packs or intermediate containers. An exterior container may or may not be 

used as a shipping container.

Palletized unit load means a MIL-STD-129 defined quantity of items, packed or unpacked, arranged on a pallet in a specified manner and secured, strapped, or fastened on the pallet so that the whole palletized load is handled as a single unit. A palletized or skidded load is not considered to be a shipping container. A loaded 463L System pallet is not considered to be a palletized unit load. Refer to the Defense Transportation Regulation, DoD 4500.9-R, Part 

II, Chapter 203, for marking of 463L System pallets.

Passive RFID tag means a tag that reflects energy from the reader/interrogator or that receives and temporarily stores a small amount of energy from the reader/interrogator signal in order to generate the tag response. The only acceptable tags are EPC Class 1 passive RFID tags that meet the EPCglobal\TM\ Class 1 Generation 2 standard.

Radio frequency identification (RFID) means an automatic identification and data capture technology comprising one or more reader/interrogators and one or more radio frequency transponders in which data transfer is achieved by means of suitably modulated inductive or radiating electromagnetic carriers.

Shipping container means a MIL-STD-129 defined exterior container that meets carrier regulations and is of sufficient strength, by reason of material, design, and construction, to be shipped safely without further packing (e.g., wooden boxes or crates, fiber and metal drums, and corrugated and solid fiberboard boxes).

(b)(1) Except as provided in paragraph (b)(2) of this clause, the Contractor shall affix passive RFID tags, at the case- and palletized- unit-load packaging levels, for shipments of items that--

(E) Class VI--Personal demand items (non-military sales items).

(F) Subclass of Class VIII--Medical materials (excluding pharmaceuticals, biologicals, and reagents--suppliers should limit the mixing of excluded and non-excluded materials).

(G) Class IX--Repair parts and components including kits, assemblies and subassemblies, reparable and consumable items required for maintenance support of all equipment, excluding medical-peculiar repair parts; and

(ii) Are being shipped to one of the locations listed at http://www.acq.osd.mil/log/rfid/ or to--

(A) A location outside the contiguous United States when the shipment has been assigned Transportation Priority 1, or to--

(B) The following location(s) deemed necessary by the requiring activity:

The Government will not be obligated in any event to reimburse the Contractor in excess of the amount allotted to the contract for those item(s) regardless of anything to the contrary in the clause entitled "TERMINATION FOR THE CONVENIENCE OF THE GOVERNMENT."  As used in this clause, the total amount payable by the Government in the event of termination of applicable contract line item(s) for convenience includes costs, profit and estimated termination settlement costs for those item(s).

(c)  Notwithstanding the dates specified in the allotment schedule in paragraph (j) of this clause, the Contractor will notify the Contracting Officer in writing at least  ninety days prior to the date when, in the Contractor's best judgment, the work will reach the point at which the total amount payable by the Government, including any cost for termination for convenience, will approximate 85 percent of the total amount then allotted to the contract for performance of the applicable item(s).  The notification will state (1) the estimated date when that point will be reached and (2) an estimate of additional funding, if any, needed to continue performance of applicable line items up to the next scheduled date for allotment of funds identified in paragraph (j) of this clause, or to a mutually agreed upon substitute date.  The notification will also advise the Contracting Officer of the estimated amount of additional funds that will be required for the timely performance of the item(s) funded pursuant to this clause, for subsequent period as may be specified in the allotment schedule in paragraph (j) of this clause, or otherwise agreed to by the parties.  If after such notification additional funds are not allotted by the date identified in the Contractor's notification, or by an agreed substitute date, the Contracting Officer will terminate any item(s) for which additional funds have not been allotted, pursuant to the clause of this contract entitled "TERMINATION FOR THE CONVENIENCE OF THE GOVERNMENT".

(d)  When additional funds are allotted for continued performance of the contract line item(s) identified in paragraph (a) of this clause, the parties will agree as to the period of contract performance which will be covered by the funds.  The provisions of paragraph (b) through (d) of this clause will apply in like manner to the additional allotted funds and agreed substitute date, and the contract will be modified accordingly.

(e)  If, solely by reason of failure of the Government to allot additional funds, by the dates indicated below, in amounts sufficient for timely performance of the contract line item(s) identified in paragraph (a) of this clause, the Contractor incurs additional costs or is delayed in the performance of the work under this contract and if additional funds are allotted, an equitable adjustment will be made in the price or prices (including appropriate target, billing, and ceiling prices where applicable) of the item(s), or in the time of delivery, or both.  Failure to agree to any such equitable adjustment hereunder will be a dispute concerning a question of fact within the meaning of the clause entitled "disputes."

(f)  The Government may at any time prior to termination allot additional funds for the performance of the contract line item(s) identified in paragraph (a) of this clause.

(g)  The termination provisions of this clause do not limit the rights of the Government under the clause entitled "DEFAULT."  The provisions of this clause are limited to work and allotment of funds for the contract line item(s) set forth in paragraph (a) of this clause.  This clause no longer applies once the contract if fully funded except with regard to the rights or obligations of the parties concerning equitable adjustments negotiated under paragraphs (d) or (e) of this clause.

(h)  Nothing in this clause affects the right of the Government to this contract pursuant to the clause of this contract entitled "TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE OF THE GOVERNMENT."

(i) Nothing in this clause shall be construed as authorization of voluntary services whose acceptance is otherwise prohibited under 31 U.S.C. 1342.

(j) The parties contemplate that the Government will allot funds to this contract in accordance with the following schedule:

252.237-7010 PROHIBITION ON INTERROGATION OF DETAINEES BY CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL (NOV 

2010)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--

Detainee means any person captured, detained, held, or otherwise under the effective control of DoD personnel (military or civilian) in connection with hostilities. This includes, but is not limited to, enemy prisoners of war, civilian internees, and retained personnel. This does not include DoD personnel or DoD contractor personnel being held for law enforcement purposes.

Interrogation of detainees means a systematic process of formally and officially questioning a detainee for the purpose of obtaining reliable information to satisfy foreign intelligence collection requirements.

(b) Contractor personnel shall not interrogate detainees.

(c) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall include the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (c), in all subcontracts that may require subcontractor personnel to interact with detainees in the course of their duties.

252.245-7004  REPORTING, REUTILIZATION, AND DISPOSAL (APR 2012)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--

(1) Demilitarization means the act of eliminating the functional capabilities and inherent military design features from DoD personal property. Methods and degree range from removal and destruction of critical features to total destruction by cutting, tearing, crushing, mangling, shredding, melting, burning, etc.

(2) Export-controlled items means items subject to the Export Administration Regulations (EAR) (15 CFR parts 730-774) or the International Traffic in Arms Regulations (ITAR) (22 CFR parts 120-130). The term includes--

(i) Defense items, defined in the Arms Export Control Act, 22 U.S.C. 2778(j)(4)(A), as defense articles, defense services, and related technical data, etc.; and

(ii) Items, defined in the EAR as ``commodities,'' ``software,'' and ``technology,'' terms that are also defined in the EAR, 15 CFR 772.1.

(3) Ineligible transferees means individuals, entities, or countries--

(i) Excluded from Federal programs by the General Services Administration as identified in the Excluded Parties Listing System (EPLS) (https://www.epls.gov/);

(ii) Delinquent on obligations to the U.S. Government under surplus sales contracts;

(iii) Designated by the Department of Defense as ineligible, debarred, or suspended from defense contracts; or

(iv) Subject to denial, debarment, or other sanctions under export control laws and related laws and regulations, and orders

administered by the Department of State, the Department of Commerce, the Department of Homeland Security, or the Department of the Treasury.

(4) Scrap means property that has no value except for its basic material content. For purposes of demilitarization, scrap is defined as recyclable waste and discarded materials derived from items that have been rendered useless beyond repair, rehabilitation, or restoration such that the item's original identity, utility, form, fit, and function have been destroyed. Items can be classified as scrap if processed by cutting, tearing, crushing, mangling, shredding, or melting. Intact or recognizable components and parts are not ``scrap.''

(5) Serviceable or usable property means property with potential for reutilization or sale ``as is'' or with minor repairs or alterations.

(b) Inventory disposal schedules. Unless disposition instructions are otherwise included in this contract, the Contractor shall complete SF 1428, Inventory Schedule B, within the Plant Clearance Automated Reutilization Screening System (PCARSS). Information on PCARSS can be obtained from the plant clearance officer and at http://www.dcma.mil/ITCSO/CBT/PCARSS/index.cfm.

(1) The SF 1428 shall contain the following:
(i) If known, the applicable Federal Supply Code (FSC) for all items, except items in scrap condition.

(ii) If known, the manufacturer name for all aircraft components under Federal Supply Group (FSG) 16 or 17 and FSCs 2620, 2810, 2915, 2925, 2935, 2945, 2995, 4920, 5821, 5826, 5841, 6340, and 6615.

(iii) The manufacturer name, make, model number, model year, and serial number for all aircraft under FSCs 1510 and 1520.

(iv) Appropriate Federal Condition Codes. See Appendix 2 of DoD 4000.25-2, Military Standard Transaction Reporting and Accounting Procedures manual, edition in effect as of the date of this contract. Information on Federal Condition Codes can be obtained at http://www.DLA.Mil/J-6/DLMSO/Elibrary/Manuals/Milstrap/AP2_Index.asp.

(2) If the schedules are acceptable, the plant clearance officer shall complete and send the Contractor a DD Form 1637, Notice of Acceptance of Inventory.

(c) Proceeds from sales of surplus property. Unless otherwise provided in the contract, the proceeds of any sale, purchase, or retention shall be--

(1) Forwarded to the Contracting Officer;

(2) Credited to the Government as part of the settlement agreement;

(3) Credited to the price or cost of the contract; or

(4) Applied as otherwise directed by the Contracting Officer.

(d) Demilitarization, mutilation, and destruction. If demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction of contractor inventory is required, the Contractor shall demilitarize, mutilate, or destroy contractor inventory, in accordance with the terms and conditions of the contract and consistent with Defense Demilitarization Manual, DoDM 4160.28-M, edition in effect as of the date of this contract. The plant clearance officer may authorize the purchaser to 

demilitarize, mutilate, or destroy as a condition of sale provided the property is not inherently dangerous to public health and safety.    
(e) Classified Contractor inventory. The Contractor shall dispose of classified contractor inventory in accordance with applicable security guides and regulations or as directed by the Contracting Officer.

(f) Inherently dangerous Contractor inventory. Contractor inventory dangerous to public health or safety shall not be disposed of unless rendered innocuous or until adequate safeguards are provided.

(g) Contractor inventory located in foreign countries. Consistent with contract terms and conditions, property disposition shall be in accordance with foreign and U.S. laws and regulations, including laws and regulations involving export controls, host nation requirements, Final Governing Standards, and Government-to-

Government agreements. The Contractor's responsibility to comply with all applicable laws and regulations regarding export-controlled items exists independent of, and is not established or limited by, the information provided by this clause.

(h) Disposal of scrap. 
(1) Contractor with scrap procedures. 
(i) The Contractor shall include within its property management procedure, a process for the accountability and management of Government-owned scrap. The process shall, at a minimum, provide for the effective and efficient disposition of scrap, including sales to scrap dealers, so as to minimize costs, maximize sales proceeds, and, contain the necessary internal controls for mitigating the improper release of non-scrap property.

(ii) The Contractor may commingle Government and contractor-owned scrap and provide routine disposal of scrap, with plant clearance officer concurrence, when determined to be effective and efficient.

(2) Scrap warranty. The plant clearance officer may require the Contractor to secure from scrap buyers a DD Form 1639, Scrap Warranty.

(i) Sale of surplus Contractor inventory. 
(1) The Contractor shall conduct sales of contractor inventory (both useable property and scrap) in accordance with the requirements of this contract and plant clearance officer direction.

(2) Any sales contracts or other documents transferring title shall include the following statement:

 ``The Purchaser certifies that the property covered by this contract will be used in (name of country). In the event of resale or export by the Purchaser of any of the property, the Purchaser agrees to obtain the appropriate U.S. and foreign export or re-export license approval.''

 (j) Restrictions on purchase or retention of Contractor inventory. (1) The Contractor may not knowingly sell the inventory to any person or that person's agent, employee, or household member if that person--

(i) Is a civilian employee of the DoD or the U.S. Coast Guard;

(ii) Is a member of the armed forces of the United States, including the U.S. Coast Guard; or

(iii) Has any functional or supervisory responsibilities for or within the DoD's property disposal/disposition or plant clearance programs or for the disposal of contractor inventory.

(2) The Contractor may conduct Internet-based sales, to include use of a third party.

(3) If the Contractor wishes to bid on the sale, the Contractor or its employees shall submit bids to the plant clearance officer prior to soliciting bids from other prospective bidders.

(4) The Contractor shall solicit a sufficient number of bidders to obtain adequate competition. Informal bid procedures shall be used, unless the plant clearance officer directs otherwise. The Contractor shall include in its invitation for bids, the sales terms and conditions provided by the plant clearance officer.

(5) The Contractor shall solicit bids at least 15 calendar days before bid opening to allow adequate opportunity to inspect the property and prepare bids.

(6) For large sales, the Contractor may use summary lists of items offered as bid sheets with detailed descriptions attached.

(7) In addition to mailing or delivering notice of the proposed sale to prospective bidders, the Contractor may (when the results are expected to justify the additional expense) display a notice of the proposed sale in appropriate public places, e.g., publish a sales notice on the Internet in appropriate trade journals or magazines and local newspapers.

(8) The plant clearance officer or representative will witness the bid opening. The Contractor shall submit, either electronically or manually, two copies of the bid abstract.

(9) The following terms and conditions shall be included in sales contracts involving the demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction of property:
(i) Demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction on Contractor or subcontractor premises. Item(s) ---- require demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction by the Purchaser. Insert item number(s) and specific demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction requirements for item(s) shown in Defense Demilitarization Manual, DoDM 4160.28-M, edition in effect as of the date of this contract. Demilitarization shall be witnessed and verified by a Government 

representative using DRMS Form 145 or equivalent.
(ii) Demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction off Contractor or subcontractor premises.    
(A) Item(s) ---- require demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction by the Purchaser. Insert item number(s) and specific demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction requirements for item(s) shown in Defense Demilitarization Manual, DoDM 4160.28-M, edition in effect as of the date of this contract. Demilitarization shall be witnessed and verified by a Government representative using DRMS Form 145 or equivalent.

(B) Property requiring demilitarization shall not be removed, and title shall not pass to the Purchaser, until demilitarization has been accomplished and verified by a Government representative. Demilitarization

will be accomplished as specified in the sales contract. Demilitarization shall be witnessed and verified by a Government representative using DRMS Form 145 or equivalent.

(C) The Purchaser agrees to assume all costs incident to the demilitarization and to restore the working area to its present condition after removing the demilitarized property.

(iii) Failure to demilitarize. If the Purchaser fails to demilitarize, mutilate, or destroy the property as specified in the 

contract, the Contractor may, upon giving 10 days written notice from date of mailing to the Purchaser--

(A) Repossess, demilitarize, and return the property to the Purchaser, in which case the Purchaser hereby agrees to pay to the Contractor, prior to the return of the property, all costs incurred by the Contractor in repossessing, demilitarizing, and returning the property;

(B) Repossess, demilitarize, and resell the property, and charge the defaulting Purchaser with all costs incurred by the Contractor. The Contractor shall deduct these costs from the purchase price and refund the balance of the purchase price, if any, to the Purchaser. In the event the costs exceed the purchase price, the defaulting Purchaser hereby agrees to pay these costs to the Contractor; or

(C) Repossess and resell the property under similar terms and conditions. In the event this option is exercised, the Contractor shall charge the defaulting Purchaser with all costs incurred by the Contractor. The Contractor shall deduct these costs from the original purchase price and refund the balance of the purchase price, if any, to the defaulting Purchaser. Should the excess costs to the Contractor exceed the purchase price, the defaulting 

Purchaser hereby agrees to pay these costs to the Contractor.

CONTRACTORS PERFORMING PRIVATE SECURITY FUNCTIONS (JUN 2012)

 (a) Definitions.

“Full cooperation”— 

(i) Means disclosure to the Government of the information sufficient to identify the nature and extent of the incident and the individuals responsible for the conduct. It includes providing timely and complete response to Government auditors' and investigators' requests for documents and access to employees with information;

(ii) Does not foreclose any Contractor rights arising in law, the FAR, the DFARS, or the terms of the contract. It does not require—

(A) The Contractor to waive its attorney-client privilege or the protections afforded by the attorney work product doctrine; or 

(B) Any officer, director, owner, or employee of the Contractor, including a sole proprietor, to waive his or her attorney-client privilege or Fifth Amendment rights; and 

(C) Does not restrict the Contractor from—

(1) Conducting an internal investigation; or

(2) Defending a proceeding or dispute arising under the contract or related to a potential or disclosed violation.

“Private security functions” means the following activities engaged in by a contractor:

(i) Guarding of personnel, facilities, designated sites, or property of a Federal agency, the contractor or subcontractor, or a third party. 

(ii) Any other activity for which personnel are required to carry weapons in the performance of their duties.

(b) Requirements. The Contractor is required to— 

(1) Ensure that the Contractor and all employees of the Contractor who are responsible for performing private security functions under this contract comply with any orders, directives, and instructions to Contractors performing private security functions that are identified in the contract for—

(i) Registering, processing, accounting for, managing, overseeing, and keeping appropriate records of personnel performing private security functions. This includes ensuring the issuance, maintenance, and return of Personal Identity Verification credentials in accordance with FAR 52.204-19, Personnel Identity Verification of Contractor Personnel, and DoD procedures, including revocation of any physical and/or logistical access (as defined by Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD-12)) granted to such personnel;

(ii) Authorizing and accounting for weapons to be carried by or available to be used by personnel performing private security functions;

(A) All weapons must be registered in the Synchronized Predeployment Operational Tracker (SPOT) materiel tracking system. 

(B) In addition, all weapons that are Government-furnished property must be assigned a unique identifier in accordance with the clauses at DFARS 252.211-7003, Item Identification and Valuation, and DFARS 252.245.7001, Tagging, Labeling, and Marking of Government-Furnished Property, and physically marked in accordance with MIL-STD 130 (current version) and DoD directives and instructions. The items must be registered in the DoD Item Unique Identification (IUID) Registry (https://www.bpn.gov/iuid/);

(iii) Registering and identifying armored vehicles, helicopters, and other military vehicles operated by Contractors performing private security functions; 

(A) All armored vehicles, helicopters, and other military vehicles must be registered in SPOT. 

(B) In addition, all armored vehicles, helicopters, and other military vehicles that are Government-furnished property must be assigned a unique identifier in accordance with the clauses at DFARS 252.211-7003 and DFARS 252.245.7001 and physically marked in accordance with MIL-STD 130 (current version) and DoD directives and instructions. The items must be registered in the DoD IUID Registry (https://www.bpn.gov/iuid/); and

(iv) Reporting incidents in which—

(A) A weapon is discharged by personnel performing private security functions;

(B) Personnel performing private security functions are attacked, killed, or injured;

(C) Persons are killed or injured or property is destroyed as a result of conduct by contractor personnel; 

(D) A weapon is discharged against personnel performing private security functions or personnel performing such functions believe a weapon was so discharged; or

(E) Active, non-lethal countermeasures (other than the discharge of a weapon, including laser optical distracters, acoustic hailing devices, electromuscular TASER guns, blunt-trauma devices like rubber balls and sponge grenades, and a variety of other riot control agents and delivery systems) are employed by personnel performing private security functions in response to a perceived immediate threat;

(2) Ensure that the Contractor and all employees of the Contractor who are responsible for personnel performing private security functions under this contract are briefed on and understand their obligation to comply with—

(i) Qualification, training, screening (including, if applicable, thorough background checks), and security requirements established by DoDI 3020.50, Private Security Contractors Operating in Areas of Contingency Operations, Humanitarian or Peace Operations, or Other Military Operations or Exercises, at http://www.dtic.mil/whs/directives/corres/pdf/302050p.pdf; 

(ii) Applicable laws and regulations of the United States and the host country and applicable treaties and international agreements regarding performance of private security functions;

(iii) Orders, directives, and instructions issued by the applicable commander of a combatant command relating to weapons, equipment, force protection, security, health, safety, or relations and interaction with locals; and

(iv) Rules on the use of force issued by the applicable commander of a combatant command for personnel performing private security functions; and

(3) Provide full cooperation with any Government-authorized investigation into incidents reported pursuant to paragraph (b)(1)(iv) of this clause and incidents of alleged misconduct by personnel performing private security functions by providing access to employees performing private security functions and relevant information in the possession of the Contractor regarding the incident concerned.

(c) Remedies. In addition to other remedies available to the Government—

(1) The Contracting Officer may direct the Contractor, at its own expense, to remove and replace any Contractor personnel who fail to comply with or violate applicable requirements of this contract. Such action may be taken at the Government’s discretion without prejudice to its rights under any other provision of this contract, including termination for default. Required Contractor actions include—

(i) Ensuring the return of personal identity verification credentials; 

(ii) Ensuring the return of other equipment issued to the employee under the contract; and 

(iii) Revocation of any physical and/or logistical access granted to such personnel;

(2) The Contractor’s failure to comply with the requirements of this clause will be included in appropriate databases of past performance and may be considered in any responsibility determination or evaluation of past performance; and

(3) If this is an award-fee contract, the Contractor’s failure to comply with the requirements of this clause shall be considered in the evaluation of the Contractor’s performance during the relevant evaluation period, and the Contracting Officer may treat such failure to comply as a basis for reducing or denying award fees for such period or for recovering all or part of award fees previously paid for such period. 

(4) If the performance failures are significant, severe, prolonged, or repeated, the contracting officer shall refer the contractor to the appropriate suspension and debarment official.

(d) Rule of construction. The duty of the Contractor to comply with the requirements of this clause shall not be reduced or diminished by the failure of a higher- or lower-tier Contractor to comply with the clause requirements or by a failure of the contracting activity to provide required oversight.

(e) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall include the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (e), in all subcontracts that will be performed outside the United States in areas of combat and other significant military operations designated by the Secretary of Defense, contingency operations, humanitarian or peacekeeping operations, or other military operations or exercises designated by the Combatant Commander.

252.225-7040 

CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL AUTHORIZED TO ACCOMPANY U.S. ARMED FORCES DEPLOYED OUTSIDE THE UNITED STATES (JUN 2011)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause—

“Combatant Commander” means the commander of a unified or specified combatant command established in accordance with 10 U.S.C. 161.

“Designated operational area” means a geographic area designated by the combatant commander or subordinate joint force commander for the conduct or support of specified military operations.

“Law of war” means that part of international law that regulates the conduct of armed hostilities. The law of war encompasses all international law for the conduct of hostilities binding on the United States or its individual citizens, including treaties and international agreements to which the United States is a party, and applicable customary international law.

“Subordinate joint force commander” means a sub-unified commander or joint task force commander. 

(b) General. 

(1) This clause applies when Contractor personnel are authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States in—

(i) Contingency operations;

(ii) Humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or

(iii) Other military operations or military exercises, when designated by the Combatant Commander.

(2) Contract performance in support of U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States may require work in dangerous or austere conditions. Except as otherwise provided in the contract, the Contractor accepts the risks associated with required contract performance in such operations.

(3) Contractor personnel are civilians accompanying the U.S. Armed Forces.

(i) Except as provided in paragraph (b)(3)(ii) of this clause, Contractor personnel are only authorized to use deadly force in self-defense.

(ii) Contractor personnel performing security functions are also authorized to use deadly force when such force reasonably appears necessary to execute their security mission to protect assets/persons, consistent with the terms and conditions contained in their contract or with their job description and terms of employment.

(iii) Unless immune from host nation jurisdiction by virtue of an international agreement or international law, inappropriate use of force by contractor personnel authorized to accompany the U.S. Armed Forces can subject such personnel to United States or host nation prosecution and civil liability (see paragraphs (d) and (j)(3) of this clause).

(4) Service performed by Contractor personnel subject to this clause is not active duty or service under 38 U.S.C. 106 note. 

(c) Support.

(1)(i) The Combatant Commander will develop a security plan for protection of Contractor personnel in locations where there is not sufficient or legitimate civil authority, when the Combatant Commander decides it is in the interests of the Government to provide security because—

(A) The Contractor cannot obtain effective security services;

(B) Effective security services are unavailable at a reasonable cost; or 

(C) Threat conditions necessitate security through military means. 

    (ii) The Contracting Officer shall include in the contract the level of protection to be provided to Contractor personnel. 

    (iii) In appropriate cases, the Combatant Commander may provide security through military means, commensurate with the level of security provided DoD civilians.

(2)(i) Generally, all Contractor personnel authorized to accompany the U.S. Armed Forces in the designated operational area are authorized to receive resuscitative care, stabilization, hospitalization at level III military treatment facilities, and assistance with patient movement in emergencies where loss of life, limb, or eyesight could occur. Hospitalization will be limited to stabilization and short-term medical treatment with an emphasis on return to duty or placement in the patient movement system.

(ii) When the Government provides medical treatment or transportation of Contractor personnel to a selected civilian facility, the Contractor shall ensure that the Government is reimbursed for any costs associated with such treatment or transportation.

(iii) Medical or dental care beyond this standard is not authorized unless specified elsewhere in this contract.

(3) Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, the Contractor is responsible for all other support required for its personnel engaged in the designated operational area under this contract.

(4) Contractor personnel must have a Synchronized Predeployment and Operational Tracker (SPOT)-generated letter of authorization signed by the Contracting Officer in order to process through a deployment center or to travel to, from, or within the designated operational area. The letter of authorization also will identify any additional authorizations, privileges, or Government support that Contractor personnel are entitled to under this contract.

(d) Compliance with laws and regulations. 

(1) The Contractor shall comply with, and shall ensure that its personnel authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States as specified in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause are familiar with and comply with, all applicable—

(i) United States, host country, and third country national laws;

(ii) Provisions of the law of war, as well as any other applicable treaties and international agreements;

(iii) United States regulations, directives, instructions, policies, and procedures; and

(iv) Orders, directives, and instructions issued by the Combatant Commander, including those relating to force protection, security, health, safety, or relations and interaction with local nationals. 

(2) The Contractor shall institute and implement an effective program to prevent violations of the law of war by its employees and subcontractors, including law of war training in accordance with paragraph (e)(1)(vii) of this clause.

(3) The Contractor shall ensure that contractor employees accompanying U.S. Armed Forces are aware—

(i) Of the DoD definition of “sexual assault” in DoDD 6495.01, Sexual Assault Prevention and Response Program;

(ii) That many of the offenses addressed by the definition are covered under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (see paragraph (e)(2)(iv) of this clause); and

(iii) That the offenses not covered by the Uniform Code of Military Justice may nevertheless have consequences to the contractor employees (see paragraph (h)(1) of this clause).

(e) Pre-deployment requirements. 

(1) The Contractor shall ensure that the following requirements are met prior to deploying personnel authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces. Specific requirements for each category may be specified in the statement of work or elsewhere in the contract.

(i) All required security and background checks are complete and acceptable.

(ii) All deploying personnel meet the minimum medical screening requirements and have received all required immunizations as specified in the contract. The Government will provide, at no cost to the Contractor, any theater-specific immunizations and/or medications not available to the general public.

(iii) Deploying personnel have all necessary passports, visas, and other documents required to enter and exit a designated operational area and have a Geneva Conventions identification card, or other appropriate DoD identity credential, from the deployment center. Any Common Access Card issued to deploying personnel shall contain the access permissions allowed by the letter of authorization issued in accordance with paragraph (c)(4) of this clause.

(iv) Special area, country, and theater clearance is obtained for personnel. Clearance requirements are in DoD Directive 4500.54, Official Temporary Duty Abroad, and DoD 4500.54-G, DoD Foreign Clearance Guide. Contractor personnel are considered non-DoD personnel traveling under DoD sponsorship.

(v) All personnel have received personal security training. At a minimum, the training shall—

(A) Cover safety and security issues facing employees overseas;

(B) Identify safety and security contingency planning activities; and

(C) Identify ways to utilize safety and security personnel and other resources appropriately.

(vi) All personnel have received isolated personnel training, if specified in the contract, in accordance with DoD Instruction 1300.23, Isolated Personnel Training for DoD Civilian and Contractors.

(vii) Personnel have received law of war training as follows: 

(A) Basic training is required for all Contractor personnel authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States. The basic training will be provided through—

(1) A military-run training center; or 

(2) A web-based source, if specified in the contract or approved by the Contracting Officer.

(B) Advanced training, commensurate with their duties and responsibilities, may be required for some Contractor personnel as specified in the contract. 

(2) The Contractor shall notify all personnel who are not a host country national, or who are not ordinarily resident in the host country, that—

(i) Such employees, and dependents residing with such employees, who engage in conduct outside the United States that would constitute an offense punishable by imprisonment for more than one year if the conduct had been engaged in within the special maritime and territorial jurisdiction of the United States, may potentially be subject to the criminal jurisdiction of the United States in accordance with the Military Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Act of 2000 (18 U.S.C. 3621, et seq.);

(ii) Pursuant to the War Crimes Act (18 U.S.C. 2441), Federal criminal jurisdiction also extends to conduct that is determined to constitute a war crime when committed by a civilian national of the United States;

(iii) Other laws may provide for prosecution of U.S. nationals who commit offenses on the premises of U.S. diplomatic, consular, military or other U.S. Government missions outside the United States (18 U.S.C. 7(9)); and

(iv) In time of declared war or a contingency operation, Contractor personnel authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces in the field are subject to the jurisdiction of the Uniform Code of Military Justice under 10 U.S.C. 802(a)(10).

(f) Processing and departure points. Deployed Contractor personnel shall—

(1) Process through the deployment center designated in the contract, or as otherwise directed by the Contracting Officer, prior to deploying. The deployment center will conduct deployment processing to ensure visibility and accountability of Contractor personnel and to ensure that all deployment requirements are met, including the requirements specified in paragraph (e)(1) of this clause;

(2) Use the point of departure and transportation mode directed by the Contracting Officer; and

(3) Process through a Joint Reception Center (JRC) upon arrival at the deployed location. The JRC will validate personnel accountability, ensure that specific designated operational area entrance requirements are met, and brief Contractor personnel on theater-specific policies and procedures.

(g) Personnel data. 

(1) The Contractor shall enter before deployment and maintain data for all Contractor personnel that are authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States as specified in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause. The Contractor shall use the Synchronized Predeployment and Operational Tracker (SPOT) web-based system, at http://www.dod.mil/bta/products/spot.html, to enter and maintain the data. 

(2) The Contractor shall ensure that all employees in the database have a current DD Form 93, Record of Emergency Data Card, on file with both the Contractor and the designated Government official. The Contracting Officer will inform the Contractor of the Government official designated to receive this data card.

(h) Contractor personnel. 

(1) The Contracting Officer may direct the Contractor, at its own expense, to remove and replace any Contractor personnel who jeopardize or interfere with mission accomplishment or who fail to comply with or violate applicable requirements of this contract. Such action may be taken at the Government’s discretion without prejudice to its rights under any other provision of this contract, including the Termination for Default clause.

(2) The Contractor shall have a plan on file showing how the Contractor would replace employees who are unavailable for deployment or who need to be replaced during deployment. The Contractor shall keep this plan current and shall provide a copy to the Contracting Officer upon request. The plan shall—

(i) Identify all personnel who are subject to military mobilization;

(ii) Detail how the position would be filled if the individual were mobilized; and

(iii) Identify all personnel who occupy a position that the Contracting Officer has designated as mission essential.

(3) Contractor personnel shall report to the Combatant Commander or a designee, or through other channels such as the military police, a judge advocate, or an inspector general, any suspected or alleged conduct for which there is credible information that such conduct—

(i) Constitutes violation of the law of war; or

(ii) Occurred during any other military operations and would constitute a violation of the law of war if it occurred during an armed conflict.

(i) Military clothing and protective equipment. 

(1) Contractor personnel are prohibited from wearing military clothing unless specifically authorized in writing by the Combatant Commander. If authorized to wear military clothing, Contractor personnel must—

(i) Wear distinctive patches, arm bands, nametags, or headgear, in order to be distinguishable from military personnel, consistent with force protection measures; and

(ii) Carry the written authorization with them at all times.

(2) Contractor personnel may wear military-unique organizational clothing and individual equipment (OCIE) required for safety and security, such as ballistic, nuclear, biological, or chemical protective equipment.

(3) The deployment center, or the Combatant Commander, shall issue OCIE and shall provide training, if necessary, to ensure the safety and security of Contractor personnel.

(4) The Contractor shall ensure that all issued OCIE is returned to the point of issue, unless otherwise directed by the Contracting Officer.

(j) Weapons. 

(1) If the Contractor requests that its personnel performing in the designated operational area be authorized to carry weapons, the request shall be made through the Contracting Officer to the Combatant Commander, in accordance with DoD Instruction 3020.41, paragraph 6.3.4.1 or, if the contract is for security services, paragraph 6.3.5.3. The Combatant Commander will determine whether to authorize in-theater Contractor personnel to carry weapons and what weapons and ammunition will be allowed.

(2) If the Contracting Officer, subject to the approval of the Combatant Commander, authorizes the carrying of weapons—

(i) The Contracting Officer may authorize the Contractor to issue Contractor-owned weapons and ammunition to specified employees; or 

(ii) The [Contracting Officer to specify the appropriate individual, e.g., Contracting Officer’s Representative, Regional Security Officer] may issue Government-furnished weapons and ammunition to the Contractor for issuance to specified Contractor employees.

(3) The Contractor shall ensure that its personnel who are authorized to carry weapons—

(i) Are adequately trained to carry and use them—

(A) Safely;

(B) With full understanding of, and adherence to, the rules of the use of force issued by the Combatant Commander; and

(C) In compliance with applicable agency policies, agreements, rules, regulations, and other applicable law;

(ii) Are not barred from possession of a firearm by 18 U.S.C. 922; and

(iii) Adhere to all guidance and orders issued by the Combatant Commander regarding possession, use, safety, and accountability of weapons and ammunition.

(4) Whether or not weapons are Government-furnished, all liability for the use of any weapon by Contractor personnel rests solely with the Contractor and the Contractor employee using such weapon.

(5) Upon redeployment or revocation by the Combatant Commander of the Contractor’s authorization to issue firearms, the Contractor shall ensure that all Government-issued weapons and unexpended ammunition are returned as directed by the Contracting Officer.

(k) Vehicle or equipment licenses. Contractor personnel shall possess the required licenses to operate all vehicles or equipment necessary to perform the contract in the designated operational area.

(l) Purchase of scarce goods and services. If the Combatant Commander has established an organization for the designated operational area whose function is to determine that certain items are scarce goods or services, the Contractor shall coordinate with that organization local purchases of goods and services designated as scarce, in accordance with instructions provided by the Contracting Officer.

(m) Evacuation. 

(1) If the Combatant Commander orders a mandatory evacuation of some or all personnel, the Government will provide assistance, to the extent available, to United States and third country national Contractor personnel.

(2) In the event of a non-mandatory evacuation order, unless authorized in writing by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall maintain personnel on location sufficient to meet obligations under this contract.

(n) Next of kin notification and personnel recovery. 

(1) The Contractor shall be responsible for notification of the employee-designated next of kin in the event an employee dies, requires evacuation due to an injury, or is isolated, missing, detained, captured, or abducted.

(2) In the case of isolated, missing, detained, captured, or abducted Contractor personnel, the Government will assist in personnel recovery actions in accordance with DoD Directive 3002.01E, Personnel Recovery in the Department of Defense.

(o) Mortuary affairs. Mortuary affairs for Contractor personnel who die while accompanying the U.S. Armed Forces will be handled in accordance with DoD Directive 1300.22, Mortuary Affairs Policy. 

(p) Changes. In addition to the changes otherwise authorized by the Changes clause of this contract, the Contracting Officer may, at any time, by written order identified as a change order, make changes in the place of performance or Government-furnished facilities, equipment, material, services, or site. Any change order issued in accordance with this paragraph (p) shall be subject to the provisions of the Changes clause of this contract.

(q) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall incorporate the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (q), in all subcontracts when subcontractor personnel are authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States in—

(1) Contingency operations;

(2) Humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or

(3) Other military operations or military exercises, when designated by the Combatant Commander.

CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL PERFORMING IN THE UNITED STATES CENTRAL COMMAND AREA OF RESPONSIBILITY

(DEVIATION 2011-O0004) (APR 2011)

(a) Definition.   (2) Contract performance may require work in dangerous or austere conditions. Except as otherwise provided in the contract, the Contractor accepts the risks associated with required contract performance in such operations.

  (3) Contractor personnel are civilians.

      (i) Except as provided in paragraph (b)(3)(ii) of this clause, and in accordance with paragraph (i)(3) of this clause, contractor personnel are only authorized to use deadly force in self defense.

      (ii) Contractor personnel performing security functions are also authorized to use deadly force when use of such force reasonably appears necessary to execute their security mission to protect assets/persons, consistent with the terms and conditions contained in the contract or with their job description and terms of employment.

  (4) Service performed by contractor personnel subject to this clause is not active duty or service under 38 U.S.C. 106.

(c) Support. Unless specified elsewhere in the contract, the Contractor is responsible for all logistical and security support required for contractor personnel engaged in this contract.

(d) Compliance with laws and regulations. The Contractor shall comply with, and shall ensure that its personnel in the USCENTCOM AOR are familiar with and comply with, all applicable—

  (1) United States, host country, and third country national laws;

  (2) Treaties and international agreements;

  (3) United States regulations, directives, instructions, policies, and procedures; and

  (4) Force protection, security, health, or safety orders, directives, and instructions issued by the USCENTCOM Commander; however, only the Contracting Officer is authorized to modify the terms and conditions of the contract.

(e) Preliminary personnel requirements. 

  (1) Specific requirements for paragraphs (e)(2)(i) through (e)(2)(vi) of this clause will be set forth in the statement of work or elsewhere in the contract.

  (2) Before contractor personnel depart from the United States or a third country, and before contractor personnel residing in the host country begin contract performance in the USCENTCOM AOR, the Contractor shall ensure the following:

     (i) All required security and background checks are complete and acceptable.

     (ii) All personnel are medically and physically fit and have received all required vaccinations.

     (iii) All personnel have all necessary passports, visas, entry permits, and other documents required for contractor personnel to enter and exit the foreign country, including those required for in-transit countries.

     (iv) All personnel have received theater clearance, if required by the Combatant Commander.

     (v) All personnel have received personal security training. The training must, at a minimum—

         (A) Cover safety and security issues facing employees overseas;

         (B) Identify safety and security contingency planning activities; and

         (C) Identify ways to utilize safety and security personnel and other resources appropriately.

     (vi) All personnel who are U.S. citizens are registered with the U.S. Embassy or Consulate with jurisdiction over the area of operations on-line at http://www.travel.state.gov.

  (3) The Contractor shall notify all personnel who are not a local national or ordinarily resident in the host country that—

     (i) Such employees, and dependents residing with such employees, who engage in conduct outside the United States that would constitute an offense punishable by imprisonment for more than one year if the conduct had been engaged in within the special maritime and territorial jurisdiction of the United States, may potentially be subject to the criminal jurisdiction of the United States (see the Military Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Act of 2000

(18 U.S.C. 3261 et seq.);

     (ii) Pursuant to the War Crimes Act, 18 U.S.C. 2441, Federal criminal jurisdiction also extends to conduct that is determined to constitute a violation of the law of war when committed by a civilian national of the United States;

     (iii) Other laws may provide for prosecution of U.S. nationals who commit offenses on the premises of United States diplomatic, consular, military, or other Government missions outside the United States (18 U.S.C. 7(9)).

(f) Processing and departure points. The Contractor shall require its personnel who are arriving from outside the area of performance to perform in the USCENTCOM AOR to—

  (1) Process through the departure center designated in the contract or complete another process as directed by the Contracting Officer;

  (2) Use a specific point of departure and transportation mode as directed by the Contracting Officer; and 

  (3) Process through a reception center as designated by the Contracting Officer upon arrival at the place of performance.

(g) Registration of Contractor personnel and private security contractor equipment.

    (1) The Contractor is required to register in the automated web based Synchronized Predeployment and Operational Tracker (SPOT) following the procedures in paragraph (g)(4) of this clause.

    (2) Prior to deployment of contractor employees, or, if already in the USCENTCOM AOR, upon becoming an employee under this contract, the Contractor shall enter into SPOT, and maintain current data, including actual arrival date and departure date, for all contractor personnel, including U.S. citizens, U.S. legal aliens, third-country nationals, and local national contractor personnel, who are performing this contract in the USCENTCOM AOR as follows:

     (i) In all circumstances, this includes any personnel performing private security functions.

     (ii) For personnel other than those performing private security functions, this requirement excludes anyone—

        (A) Hired under contracts valued less than $100,000;

        (B) Who will be performing in the CENTCOM AOR less than 30 continuous days; or

        (C) Who, while afloat, are tracked by the Diary message Reporting System

    (3) Weapons, armored vehicles, helicopters, and other military vehicles used by personnel performing private security functions under this contract must be entered into SPOT, and the currency of such information must be maintained.

    (4) Follow these steps to register in and use SPOT:

       (i) SPOT registration requires one of the following login methods:

          (A) A Common Access Card or a SPOT-approved digital certificate; or

          (B) A Government-sponsored SPOT user ID and password or an Army Knowledge Online (AKO) account.

       (ii) To register in SPOT:

        (A) Contractor company administrators should register for a SPOT account at https://spot.altess.army.mil; and

        (B) The customer support team must validate user need. This process may take two business days. Company supervisors will be contacted to validate Contractor company administrator account requests and determine the appropriate level of user access.

       (iii) Upon approval, all users will access SPOT at https://spot.altess.army.mil/.

       (iv) Refer SPOT application assistance questions to the Customer Support Team at 717-458-0747 or SPOT.helpdesk@us.army.mil.      (5) The Contractor shall submit aggregate contractor personnel counts at a minimum quarterly or as directed by the Contracting Officer by category (i.e. U.S. third country national or local national) of those contractor personnel who are on contracts valued greater than $100,000, but performing less that 30 days in the AOR (e.g. day laborers).

    (6) The Contractor shall ensure that all contractor personnel in the database have a current DD Form 93, Record of Emergency Data Card, on file with both the Contractor and the designated Government official. The Contracting Officer will inform the Contractor of the Government official designated to receive the data card.

(h) Contractor personnel. The Contracting Officer may direct the Contractor, at its own expense, to remove and replace any contractor personnel who fail to comply with or violate applicable requirements of this contract. Such action may be taken at the Government’s discretion without prejudice to its rights under any other provision of this contract, including termination for default or cause.

(i) Weapons.

     (1) If the Contracting Officer, subject to the approval of the USCENTCOM Commander, authorizes the carrying of weapons—

        (i) The Contracting Officer may authorize an approved Contractor to issue Contractor-owned weapons and ammunition to specified employees; or

           (B) With full understanding of, and adherence to, the rules of the use of force issued by the USCENTCOM Commander; and

          (C) In compliance with applicable Department of Defense and agency policies, agreements, rules, regulations, and other applicable law;

       (ii) Are not barred from possession of a firearm by 18 U.S.C. 922; and 

       (iii) Adhere to all guidance and orders issued by the USCENTCOM Commander regarding possession, use, safety, and accountability of weapons and ammunition.

    (4) Upon revocation by the Contracting Officer of the Contractor’s authorization to possess weapons, the Contractor shall ensure that all Government-furnished weapons and unexpended ammunition are returned as directed by the Contracting Officer.

    (5) Whether or not weapons are Government-furnished, all liability for the use of any weapon by contractor personnel rests solely with the Contractor and the Contractor employee using such weapon.

(j) Vehicle or equipment licenses. Contractor personnel shall possess the required licenses to operate all vehicles or equipment necessary to perform the contract in the area of performance.

(k) Military clothing and protective equipment.

    (1) Contractor personnel are prohibited from wearing military clothing unless specifically authorized by the USCENTCOM Commander. If authorized to wear military clothing, contractor personnel must wear distinctive patches, arm bands, nametags, or headgear, in order to be distinguishable from military personnel, consistent with force protection measures.

    (2) Contractor personnel may wear specific items required for safety and security, such as ballistic, nuclear, biological, or chemical protective equipment.

(l) Evacuation. 

    (1) If the Chief of Mission or USCENTCOM Commander orders a mandatory evacuation of some or all personnel, the Government will provide to United States and designated third country national contractor personnel the level of assistance provided to private United States citizens.

    (2) In the event of a non-mandatory evacuation order, the Contractor shall maintain personnel on location sufficient to meet contractual obligations unless instructed to evacuate by the Contracting Officer.

(m) Notification and return of personal effects. 

    (1) The Contractor shall be responsible for notification of the contractor personnel designated next of kin, and notification as soon as possible to the U.S. Consul responsible for the area in which the event occurred, if the individual—

       (i) Dies;

       (ii) Requires evacuation due to an injury; or

       (iii) Is isolated, missing, detained, captured, or abducted.

    (2) The Contractor shall also be responsible for the return of all personal effects of deceased or missing contractor personnel, if appropriate, to next of kin.

(n) Mortuary affairs. Mortuary affairs for contractor personnel who die in the area of performance will be handled in accordance with DoD Directive 1300.22, Mortuary Affairs Policy.

(o) Changes. In addition to the changes otherwise authorized by the Changes clause of this contract, the Contracting Officer may, at any time, by written order identified as a change order, make changes in place of performance or Government-furnished facilities, equipment, material, services, or site. Any change order issued in accordance with this paragraph shall be subject to the provisions of the Changes clause of this contract.

(p) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall incorporate the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (p), in all subcontracts that require subcontractor personnel to perform in the USCENTCOM AOR.

(2) The Military Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Act (chapter 212 of title 18, United States Code).

(b) The Contractor shall provide to all contractor personnel who will perform work on a contract in Iraq or Afghanistan, before beginning such work, information on the following:

(1) How and where to report an alleged crime described in paragraph (a) of this clause.

(2) Where to seek victim and witness protection and assistance available to contractor personnel in connection with an alleged offense described in paragraph (a) of this clause.

(c) The appropriate investigative authorities to which suspected crimes shall be reported include the following officials—

(i) US Army Criminal Investigations Division at http://www.cid.army.mil/reportacrime.html;

(4) “Receiving report” means the data required by the clause at 252.246-7000, Material Inspection and Receiving Report.

(b) Except as provided in paragraph (c) of this clause, the Contractor shall submit payment requests and receiving reports using WAWF, in one of the following electronic formats that WAWF accepts: Electronic Data Interchange, Secure File Transfer Protocol, or World Wide Web input. Information regarding WAWF is available on the Internet at https://wawf.eb.mil/.

(c) The Contractor may submit a payment request and receiving report using other than WAWF only when—

(1) The Contracting Officer administering the contract for payment has determined, in writing, that electronic submission would be unduly burdensome to the Contractor. In such cases, the Contractor shall include a copy of the Contracting Officer’s determination with each request for payment;

(2) DoD makes payment for commercial transportation services provided under a Government rate tender or a contract for transportation services using a DoD-approved electronic third party payment system or other exempted vendor payment/invoicing system (e.g., PowerTrack, Transportation Financial Management System, and Cargo and Billing System);

(3) DoD makes payment for rendered health care services using the TRICARE Encounter Data System (TEDS) as the electronic format; or

(4) When the Government-wide commercial purchase card is used as the method of payment, only submission of the receiving report in electronic form is required.

(d) The Contractor shall submit any non-electronic payment requests using the method or methods specified in Section G of the contract.

(e) In addition to the requirements of this clause, the Contractor shall meet the requirements of the appropriate payment clauses in this contract when submitting payment requests.

PROHIBITION AGAINST HUMAN TRAFFICKING, INHUMANE LIVING CONDITIONS, AND WITHHOLDING OF EMPLOYEE PASSPORTS

(AUG 2011)

(a) All contractors (“contractors” refers to both prime contractors and all subcontractors at all tiers) are reminded of the prohibition contained in Title 18, United States Code, Section 1592, against knowingly destroying, concealing, removing, confiscating, or possessing any actual or purported passport or other immigration document, or any other actual or purported government identification document, of another person, to prevent or restrict or to attempt to prevent or restrict, without lawful authority, the person’s liberty to move or travel, in order to maintain the labor or services of that person. 
(b) Contractors are also required to comply with the following provisions:

(1) Contractors shall only hold employee passports and other identification   documents discussed above for the shortest period of time reasonable for administrative processing purposes.

(2) Contractors shall provide all employees with a signed copy of their employment contract, in English as well as the employee’s native language that defines the terms of their employment/compensation.

(3) Contractors shall not utilize unlicensed recruiting firms or firms that charge illegal recruiting fees.

(4) Contractors shall be required to provide adequate living conditions (sanitation, health, safety, living space) for their employees.  Fifty square feet is the minimum acceptable square footage of personal living space per employee.  Upon contractor’s written request, Contracting Officers may grant a waiver in writing in cases where the existing square footage is within 20% of the minimum, and the overall conditions are determined by the Contracting Officer to be acceptable.  A copy of the waiver approval shall be maintained at the respective life support area.

(5) Contractors shall incorporate checks of life support areas to ensure compliance with the requirements of this Trafficking in Persons Prohibition into their Quality Control program, which will be reviewed within the Government’s Quality Assurance process.

(6) Contractors shall comply with International and Host Nation laws regarding transit/exit/entry procedures and the requirements for visas and work permits.  

(c) Contractors have an affirmative duty to advise the Contracting Officer if they learn of their employees violating the human trafficking and inhumane living conditions provisions contained herein.  Contractors are advised that Contracting Officers and/or their representatives will conduct random checks to ensure contractors and subcontractors at all tiers are adhering to the law on human trafficking, humane living conditions and withholding of passports.

(d) The contractor agrees to incorporate the substance of this clause, including this paragraph, in all subcontracts under his contract.

(b) IRAQ:  Contractors shall provide an initial report of all weapons firing incidents or any other serious incidents they or their contractors are involved in to nearest OSC-I Base Defense Operations Center (BDOC) (listed below) as soon as practical, but not later than 4 hours after the incident. The contractor and its subcontractors at all tiers shall submit a written report to the BDOC, the Contracting Officer (KO) within 96 hours of the incident. (c) AFGHANISTAN:  In the event a weapon firing incident or any other serious incident, contractors shall prepare and submit an initial incident report as soon as feasible, but not later than 4 hours from the beginning of the incident, to the Contracting Officer (KO), Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR), USFOR-A ACOD, and USFOR-A J3 Situational Awareness Room (SAR). Additionally, the contractor and its subcontractors at all tiers shall submit a written report to the above personnel within 96 hours of the incident. Information shall include: the name of the company, where the incident occurred, time when the incident occurred, a brief description of the events leading up to the incident, and a point of contact for the company.  Contractors and anyone re-transmitting the report shall make reasonable efforts to transmit incident reports via secured means (SIPRnet or CENTRIX) when the incident report includes operationally sensitive information.

(d) Contractors shall provide first aid and request MEDEVAC of injured persons, and remain available for U.S. or Coalition response forces, based upon the situation.  In the event contractor personnel are detained by U.S. or Coalition Forces, prolonged detention due to lack of proper identification can be alleviated by contractor personnel possessing on their person information that includes the contractor’s name, the contract number, a contractor management POC, and the phone number of the CONOC/SAR Watch.  Contractor and subcontractor personnel shall carry their Letter of Authorization (LOA) on their person at all times.

FITNESS FOR DUTY AND MEDICAL/DENTAL CARE LIMITATIONS (AFGHANISTAN)

(DEC 2011)

(a)  The contractor shall perform the requirements of this contract notwithstanding the fitness for duty of deployed employees, the provisions for care offered under this section, and redeployment of individuals determined to be unfit.  Contractor personnel who deploy for multiple tours, for more than 12 months total must be re-evaluated for fitness to deploy.  An examination will remain valid for 15 months from the date of the physical.  The contractor bears the responsibility for ensuring all employees are aware of the conditions and medical treatment available at the performance location. The contractor shall include this information and requirement in all subcontracts with performance in the theater of operations.

(b)  The contractor shall not deploy an individual with any of the following conditions unless approved by the appropriate CENTCOM Service Component (i.e. ARCENT, AFCENT, etc.) Surgeon:  Conditions which prevent the wear of personal protective equipment, including protective mask, ballistic helmet, body armor, and chemical/biological protective garments; conditions which prohibit required theater immunizations or medications; conditions or current medical treatment or medications that contraindicate or preclude the use of chemical and biological protective’s and antidotes; diabetes mellitus, Type I or II, on pharmacological therapy; symptomatic coronary artery disease, or with myocardial infarction within one year prior to deployment, or within six months of coronary artery bypass graft, coronary artery angioplasty, or stenting; morbid obesity (BMI >/= 40%); dysrhythmias or arrhythmias, either symptomatic or requiring medical or electrophysiological control; uncontrolled hypertension, current heart failure, or automatic implantable defibrillator; therapeutic anticoagulation; malignancy, newly diagnosed or under current treatment, or recently diagnosed/treated and requiring frequent subspecialist surveillance, examination, and/or laboratory testing; dental or oral conditions requiring or likely to require urgent dental care within six months’ time, active orthodontic care, conditions requiring prosthodontic care, conditions with immediate restorative dentistry needs, conditions with a current requirement for oral-maxillofacial surgery; new onset (< 1 year) seizure disorder, or seizure within one year prior to deployment; history of heat stroke; Meniere’s Disease or other vertiginous/motion sickness disorder, unless well controlled on medications available in theater; recurrent syncope, ataxias, new diagnosis (<  1 year) of mood disorder, thought disorder, anxiety, somatoform, or dissociative disorder, or personality disorder with mood or thought manifestations; unrepaired hernia; tracheostomy or aphonia; renalithiasis, current; active tuberculosis; pregnancy; unclosed surgical defect, such as external fixeter placement; requirement for medical devices using AC power; HIV antibody positivity; psychotic and bipolar disorders. (Reference:  Mod 10 to USCENTCOM Individual Protection and Individual/Unit Deployment Policy, Tab A: Amplification of the Minimal Standards of Fitness for Deployment to the CENTCOM AOR).

(c)  In accordance with military directives (DoDI 3020.41, DoDI 6000.11, CFC FRAGO 09-1038, DoD Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS) PGI 225.74), resuscitative care, stabilization, hospitalization at Level III (emergency) military treatment facilities and assistance with patient movement in emergencies where loss of life, limb or eyesight could occur will be provided.  Hospitalization will be limited to emergency stabilization and short-term medical treatment with an emphasis on return to duty or placement in the patient movement system.  Subject to availability at the time of need, a medical treatment facility may provide reimbursable treatment for emergency medical or dental care such as broken bones, lacerations, broken teeth or lost fillings.

(d)  Routine and primary medical care is not authorized.  Pharmaceutical services are not authorized for routine or known, routine prescription drug needs of the individual.  Routine dental care, examinations and cleanings are not authorized.

(e)  Notwithstanding any other provision of the contract, the contractor shall be liable for any and all medically-related services or transportation rendered. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS

(DEC 2011)

(a) The Contractor shall comply with, and shall ensure that its employees and its subcontractors and their employees, at all tiers, are aware of and obey all U.S. and Host Nation laws, Federal or DoD regulations, and US Central Command orders and directives as applicable to personnel in Iraq and Afghanistan, including but not limited to USCENTCOM, Multi-National Force and Multi-National Corps or Chief of Mission operations and fragmentary orders, instructions, policies and directives.

(b) Contractor employees shall particularly note all laws, regulations, policies, and orders restricting authority to carry firearms, rules for the use of force, and prohibiting sexual or aggravated assault.


(1) Afghanistan – Contractor employees are subject to General Orders Number 1, as modified from time to time, including without limitation, their prohibition on privately owned firearms, alcohol, drugs, war souvenirs, pornography and photographing detainees, human casualties or military security measures.


(2) Iraq – Contractor employees are not subject to General Order 1.  Contractor employees will follow the policies or directives of the Office of Security Cooperation-Iraq (OSC-I) Installation Managers or Chief of Mission policies and directives regarding consumption of alcohol or any prohibited items for sites that they are assigned.

(c) Contractor employees may be ordered removed from the US Embassy, Chief of Mission sites, OSC-I sites, secure military installations or the theater of operations by order of the Chief of Mission (Iraq) or senior military commander of the battle space (Afghanistan) for acts that disrupt good order and discipline or violate applicable laws, regulations, orders, instructions, policies, or directives.  Contractors shall immediately comply with any such order to remove its contractor employee.

(d) Contractor employees performing in Iraq or the USCENTCOM Area of Responsibility (AOR) may be subject to the jurisdiction of overlapping criminal codes, including, but not limited to, the Military Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Act (18 U.S.C. Sec. 3261, et al) (MEJA), the Uniform Code of Military Justice (10 U.S.C. Sec. 801, et al)(UCMJ), and the laws of the Host Nation.  Non-US citizens may also be subject to the laws of their home country while performing in Iraq or the USCENTCOM AOR.  Contractor employee status in these overlapping criminal jurisdictions may be modified from time to time by the United States, the Host Nation, or by applicable status of forces agreements.

(e) Under MEJA, a person who engages in felony misconduct outside the United States while employed by or accompanying the Armed Forces is subject to arrest, removal and prosecution in United States federal courts.  Under the UCMJ, a person serving with or accompanying the Armed Forces in the field during a declared war or contingency operation may be disciplined for a criminal offense, including by referral of charges to a General Court Martial.  Contractor employees may be ordered into confinement or placed under conditions that restrict movement in Iraq or within the AOR or administratively attached to a military command pending resolution of a criminal investigation.

(f) Contractors shall immediately notify the BDOC (Iraq) or military law enforcement (Afghanistan) and the Contracting Officer if they suspect an employee has committed an offense.  Contractors shall take any and all reasonable and necessary measures to secure the presence of an employee suspected of a serious felony offense.  Contractors shall not knowingly facilitate the departure of an employee suspected of a serious felony offense or violating the Rules for the Use of Force to depart Iraq or Afghanistan without approval from the Chief of Mission (Iraq) or the senior U.S. commander (Afghanistan).

MEDICAL SCREENING AND VACCINATION REQUIREMENTS

FOR CONTRACTOR EMPLOYEES 

OPERATING IN THE CENTCOM AREA OF RESPONSIBILITY (AOR)

(DEC 2011)

(a)  Contractors and subcontractors at any tier shall ensure and provide satisfactory evidence that all locally hired employees, including Local National (LN), Third Country National (TCN), and U.S. employees, working on bases have been screened for and do not currently have active tuberculosis (TB).

     (1)  Contractors may initially utilize a testing method of either a chest x-ray or TB skin test (TST), depending on the originating country of a contracted employee.

(i)  Chest x-rays (CXR's), symptom survey, and Body Mass Index (BMI) shall be taken, and TSTs administered within 12 months prior to the start of deployment/employment.  Contractors are required to bring in a physical copy of the pre-employment CXR film as it is the only way to verify interval changes should an active case of TB occur.

(A) Third Country Nationals (TCNs) and Local Nationals (LNs) cannot be screened with the TST.  They need the pre-employment screening with a quality CXR, BMI and symptom survey.

(B) Small-Risk Nationals (SRNs), those with less than 25 TB cases per 100,000     persons annually (mostly expats from Europe and US), can be screened via the TST.  

(ii)  Annual re-screening for TCNs, and LNs will be performed with a CXR conducted by the Contractor’s medical provider or local economy provider who will look for interval changes from prior CXR’s and review any changes in the symptom survey.  

(iii)  SRN’s do not require annual TB re-screening.  However, for a TB contact investigation, a TST or Interferon Gamma Release Assay (IGRA) is required.

(iv)  For a contact investigation, all personnel with a positive TST or IGRA will be evaluated for potential active TB with a symptom screen, exposure history, BMI, and CXR.  All cases of suspected or confirmed active TB must be reported to the theater Preventive Medicine (PM) physician and/or TB Consultant as soon as possible.  TB reporting is required within 24 hours to the PM POC.  Contact tracing, and medical coding have specific requirements.  All Small-Risk National (SRN) contract personnel are required to be MEDEVAC’d out of theater, at the contractor’s expense, for treatment of active TB, after consultation with the Theater PM or TB Consultant.  For SRN personnel, the contractor is responsible for management and compliance with all prescribed public health actions.

(v)  Screening may be performed either by a licensed medical provider from the local economy or by the contractors’ licensed medical staffs.  Contractors shall maintain medical screening documentation and make it available to the Contracting Officer upon request.

     (2)  TB screening and documentation is a requirement prior to receiving badges to work in the CENTCOM Area of Operations.  A copy of the TB screening documentation shall be provided to the responsible Base Operations Center prior to issuance of base access badges.

(b)  Contractor employees, including subcontractors at any tier, who work in food service positions and/or  water and ice production facilities, shall have current Typhoid and Hepatitis “A” (full series) immunizations in accordance with the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention guidelines (e.g. typhoid vaccination booster is required every 2 years), in addition to the required TB tests.  The contractor medical provider must complete a pre-placement examination to include a stool sample test for ova and parasites, and annual medical screening form or equivalent for food service, ice and water production workers.  

(c)  Proof of individual employee vaccinations shall be provided to the Contracting Officer and COR showing that their employees and their subcontractor employees at any tier have received the above vaccinations.  The contractor shall maintain their employees’ vaccination records for examination by the Contracting Officer.  The contractor shall ensure that their subcontractors at any tier maintain their respective employees’ vaccination records for examination by the Contracting Officer.

(d)  The contractor is responsible for management and compliance with all prescribed public health actions regarding TB in the contracted personnel.  The contractor also bears the responsibility of ensuring that adequate health management for TB (screening/diagnosis/treatment/isolation) is available at the contractor’s chosen health care provider for their contracted and subcontracted personnel.

NOTE:  Contractors are reminded of the requirement to comply with their contract and all regulatory guidance (DoD Instructions/Regulations, Federal Acquisition Regulation as Supplemented, and FRAGO’s) as applicable regarding Medical Screening and Vaccination Requirements.

CONTRACTOR HEALTH AND SAFETY 
(DEC 2011) 

(a)  Contractors shall comply with National Electrical Code (NEC) 2008 for repairs and upgrades to existing construction and NEC 2011 standards shall apply for new construction, contract specifications, and MIL Standards/Regulations.   All infrastructure to include, but not limited to, living quarters, showers, and restrooms shall be installed and maintained in compliance with these standards and must be properly supported and staffed to ensure perpetual Code compliance, prevent hazards and to quickly correct any hazards to maximize safety of those who use or work at the infrastructure. 

(b) For existing employee living quarters the contractor shall provide maintenance, conduct repairs, and perform upgrades in compliance with NEC 2008 standards.  For new employee living quarters, the contractor shall provide maintenance, conduct repairs, and make upgrades in compliance with NEC 2011 standards.  The government has the authority to enter and inspect contractor employee living quarters at any time to ensure the prime contractor is complying with safety compliance standards.  

(c)  The contractor shall correct all deficiencies within a reasonable amount of time of becoming aware of the deficiency either by notice from the government or a third party, or by self discovery of the deficiency by the contractor.  Further guidance can be found on:

CONTRACTOR DEMOBILIZATION (AFGHANISTAN)

(AUG 2011)
(a)  Full demobilization of contractors and subcontractor(s) in the Afghanistan Combined Joint Operations Area (CJOA) is critical to responsible drawdown. The prime contractor is  required to submit a demobilization plan to the Contracting Officer a minimum of 120 days prior to the end of the contract performance period or when requested by the Contracting Officer.  The demobilization plan shall address, as a minimum, the following procedures detailed below.  The procedures outline specific guidance to ensure a timely and responsible exit from theater.  Prime contractors are responsible and accountable to ensure their subcontractor(s) at all tiers comply with responsible and timely exit from theater immediately following contract performance completion or termination. 

     (1)  Exit from Afghanistan:  The prime contractor is responsible to remain cognizant of Afghan laws regarding exit from Afghanistan.  Currently, all foreigners traveling out of Afghanistan airports via commercial air transportation must have exit visas.  Department of Defense, U.S. Forces-Afghanistan, Letters of Authorization (LOAs), and/or Embassy Badges are not accepted means of exiting Afghanistan.  All U.S. citizens and foreign national contractors exiting via commercial means must obtain an Afghanistan exit sticker before departing the country.  The exit sticker may be obtained from Ministry of Interior (MOI) office.  It is the prime contractor’s responsibility to ensure that the most recent exit procedures are followed and to ensure that subcontractor(s) at all tiers are in compliance with exit procedures.   It is to the responsibility of the contractor to work with the Embassy of Afghanistan or Afghanistan MOI as required.

     (2) Letter of Authorization (LOA): The prime contractor is responsible for demobilizing its workforce, including subcontractor employees at all tiers, and all contractor owned and subcontractor owned equipment out of theater as part of the prime contractor’s exit strategy.  This exit strategy must include reasonable timeframes starting with the end of the contract performance period and not exceeding 30 days.  The Contracting Officer has the authority to extend selected LOAs up to, but not exceeding 30 calendar days after the contract completion date to allow the prime contractor to complete demobilization of its workforce and contractor owned equipment, as well as subcontractor(s) workforce and owned equipment, out of the Afghanistan CJOA.  The prime contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer a minimum of 30 days prior to the end of the contract period to request up to a 30-day extension of selected LOAs beyond the contract completion date to complete demobilization.  The request shall include at a minimum: 

(i) the name of each individual requiring a new LOA; 

(ii) the number of days for the LOA (no more than 30 calendar days); and 

(iii) justification for the request (e.g., what function the individual(s) will be performing during the demobilization period).  

The Contracting Officer may request additional information for an LOA extension.  Any LOA extension granted beyond the contract completion date shall not exceed 30 days and the contractor is not entitled to additional compensation for this period.  If approved by the Contracting Officer, this is a no cost extension of an employee’s LOA due to demobilization and in no way is an extension of the contract performance period.

     (3)  Badging:  The prime contractor is responsible to ensure all employee badges, including subcontractor employees at all tiers, are returned to the local Access Control Badging Office for de-activation and destruction.  The prime contractor shall submit a Badge Termination Report to ensure each record is flagged and the badge is revoked.  If a prime and/or subcontractor employee’s badge is not returned, the prime contractor shall submit a Lost, Stolen or Unrecovered Badge Report to the appropriate Access Control Badging Office.  Contractor employees in possession of a Common Access Card (CAC) shall be responsible for turning in the CAC upon re-deployment through a CONUS Replacement Center in the U.S. Failure to return employee badges in a timely manner may result in delay of final payment.

     (4)  Contractor Controlled Facility Space:  If the prime contractor has entered into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Installation Mayor or Garrison for site space, buildings, facilities, and/or Containerized Housing Units (CHU) to house prime and/or subcontractor employees (at all tiers), the prime contractor is responsible to notify the Installation Mayor or Garrison Commander of intent to vacate at least 90 calendar days prior to the end of the contract performance period.  All United States Government (USG) provided property in the prime contractor’s possession must be returned to the USG in satisfactory condition.  The prime contractor is responsible and liable for any and all damages to USG property caused by prime and/or subcontractor employees, and shall be further liable for all cleanup, clearing, and/or environmental remediation expenses incurred by the USG in returning prime contractor and/or subcontractor facilities including surrounding site to a satisfactory condition, including expenses incurred in physically moving property, trash, and refuse from such premises, removing/ remediating hazardous wastes on the premises, and repairing structures, buildings, and facilities used by the prime contractor and/or subcontractor.  The prime contractor shall provide notification to the Installation Mayor or Garrison Commander to perform an inspection of all facilities as soon as practicable, but no more than 30 days, after the end of the contract period.  If damages are discovered, the prime contractor shall make the necessary repairs.  The prime contractor shall notify the Installation Mayor or Garrison Commander for re-inspection of the facilities upon completion of the repairs.  If the Installation Mayor or Garrison Commander inspects the property, site space, buildings, facilities, and/or CHUs and finds they have not been properly cleaned, cleared, and/or environmentally remediated, or if the prime contractor fails to repair  any damages within 30 calendar days after the end of the contract performance period, the final contract payment shall be reduced by the amount of the specified damages/repairs or the expenses incurred by the USG to properly clean, clear, and/or environmentally remediate the premises.

     (5)  Government Furnished Equipment/Materials:  The prime contractor is responsible to return all USG furnished equipment, as defined in Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 45, clauses 52.245-1, if included in the contract.  Prime contractors who are not in compliance with the FAR, Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement, Department of Defense Directives and Instructions, policies, or procedures will be responsible and liable for damages to the government property.  The prime contractor may apply for a “relief of responsibility” from the Contracting Officer anytime during the contract performance period.  A joint inventory shall be conducted of the equipment by the prime contractor, USG representative, and the Contracting Officer or their representative, within 10 calendar days after the end of the contract performance period.  The prime contractor shall report lost, damaged or destroyed property immediately to the Contracting Officer, but no later than the joint inventory at the end of the contract period.  If the prime contractor fails to report lost, damaged or destroyed equipment or materials during the contract performance period, the prime contractor shall be responsible for the replacement and/or repair of the equipment or materials.  The replaced equipment shall be new, of the same quality, and shall perform at the same functional level as the missing piece of equipment.  If the prime contractor fails to repair and/or replace damaged or missing equipment, the final payment shall be reduced by the appropriate amount of the specified damages or cost to replace missing equipment with new.

     (6)  Contractor Personal Property:  The contractor is advised that all personal property left on the respective installation after the date of departure of said premises, shall be sold or otherwise disposed of in accordance with 10 U.S.C. § 2575.

(i)  A request for the return of the property will be honored, if feasible, and if received before the expiration of the period of time allowed to vacate the installation.

(ii)  If abandoned property is left on the respective installation, contractual remedies may be enforced against the contractor, (See paragraph (b) of this clause for potential contractual remedies).  Additionally, even if the contractor waives its interest to all abandoned personal property, the contractor may still be liable for all costs incurred by the USG to remove or dispose of the abandoned property.

(iii)   The contractor hereby authorizes the USG authority to dispose of any and all abandoned personal property in any manner the USG may deem suitable and hereby releases and discharges the USG and its agents from any and all claims and demands whatsoever that could otherwise be asserted because of the disposition of said abandoned personal property.

     (7)  Synchronized Predeployment Operational Tracker (SPOT):  The prime contractor is responsible to close out the deployment of personnel, including subcontractor employees at all tiers, at the end of the contract completion period and to release the personnel from the prime contractor’s company in the SPOT database.  The release of employee information must be accomplished no more than 30 calendar days after the end of the contract completion date.

     (8)  Accountability of Prime and Subcontractor Personnel:  Whether specifically written into the contract or not, it is the expectation of the USG that for any persons brought into the Afghanistan CJOA for the sole purposes of performing work on USG contracts, contract employers will return employees to their point of origin/home country once the contract is completed or their employment is terminated for any reason.  If the prime contractor fails to re-deploy an employee, or subcontractor employee at any tier, the USG shall notify the applicable U.S. Embassy to take appropriate action.  Failure by the prime contractor to re-deploy its personnel, including subcontractor personnel at any tier, at the end of the contract completion date, could result in the contractor being placed on the Excluded Parties List System (EPLS) and not be allowed to propose on future U.S. contracts anywhere in the world.

     (9)  Personnel Recovery:  Any DoD contractor with unaccounted for employees shall follow the instructions in the “Contractor Accountability and Personnel Recovery” Clause 952.225-20.  The contractor may use the Contracting Fusion Cell as a resource to track or research employees last known location and/or to view LOA’s. 

(b)  CENTCOM - Joint Theater Support Contracting Command (C-JTSCC) and external agencies will utilize all available contracting remedies to guarantee compliance with demobilization requirements.  Such actions include, but are not limited to withholding payment, issuing a cure notice, issuing a negative Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) evaluation, reduction of award fee, debarment, reimbursement of U.S. Government expenses, and/or any other legal remedy available to a contracting officer.  The USG reserves the right to withhold payment from the prime contractor not in compliance with the above procedures included herein.  Additionally, the Contracting Officer shall document all unresolved contractor compliance issues in CPARS, which shall have an adverse past performance affect on future contracts with the USG, anywhere in the world.

Commodity Shipping Instructions (Afghanistan)
(AUG 2011)
(a)  USFOR-A FRAGO 10-200.  United States Forces Afghanistan (USFOR-A) has directed that all shipments into and out of the Combined Joint Operations Area - Afghanistan (CJOA-A) be coordinated through the Defense Transportation System (DTS) in order to expedite the customs clearance process and facilitate the use of in-transit visibility for all cargo in the CJOA-A.

(b)  Information regarding the Defense Transportation System (DTS).  For instructions on shipping commodity items via commercial means using DTS, see the following websites:

(c)  Responsibilities of the vendor carrier representative, shipping expediter, and/or customs broker:


1.  Afghanistan Import Customs Clearance Request Procedures: The carrier, shipping expediter, and/or customs broker is responsible for being knowledgeable about the Afghan Customs Clearance Procedures.


2. Status of Customs Clearance Requests: All inquiries regarding the status of a customs clearance request prior to its submission to Department of Defense (DoD) Customs and after its return to the carrier representative or shipping expediter should be directed to the carrier or shipping agent.


3. Customs Required Documents: The carrier representative or shipping expediter is required to provide the DoD Contracting Officer Representative (COR) with all documentation that will satisfy the requirements of the Government of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan (GIRoA).

(d)  Required Customs Documents:  Documents must be originals (or copies with a company stamp). Electronic copies or photocopied documents will not be accepted by GIRoA.  The carrier is responsible for checking the current requirements for documentation with the Afghanistan Customs Department (ACD) as specified by the U.S. Embassy Afghanistan’s SOP for Customs Clearance Requests Operations (http://trade.gov/static/AFGCustomsSOP.pdf) and paragraph 4 below.

1.  The U.S Ambassador Afghanistan diplomatic note guarantees that the U.S. Government (USG) shipments are exempt from Afghanistan Customs duties and taxes. USG shipments do not provide commercial carriers with the authority to unnecessarily delay shipments or holdover shipments in commercial storage lots and warehouses while en route to its final destination.  The U.S. Embassy expects that shipments will be expedited as soon as customs clearance paperwork is received from the respective GIRoA officials.

      2.  Imports:  Documentation must list the year, make, model, and color of the commodity, the commodity Identification Number (if applicable) and for vehicles, the Engine Block Number.  The following documentation is required for all import shipments: 

a. An original Customs Clearance Request (CCR) prepared by the COR in accordance with Afghanistan customs guidance referenced in paragraph 4 below. 

b. Bills of Lading (for shipments by sea), Airway Bills (for shipments by air) or Commodity Movement Request (CMRs) (for overland shipments).  In the consignee block, type in “US Military”.  This will help the Afghan Customs officials to recognize that the shipment belongs to the US Military and, therefore, the shipment is subject to tax exemption provisions as specified under the current Diplomatic Note or Military Technical Agreement (MTA).

c. Shipping Invoices.

d. Packing Lists.  Required only if the shipping invoice does not list the cargo. 

e. An Afghan Government Tax Exemption Form (Muaffi Nama) purchased from the Department of Customs and Revenue and prepared in the local language by the carrier representative, shipping agent, or customs broker.

f. A Diplomatic Note, prepared by DoD Customs, to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs requesting the initiation of customs formalities with the Ministry of Finance, Department of Customs and Exemptions.  Please note that DoD Customs is not responsible for registering vehicles.


g. Commercially-owned equipment such as vehicles, construction machinery or generators that are leased and imported to Afghanistan for the performance of a USG contract may be subject to taxes and duties as determined by GIRoA.  If commercially-owned equipment is imported into Afghanistan in a duty-free status, that duty-free status only applies as long as the equipment is under the exclusive use of the USG contract.  If the equipment is released at the end of the contract, applicable GIRoA duties and taxes will apply to the owner if the equipment is not exported from Afghanistan or transferred to another USG contract.

h. USG-owned vehicles must be exported at the conclusion of the project period or transferred to another USG entity.  Under certain conditions, the USG may transfer equipment or vehicles to GIRoA.

     3.  Exports:  The following documentation is required for all export shipments: 

a. An original CCR prepared by the COR.  If COR is not available, the Contracting Officer (KO) will prepare the CCR. 

b. Invoices.

c. Packing Lists.  Required only if the shipping invoice does not list the cargo. 

d. A Diplomatic Note, prepared by the DoD Customs Cell, to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs requesting the initiation of customs formalities with the Ministry of Finance, Department of Customs and Exemptions.

4.  Customs requirements from the GIRoA may change with little notice.  For current detailed instructions on customs guidelines in Afghanistan, refer to “The Instruction for Customs Clearance Request (Import/Export) Operations.”  In all cases, the carrier is required to obtain a copy of this document, found at the following link: http://trade.gov/static/AFGCustomsSOP.pdf

CONTRACTOR ACCOUNTABILITY AND PERSONNEL RECOVERY (AFGHANISTAN)

(AUG 2011)
(a)  Contract performance may require work in dangerous or austere conditions.  Except as otherwise provided in the contract, the contractor accepts the risks associated with required contract performance in such operations.

     (1)  Unaccounted Personnel:  It is the expectation of the USG that any contractor brought into Afghanistan for the sole purposes of performance of work on a USG contract must be accounted for at all times by their respective employers.  Additionally, contractors who maintain living quarters on a USG base shall verify the location of each of its employees’ living quarters a minimum of once a month.  If a DoD contracted employee becomes missing and evidence does not indicate foul play, a Personnel Recovery (PR) event is NOT automatically triggered.  Such an event will be treated as an accountability battle drill by the employer’s chain of command or civilian equivalent.   

     (2)  Contractor Responsibilities:  The contractor is responsible to take all necessary steps to locate and investigate the unaccounted for employee(s) whereabouts to the maximum extent practicable.  To assist in this process, contractors may use the Contracting Fusion Cell as a resource to track or research employee’s last known location and/or to view LOA’s.  All missing personnel will be immediately reported to the installation division Personnel Recovery Officer (PRO), Mayor’s cell, Military Police Station and/or the Criminal Investigative Division, and the Base Defense Operations Center (BDOC).

     (3)  Contractor Provided Information:  If it is determined that a potential criminal act has occurred, the USD PRO (or USFOR-A Personnel Recovery Division (PRD) with prior coordination) will attempt to validate the missing person’s identity through the employer.  The contractor shall provide the information to PRD within 12 hours of request.  The required information the contractor should keep on file includes but is not limited to: copy of the individuals Letter of Authorization generated by the Synchronized Pre-deployment and Operational Tracker System (SPOT), copy of passport and visas, housing information of where the individual resides such as room number and location, DD Form 93, Record of Emergency Data, copy of badging, and contact information for known friends or associates.     

(b)  If USFOR-A PRD determines through investigation that the unaccounted personnel have voluntarily left the installation either seeking employment with another contractor or other non-mission related reasons, PRD will notify the contractor.  The contractor shall ensure that all government-related documents such as LOA’s, visas, etc. are terminated/reconciled appropriately within 24 hours of notification by PRD in accordance with subparagraph (a)(8) of C-JTSCC Clause 952.225-0016 entitled “Contractor Demobilization (Afghanistan)”.  Contractors who fail to account for their personnel or whose employees create PR events will be held in breach of their contract and face all remedies available to the Contracting Officer.

VISIBILITY OF INBOUND/OUTBOUND CARGO AND CONTRACTOR EQUIPMENT CENSUS (AFGHANISTAN)

(APR 2012)
a. Movement and coordination of inbound and outbound cargo in Afghanistan is critical to ensuring an effective drawdown.  The contractor shall provide visibility of their inbound cargo and equipment via the Synchronized Pre-deployment Operational Tracker (SPOT) census for their contract.  This requirement includes the prime and subcontractor’s at all tiers cargo and equipment.  The contractor shall report any individual piece of equipment valued at $50,000 or more.  Incoming cargo and equipment census data shall be input 30 days prior to start of performance or delivery of supplies and quarterly thereafter for inbound and outbound equipment.  

b. This reporting is required on Rolling Stock (RS), Non Rolling Stock (RNRS), and Twenty foot Equivalent Units (TEU).   The following definitions apply to these equipment/cargo categories:

(1) Rolling Stock (RS):  All equipment with wheels or tracks, that is self-propelled, or is un-powered and can be towed by a vehicle on a roadway.  Also includes standard trailer mounted equipment such as generators, water purification equipment, and other support equipment with permanent wheels.  Specific examples of R/S include Wheeled Armored Vehicles (WAVS), Mine-Resistant Ambush-Protected (MRAP) family of vehicles (FOVS), and Highly Mobile Multipurpose Wheeled Vehicles (HMMWVS).

(2) Non Rolling Stock (RNRS):  All equipment that is not classified as Rolling Stock. Includes equipment that is not trailer-mounted or originally designed to be driven or towed over a roadway.

(3) Twenty foot Equivalent Units (TEU):  Standard unit for describing a ship’s cargo capacity, or a shipping terminal’s cargo handling capacity.  One TEU represents the cargo capacity of a standard intermodal shipping container, 20 feet long, 8 feet wide, and 8.5 feet high.  One TEU is equivalent to 4 QUADCONS and 3 TRICONS.  One TEU has an internal volume of 1,166 cubic feet.  
c. This data will be used by United States Forces-Afghanistan (USFOR-A) to assist in tracking the drawdown of Afghanistan.   The contractor is responsible for movement of their own cargo and equipment.  The data provided by contractors is for informational purposes only in order to plan and coordinate the drawdown effort.  The Government assumes no responsibility for contractor demobilization except as stated in individual contract terms and conditions.

NOTIFICATION OF PAYMENT IN LOCAL CURRENCY (AFGHANISTAN)

Therefore, GFR Flight Instructor packet resumes shall provide the date and reason for Termination of Approvals (if None-offerors shall indicate not applicable) within the previous 24 months of the RFP proposal submission date, and include a section outlining all past accidents within the previous 24 months of the RFP proposal submission date detailing the following information (unless it is CLASSIFIED, then report only UNCLASSIFIED portion):

1) Date and time of incident.

2) Location of incident.

3) Company or Government office employed within during incident.

4) Title or position of proposed crewmember during incident.

5) Facts surrounding incident.

6) Investigation Outcome (e.g.: Responsibility of Incident Determination).

7) Personnel injury/death, collateral damage, $ Value of loss to Government.

8) Provide copy of the Government issued Letter of Concern, AR 15-6 Investigation with Government’s determination (if available).

9)  Provide a copy of the successfully completed post-accident Proficiency Flight Evaluation (PFE) as certified by the assigned GFR of that organization.

Offerors are cautioned that packets of proposed crewmembers that have caused personnel injury/death, or substantial loss to the Government due to negligence, or has not successfully completed a post-accident PFE as certified by the assigned GFR of that organization may not be approved by the PM UAS GFR. IAW AR 95-20, the PM UAS GFR maintains a documented history of accidents for previous three years that will be used to verify the resume contents regarding accidents.

Subfactor   1.3: Pre-Award Survey (PAS):
xe "GFR:Aviation Program Team (APT)"Upon receipt of proposal, the Contracting officer shall coordinate with the PM UAS GFR to request an appointment with the Prime and Subcontractors’ (who provide crewmembers) cognizant offices to conduct survey surveillance of the offerors to determine if they fulfill the requirements of this RFP, AR 95-20, and DCMA INST 8210.1 for conducting contractor Flight Operations where the Government, by contract, assumes some or all of the risk of loss. The PAS is an evaluation of a prospective contractor’s ability to perform under the specified terms of a contract proposal. It differs in scope from a regular survey in that the determination is whether the contractor “can” comply with the safety requirements of the RFP,  not “is” the contractor in compliance. The GFR’s PAS written report will include a clear statement that the contractor is/is not capable of performing work in compliance with contract flight operations and safety requirements. Also, IAW AR 95-20, the PAS report will include a specific recommendation for award or no award. When an existing contractor is bidding on a new contract and their capabilities are already known, the GFR may request a desk audit in lieu of a survey. In this case GFRs will still recommend award/no award. In this volume, offerors shall provide a list of  proposed crewmembers which match the proposed packets submitted and indicate if they are Prime or Subcontractors’ employees; list a Point of Contract (POC), address, phone and email for the Prime and all Subcontractors providing crewmembers, and the appropriate DCMA’s contact information to aid the GFR in performing the PAS. 
FACTOR 2 – TECHNICAL: All Subfactors are equally important.  Each Subfactor will be separately evaluated and rated, then rolled into the total Technical Factor rating. To be eligible for consideration for award, an adjectival rating of no less than “ACCEPTABLE” must be achieved for the Technical factor and each Subfactor. The offeror shall describe their approach and processes as outlined in the following three Subfactors: Training, Logistics, and Technical/Program Management. In response to the RFP’s SOO, Work Breakdown Structure (WBS) and Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP),-the offeror shall  submit a Performance Work Statement (PWS) that clearly outlines their approach to meet the Performance Requirements as outlined in the SOO, WBS and QASP. The PWS is limited as a response to the SOO, WBS, and QASP only. Further, a SOO Cross Reference indexed to specific PWS paragraphs in numerical order shall be provided by the offeror, which is not included in the PWS page count. 

The Technical proposal shall include cross reference indexes as determined by the offeror, to provide the following: Technical shall include the Technical Summary and sections to cover detailed information as described below. The offeror shall provide rationale sufficient to allow an objective evaluation of their technical approach. No cost information shall be included in the Technical Summary or any section. The Technical proposal shall be separated by tabs to reflect the appendices discussed below. Each paragraph within the offeror’s Technical Volume shall identify the pertinent paragraph in the offeror’s PWS and shall correspond to a single cross-reference table (within the Technical Volume) to the SOO, WBS and QASP.

The Technical volume shall be organized in the following format:

Section 1: PWS

Section 2: Subfactor   2.1: Training 

Section 3: Subfactor   2.2: Logistics

Section 4: Subfactor   2.3: Technical/Program Management


Subfactor   2.1: Training: The offeror shall describe their technical approach in meeting the Program, Contract, and Management objectives as stated in the SOO cited in this solicitation. The offeror shall describe their approach to perform all aspects of SUAS training and training support at CONUS and OCONUS sites, including theaters of combat and contingency operations, as required in support of SUAS PdO and its customers. 

The offeror shall describe a training program which encompasses a total training system concept that satisfies the requirements for qualifying and sustaining trainers, operators, maintainers, and support personnel for the product life-cycle at all levels and locations. The offeror shall describe how they will provide DoD-certified Instructors trained IAW with a GFR approved certification process (AR 95-20). Proposed SUAS Trainers shall have a minimum of one year of Operator and/or Instructor experience on the current SUAS products inventory ( RQ-11B and RQ-20A), and include in their plan the capability to provide training for future SUAS platforms. The offeror shall provide examples of past experiences conducting SUAS Flight Operations and/or SUAS Flight Training in CONUS/OCONUS environments to include combat and contingency operations to document its training effectiveness. The offeror shall describe in detail how flexible and agile the offeror’s training concept is with respect to class size, class location, amount of lead-time required, and ability to absorb short-notice class cancellations by explaining its cancellation policy. The offeror shall provide a plan for training surge capability. 

Offerors shall describe their ability to utilize a Government-provided Training Support Package (TSP), which includes a Program of Instruction (POI) for the RQ-11B, the RQ-20A and other systems as they are fielded (provided as Government Furnished Equipment (GFE) post-award). Further, the offeror shall describe its ability to update an existing POI, or create new ones as required. Also, the offeror shall describe its plan to maintain Government Furnished Equipment (GFE) training systems to full operational readiness. Primary GFE to be issued will be TSP and SUAS training systems (RQ-20A, RQ-11B, and potentially others in the future).  GFE will be utilized under most training circumstances and issued at the Task order level.

Subfactor   2.2: Logistics: The offeror shall describe a Performance Based Logistics (PBL) approach for conducting depot SUAS repairs, without being made available an Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) Technical Data Package (TDP).  The Offeror shall submit a solution to integrate and interface with the current SUAS Inventory Control Point (ICP) in Huntsville, AL (required).  The offeror’s shall submit a solution for providing an equal or better ICP-solution of its own as an option for the Government to potentially exercise. The offeror’s shall describe a solution to increase the rate of Line Replaceable Unit (LRU) repairs while  minimizing the amount of replacements and items deemed Beyond Economical Repair (BER).  The offeror shall submit a plan identifying any unique software solutions/tools that will aid in the management of repairs, how it provides maximum visibility to Government logistics personnel and aids in the compilation of Reliability and Maintainability (RAM) data. 

The offeror’s plan shall describe proposed time metrics including Initial Inspection, Repair Time (including awaiting shop), Final Inspection, and Transit Times to and from the ICP, initial required transition time to achieve proposed repair times as well as proposed downward adjustments to metrics that would be required during surge operations, such as en masse equipment reset programs, etc. The offeror shall propose unique logistics processes that will provide significant reductions to life cycle costs (LCC) and can be seamlessly integrated with the Government-owned Catalog Ordering Logistics Tracking System (COLTS) software.

Offerors shall describe their plan to integrate the various repair activities (Forward Repair Activities (FRAs) and depot repair facility) with the SUAS Inventory Control Point (ICP) located in Huntsville, AL (integration does not necessarily require co-location). The ICP shall house all required repair components down to the full Bill of Materials (BOM) for each SUAS system the SUAS PdO fields, to include current and future systems. These systems currently are the RQ-11B and RQ-20A. The offeror’s proposal shall include how it will submit, track, request and document all sustainment work and repair time;  parts required via the Government-provided Catalog Ordering Logistics Tracking System (COLTS); and adherence to the Government Unique Identification Number (UID)/ Radio Frequency Identification (RFID) marking standards. The offeror shall propose in the Technical volume utilizing the Government Furnished-Contractor Owned-Contractor Operated (COCO) ICP Facility, and propose as an option in the offeror’s   Technical Volume an alternative ICP facilities IAW the SOO; and price their proposal IAW this RFP’s Volume 4 Pricing instructions.


Subfactor   2.3: Technical/Program/Management: The offeror’s shall provide a plan demonstrating their ability to perform all aspects of SUAS Technical Management support at CONUS and OCONUS sites as required in support of SUAS PdO and its customers as defined in individual Task orders. Offerors should provide examples of how it intends to staff for engineering and technical management support, Reliability and Maintainability (RAM) Support, Systems Engineering Support, Production Support, Concept Analysis, Technical Assessment, Engineering Support, System Analysis, Automated Data Processing (ADP), and System Testing and Evaluation, IAW the tasks outlined in the WBS. Offerors should explain its concept to provide value to the Government by submitting Value Engineering Change Proposals (VECPs) during the course of training and repair work and provide examples of cost-saving VECPs it has developed in the past on other programs. The Government will evaluate the offeror’s ability to perform all aspects of SUAS Program Management and Administrative support with respect to the elements of WBS 2.0 and as defined in individual Task orders.
FACTOR 3 – PAST PERFORMANCE:  In order to be eligible for consideration for award, a rating of no less than “RELEVANT” with “SATISFACTORY CONFIDENCE” must be achieved for the Past Performance Factor. In the case of an offeror without a record of relevant Past Performance or for whom information on Past Performance is not available, or so sparse that no meaningful Past Performance rating can be assigned, the offeror will be rated as “UNKNOWN CONFIDENCE.”  

Previous CPARS ratings and questionnaires will be used in the proposal evaluations.  Offerors shall submit a list of up to ten Government contracts (combination of Prime and First Tier Subcontracts) in performance or awarded during the past three years, which are relevant to the efforts required by this solicitation. Relevant is defined as $2M or more for services in direct support of United States Government Unmanned Air Vehicle products as GFR certified Flight Instructor trainers, and/or UAV maintainers. Recent is defined as the past three years from the date the proposals are due in response to this RFP.
Data concerning the Prime offeror shall be provided first, followed by each proposed First Tier Subcontractor, in alphabetical order. First Tier Subcontractors are those who are performing 25% or more of the overall effort. This volume shall be organized into the following sections:

1. Section 1 - Contract Descriptions:  This section shall include the following information:

a. Contractor/Subcontractor place of performance, CAGE Code and DUNS Number. If the work was performed as a subcontractor, also provide the name of the prime contractor and Point of Contact (POC) within the prime contractor organization (name, and current address, e-mail address, and telephone and fax numbers).

b. Government contracting activity, current address, Procuring Contracting Officer's name, e-mail address, telephone and fax numbers.

c. Government’s technical representative/COR, current e-mail address, telephone and fax numbers.

d. Government contract administration activity, the Administrative Contracting Officer's name, current e-mail address, telephone and fax numbers.

e. Government contract administration activity's Pre-Award Monitor's name, current e-mail address, telephone and fax numbers.

f. Contract Number (in the case of Indefinite Delivery type contracts, GSA contracts, and Blanket Purchase Agreements, include Delivery/Task Order Numbers).

g. Contract Type (specified type, such as Fixed Price (FP), Cost Reimbursement (CR), Time & Materials (T&M), etc.)  In the case of Indefinite Delivery contracts, indicate specific type (Requirements, Definite Quantity, or Indefinite Quantity) and secondary contract type (FP, CR, T&M, etc.)). Award contract price.

h. Final or projected final price.

i. Original delivery schedule, including dates of start and completion of work.

j. Final, or projected final, delivery schedule, including dates of start and completion of work.

2. Section 2 – Performance:  Offerors shall provide a narrative explanation of each contract listed in Section 1.  This narrative shall describe the objectives achieved and detail how the effort is relevant to the requirements of this solicitation. Offerors shall include all performance aspects of schedule, performance and supportability, including the offeror’s record of: 1)  conforming to contract specifications to include the timely supply of personnel resources (e.g.: 15 days or less); 2) meeting specifications and standards of good workmanship; 3) maintaining program execution within proposed price; 4) adherence to contract schedules; 5) ability to resolve technical problems quickly and effectively; 6) professional concern for the interest of its customers; 7) establishing and maintaining adequate management of subcontractors (e.g.: 1X Subcontractor and personnel turnover rate); and 8) as defined above, relevance to this RFP. Relevant is defined as a contract awarded within three years RFP’s proposal due date and valued over $1M for SUAS related services.

For any contracts that did not/do not meet original schedule or technical performance requirements, offerors shall provide a brief explanation of the reason(s) for the shortcomings and any corrective action(s) taken to avoid recurrence. The offerors shall list each time the delivery schedule was revised and provide an explanation of why the revision was necessary.  The offerors shall also provide a copy of any Cure Notices or Show Cause Letters received on each contract listed and a description of any corrective action implemented by the offeror or proposed subcontractor. The offerors shall indicate if any of the contracts listed were terminated and the type and reasons for the termination.

3. Section 3 – Performance Risk Assessment Questionnaire: For all contracts identified in Section 1, Performance Risk Assessment Questionnaires must be completed and submitted. The offeror shall complete Part I of the Performance Risk Assessment Questionnaire and e-mail the questionnaire to both the Government contracting activity and technical representative responsible for the past/current contract. The POC's shall be instructed to electronically complete Part II of the questionnaire and e-mail the entire questionnaire to the Contract Specialist within 30 days of the release of the RFP, to robert.j.verica,ctr@mail.mil.  The offeror shall also e-mail to the Contract Specialist a list of all the POC’s who were sent a questionnaire. The Government must receive this list 15 days after release of the RFP.  The POC List shall be submitted in Word for Windows Table Format to include the following fields: Solicitation Number; Company Name; Contract Number; Government Agency; POC Last Name, First Name; POC Title; POC Telephone Number; POC E-Mail Address and the date with which the document was received by the POC (month/day).

FACTOR 4– COST/PRICE: Although the Cost/Price factor will be evaluated, it will not be rated, the offeror’s Cost/Price must also be found to be complete, balanced, fair and reasonable. A realism evaluation may be conducted if determined necessary, at which point the proposal must also be determined as realistic as compared to other Government Contracts and fair market salaries as defined in Salary.com for the same or similar labor categories. At the contract level, labor rates as well as overhead costs and fees will be evaluated in comparison to the Independent Government Cost Estimate (IGCE), Competitor Listed Pricing, Salary.com and historical information. Future Task order awards will be evaluated for price reasonableness and adequacy of the level of effort proposed.

Section 1: 

The offeror shall provide completed RFP pricing spreadsheets IAW the pricing worksheets instructions; RFP attachment, see Section J. The offeror shall provide a price for each item identified in the pricing worksheets with a price buildup for each item. The worksheet contains additional instructions for completion that the offeror shall follow for completeness of this Factor. 

Also, the offeror shall provide a reasonable price in relation to the offeror’s specific technical approach. A proposal may be evaluated by the Government as significantly unreasonable in price if it reflects either a lack of technical competence to accomplish the Government’s requirements, a failure to understand the Government’s requirements or both. The proposed prices shall be incorporated into the single award IDIQ contract. 

The offeror shall complete the Pricing Worksheet of the Cost/Price Volume in accordance with the instructions contained within the Worksheet . 

Certified Cost and Pricing Data will not be required at the IDIQ level if adequate competition exists.  If the Government determines adequate competition was not obtained, the Government reserves the right to request certified cost and pricing data. 

The offeror shall propose direct labor costs by using their own internal direct labor categories and mapping them within the Pricing Worksheet.

The offeror shall propose and define their overhead, General and Administrative costs, profit/fee, composite subcontractor rates and prime subcontractor handling rates, etc. 

These proposed rates and labor categories will be used for any work under the contract for the IDIQ contract Base and optional ordering periods. 

The awardee shall use these rates when pricing all resulting Task orders, unless separately negotiated downwards.  The offeror shall certify within their proposal that this will encompass the full range of rates required for the scope of the program as identified by the Government. 

Offerors are cautioned to provide their lowest price in their initial proposal. IAW FAR clause 52.215-1, Instructions to offerors – Competitive Acquisition: offerors shall provide prices that are materially balanced between the Contract Line Items Numbers (CLIN). 
A proposal which is unrealistic will be judged either as exhibiting a lack of competence or a failure to comprehend the Government's requirements and may be so evaluated and rated, or rejected for such reasons. Furthermore, any significant inconsistency between the Technical Proposal and Price Proposal, if unexplained, may be grounds for rejection of the proposal. The Government will evaluate each proposal strictly in accordance with its content and will not assume that performance will include areas not specified in the Offeror's proposal. Nothing in this paragraph is intended as a waiver of the Government’s right not to conduct a price realism analysis where none is otherwise required. The decision to conduct such an analysis or not remains within the sound discretion of the Contracting Officer.

M.1 BASIS FOR AWARD

Contract award will be made to that offeror whose proposal offers the Best overall Value to the Government based on an integrated assessment of the non-price and cost/price factors.  The evaluation factors include:  Contractor’s Flight and Ground Operations, Technical, Past Performance, and Cost/Price. The non-priced Factors will be rated using color coding and adjectival scales; Cost/Price will be evaluated, but the factor will not receive a color coded adjectival rating. Because this is Best-Value procurement, the Government reserves the right to make an award to other than the offeror who submits the lowest total evaluated price or highest rated proposal. The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract with Discussions with offerors (not inclusive of clarifications as described in Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 15.306(a)).  However, the Government reserves the right to not conduct Discussions and request proposal revisions if the Contracting officer later determines them to be unnecessary.  If a Competitive Range is established, the Government may limit the number of proposals to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition amongst the most highly rated proposals. The decision to establish a Competitive Range will be made at the sole discretion of the Contracting officer and agreed to by the Source Selection Authority (SSA).

It will also evaluate proposals for unique, creative and innovative methods, processes, and/or solutions that are beneficial to the Government and demonstrate responsiveness to customer needs. The Government will evaluate each proposal response strictly in accordance with its content.  The Government will caution offerors that in order for proposals to be eligible for award, the proposals shall be in compliance with the terms and conditions set forth in the RFP.  The Government will not evaluate multiple proposal submissions from the same offeror.

4.     Each proposal will be evaluated in accordance with the evaluation criteria set forth below.  In order for the offer to be considered acceptable, each Offeror’s proposal must receive an adjectival rating of “ACCEPTABLE ” or better under the Contractor’s Flight and Ground Operations and the Technical Factors, plus a “RELEVANT” and “SATISFACTORY  CONFIDENCE” or “UNKNOWN CONFIDENCE” in the Past Performance rating.  Additionally, an offeror’s proposed Price must be found to be complete, fair and reasonable, and balanced.  

5.     An evaluation rating of “UNACCEPTABLE" for any of the Contractor’s Flight and Ground Operations Subfactor or the Technical Subfactors will result in a rating of “UNACCEPTABLE” for the entire Factor. A Past Performance rating of “UNKNOWN CONFIDENCE” will NOT render the entire proposal “UNACCEPTABLE.”
6.     UNACCEPTABLE OFFERS.  The Government may render any proposal “Unacceptable” that:

a. Merely offers to perform work according to the RFP terms or fails to present more than a statement indicating its capability to comply with the RFP terms without support and elaboration as specified in the solicitation.

b. Reflects an inherent lack of technical competence or a failure to comprehend the complexity and risks required to perform the RFP requirements due to submission of a proposal that is unrealistically high or low in price and/or unrealistic in terms of technical approach. 

c. Contains any unexplained significant inconsistency between the proposed effort and price, which implies the offeror has (1) an inherent misunderstanding of the scope of work, or (2) an inability to perform the resultant contract.

d. Is unbalanced within the meaning of FAR Part 15, or is unbalanced as to prices for the first ordering period and for subsequent ordering periods where prices are significantly high or low for one given period versus another period.  

e. Fails to meaningfully respond to the Proposal Preparation Instructions specified in the solicitation.

f. Cross references from one volume to another volume.  All volumes shall be complete with no cross-referencing between volumes.   

7.    RESPONSIBILITY.  

Pursuant to FAR 9.103, contracts will only be placed with contractors that the Contracting officer determines to be responsible.  Offerors must be able to demonstrate that they meet the standards of responsibility set forth in FAR 9.104.  The Government reserves the right to conduct a pre-award survey on any and all offerors.

EVALUATION APPROACH

All proposals will be evaluated by a team of Government employees.  Offerors are cautioned that their initial proposal submissions should contain their best terms. The Army Contracting Command-Aberdeen Proving Ground (ACC-APG) - Natick Contracting Division (NCD) will evaluate all proposals in accordance with FAR 15.305(a) and DFARS 215.305.

FACTOR 1- CONTRACTOR’s FLIGHT AND GROUND OPERATIONS  

Managing the Government's assumption of risk under a contract is an enormous responsibility with serious monetary consequences. These responsibilities cannot be performed in a casual or capricious manner. GFR approval is required for all crewmembers under this RFP.  GFR approvals are sought through the submission of  “Acceptable” “Procedures,”  14 complete, approvable GFR Flight Instructor packets, and an “Acceptable” Pre-Award Survey evaluation determination. Evaluations will be executed IAW AR 95-20, this RFP and DCMA INST 8210.1.

STANDARD: In order to be eligible for an award, offerors shall propose “Procedures” that are evaluated and assigned an adjectival rating of “Acceptable” or higher by the GFR. The offeror provides a clear understanding of how it trains its instructor staff. Also, offerors shall propose a minimum of 14 complete, GFR Flight instructor packets, which are approvable in order to receive an evaluation adjectival rating of “Acceptable” or higher by the GFR . Offerors who propose more than 14 complete, approvable packets up to a maximum of 28 complete, approvable packets shall receive an evaluation “Strength.” Additionally, the PM UAS GFR conducted Pre-Award Survey (PAS) shall determine that the offeror “can” comply with the safety requirements of the RFP with an adjectival rating of “Acceptable” or higher by the GFR.  The offeror provides 14 complete GFR Flight Instructor packets and a “Procedures” documents requiring NO changes before being determined  by the GFR as safe, effective and approvable to execute the offeror’s Instructor certification training plan. Additionally, the PAS report shall include a specific recommendation for award. Offerors successfully provide a list of proposed crewmembers with all required data elements for the PAS. 
Subfactor   1.1: “Procedures:” In order to be eligible for an award, offerors shall propose “Procedures” that are determined “Acceptable” by the GFR. GFRs will not authorize operations that are outside the scope of the RFP or resultant contract. GFR approval of operations not allowed by the contract could create serious liability issues for both the Government and the contractor.  The GFR will evaluate for currency and validity in the offeror’s proposed “Procedures” IAW AR 95-20, including Attachment 10 – Procedures Outline, and this RFP.  

STANDARD: IAW AR 95-20, the offeror provides a clear understanding of how it trains and certifies its crewmembers, performs flight operations, maintains GFE and all administrative elements that make up “Procedures” such that the GFR evaluates the offeror’s proposed “Procedures” an adjectival rating of “Acceptable” or higher.

Subfactor   1.2: GFR Flight Instructor packets: The Government shall evaluate the offeror’s GFR Instructor packet submissions for completeness, accuracy, and approvability IAW AR 95-20, this RFP, and the PM UAS GFR Accident database.

STANDARD: Offerors shall propose a minimum of 14 approvable GFR Flight Instructor packets resulting in an sub-factor adjectival evaluation rating of “Acceptable” or higher by the GFR. Offerors who propose more than 14 “Acceptable” packets up to a maximum of 28 “Acceptable” packets will receive an evaluation “Strength.”  The offeror shall provide 14 complete, approvable GFR Flight Instructor packets that IAW AR 95-20,  this RFP, and the PM UAS GFR Accident database requiring ZERO changes before being authorized by the GFR as safe, effective and approved to execute the offeror’s Instructor certification training plan.
Subfactor   1.3: Pre-Award Survey (PAS):  The PM UAS GFR will conduct a surveillance survey of the offerors to determine if they fulfill the requirements of this RFP, AR 95-20, and DCMA INST 8210.1 for conducting contractor Flight Operations. The PAS is an evaluation to determine whether the contractor “can” comply with the safety requirements of the RFP.  The GFR will provide a written report which includes a clear statement that the offeror is/is not capable of performing work in compliance with contract flight operations and safety requirements. Also, IAW AR 95-20, the GFR’s PAS report will include a specific recommendation for award or no award. When an existing contractor is bidding on a new contract and their capabilities are already known, the GFR may request a desk audit in lieu of a survey. In this case, GFRs will still recommend award/no award. Also, offerors successfully provide a list of  proposed crewmembers with all required data elements for the PAS. 
STANDARD: The PM UAS GFR’s PAS will result in a determination that the offeror “can” comply with the flight operations safety requirements of this RFP and an adjectival rating of “Acceptable” or higher by the GFR . Additionally, the GFR’s PAS report will include a specific recommendation for award. Existing contractors shall also have a recommendation for award. Offerors successfully provide a list of proposed crewmembers with all required data elements for the PAS.

FACTOR 2 - TECHNICAL
Subfactor   2.1 Training: as described in Section L of this RFP, the Government will evaluate the offeror’s description of their approach to perform all aspects of SUAS training and training support at CONUS and OCONUS sites, including theaters of combat and contingency operations, as required in support of SUAS PdO and its customers.  The Government will evaluate the offeror’s ability to develop a training program which encompasses a total training system concept that satisfies the requirements for qualifying and sustaining trainers, operators, maintainers, and support personnel for the product life-cycle at all levels and locations.  The Government will evaluate the offeror’s ability to provide training IAW the SOO, WBS, and QASP; and the ability to provide instructors trained IAW with a Government Flight Representative (GFR) approved certification process (IAW AR 95-20, Contractor's Flight and Ground Operations).  The offeror provides examples of past experiences conducting Flight Operations/ Aircrew training in CONUS/OCONUS environments, to include combat and contingency operations to document its training effectiveness. The Government will evaluate how flexible and agile the offeror’s training concept is with respect to class size, class location, amount of lead-time required, and ability to absorb short-notice class cancellations.  The Government will evaluate the offeror’s training surge capability.

Offerors shall be evaluated on their description of their ability to utilize a Government-provided Training Support Package (TSP), including a Program of Instruction (POI) for both RQ-11B and RQ-20A and other systems as they are fielded. Further, the Government will evaluate the offeror’s description of its ability to update an existing POI, or create new ones as required. Additionally, the Government will evaluate the offeror’s ability to maintain Government Furnished Equipment (GFE) training systems to full operational readiness. 

STANDARD:  The Offeror’s proposal provides sufficient detail to provide evaluators an understanding of how the offeror intends to provide a staff of instructors approved by the PM UAS GFR and IAW AR 95-20. The offeror provides sufficient detail to provide evaluators with an understanding of the offeror’s total training concept. The offeror provides a clear description of its staffing process, to include recruitment and retention strategies, that is executable and capable meeting the Government’s potential training surge requirements.  The offeror provides sufficient detail as to how it will respond to meeting government provided training schedules, as well as the flexibility it can provide to meeting those schedules and surge capacity. Offerors describe their ability to utilize a Government-provided TSP, including a POI for both the RQ-11B and the RQ-20A, and other systems as they are fielded. Further, the offeror describes its ability to update an existing POI, or create new ones as required. Additionally, the offeror demonstrates its ability to maintain GFE training systems to full operational readiness. An adjectival rating of “Acceptable” or higher is assigned. 


      Subfactor    2.2: Logistics: The Government will evaluate the offeror’s Performance Based Logistics (PBL) approach for conducting depot SUAS repairs, without being made available an Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) Technical Data Package (TDP).  The Government will evaluate the offeror’s solution to integrate and interface with the current SUAS Inventory Control Point (ICP) in Huntsville, AL (required).  The Government will evaluate the offeror’s solution to providing an equal or better ICP-solution of its own (optional).  The Government will evaluate the offeror’s proposal to increase the rate of Line Replaceable Unit (LRU) repairs, and minimize the amount of replacements and items deemed Beyond Economical Repair (BER). The Government will evaluate any unique software solutions/tools that will aid in the management of repairs, how it provides maximum visibility to Government logistics personnel, and aids in the compilation of Reliability and Maintainability (RAM) data. The Government will evaluate proposed time metrics including Initial Inspection, Repair Time (including awaiting shop), Final Inspection, and Transit Times to and from the ICP.  The Government will evaluate initial required transition time to achieve proposed repair times as well as proposed downward adjustments to metrics that would be required during surge operations, such as en masse equipment reset programs, etc.  The Government will evaluate unique logistics processes that will provide significant reductions to life cycle costs (LCC) and can be seamlessly integrated with the Government-owned Catalog Ordering Logistics Tracking System (COLTS) software.

STANDARD:  The offeror’s proposal provides sufficient details to provide evaluators an understanding of all logistics, and repair processes that are clear, structured, executable, repeatable, and can seamlessly integrate with the Government’s ICP and COLTS software standard.  The offeror’s proposed ICP service provides sufficient detail as to how the proposed offering provides a Best Value over the current GFE ICP.  Proposed ICP/Repair Activity co-location concepts are considered a strength with the proposed ICP being located no more than 25 miles from Redstone Arsenal active gates identified in (Appendix G). The offeror’s proposal provides sufficient details as to how it can accomplish depot level repairs without being provided an OEM TDP, and how it will utilize automated tools to achieve performance based efficiencies.  Proposed times to repair (including awaiting shop time) that are less than the Government baseline of 96 hours per item, and provide Best Value to the Government, is considered a strength. An adjectival rating of “Acceptable” or higher is assigned. 

Subfactor   2.3: Technical/Program Management: The Government will evaluate the offeror’s ability to perform all aspects of SUAS Technical Management support at CONUS and OCONUS sites as required in support of SUAS PdO and its customers as defined in individual Task orders.  Offerors should provide examples of how it intends to staff for engineering and technical management support, Reliability and Maintainability (RAM) Support, Systems Engineering Support, Production Support, Concept Analysis, Technical Assessment, Engineering Support, System Analysis, Automated Data Processing (ADP), and System Testing and Evaluation, IAW the tasks outlined in the WBS.  Offeror’s should explain its concept to provide value to the Government by submitting Value Engineering Change Proposals (VECPs) during the course of training and repair work and provide examples of cost-saving VECPs it has developed in the past on other programs.  The Government will evaluate the offeror’s ability to perform all aspects of SUAS Program Management and Administrative support with respect to the elements of WBS 2.0 and as defined in individual Task orders.
STANDARD:  The offeror’s proposal provides sufficient details to provide evaluators an understanding of how it intends to provide a multi-functional engineering staff such that a level of effort can be turned “on” and “off” as the need arises and is so detailed on individual Task orders.  The offeror should clearly describe how past VECPs provided tangible value to the government that either improved the quality and/or reduced life cycle costs of the product. The offeror’s proposal provides sufficient details to provide evaluators an understanding of how it intends to provide program management and administrative support to execute tasks from WBS 2.0 elements that can be turned “on” and “off” as the need arises and is so detailed on individual Task orders.  An adjectival rating of “Acceptable” or higher is assigned. 

M.2.3
FACTOR 3 – PAST PERFORMANCE 
The Past Performance evaluation will assess an offeror’s likelihood of success in performing the solicitation requirements as indicated by their record of Past Performance. The offeror’s Past Performance and past experience will be evaluated as a measure of the Government’s confidence in the likelihood of the offeror to successfully perform this contract based on previous and current contract efforts of similar nature and complexity relevant to this program.  

Previous CPARS ratings and questionnaires will be used in the proposal evaluations.  Offerors shall submit a list of up to ten Government contracts (Prime and major Subcontracts) in performance or awarded during the past three years, which are relevant to the efforts required by this solicitation. Relevant is defined as a contract awarded within three years RFP’s proposal due date and valued over $1M for SUAS related services.

Offerors are cautioned that in conducting the Performance Risk Assessment, the Government may use data provided in the Offeror’s proposal and data obtained from other sources. Since the Government may not necessarily interview all of the sources provided by the offerors, it is incumbent upon the offerors to explain the relevance of the data provided. Offerors are reminded that while the Government may elect to consider data obtained from other sources, the burden of proving low performance risk rests with the offerors.

The Government will evaluate the recent and relevant experience, and performance confidence in accordance with FAR 15.305 for the prime and each First Tier or significant subcontractor based on services/products identified in the offeror’s proposal that each team member is proposed to perform. First Tier or Significant subcontractor is defined as one providing 25% or more of the overall effort.  

The evaluation will be based on the offeror’s recent and relevant Past Performance as documented in CPARS, responses to the government provided questionnaire as an attachment to the RFP; SAM; EPLS; FAPIIS; eSRS and other sources of information available to the Government. Relevant is defined as $2M or more for services in direct support of United States Government Unmanned Air Vehicle products as GFR certified Flight Instructor trainers, and/or UAV maintainers. Recent is defined as the past three years from the date the proposals are due in response to this RFP. 

STANDARD:  Recent experience being three years or less from date of the RFP’s proposal due date and relevant being defined as having provided GFR certified Flight Instructor trainers and/or maintainer UAS services of $2M or more. The offeror demonstrates Past Performance that met cost, schedule, and performance requirements on relevant programs in the context of the Contractor’s Flight and Ground Operations and Technical Factors. The offeror provides relevant Past Performance that demonstrates their use of a Technical approach relevant to the SOO.  In order to be eligible for consideration for award, a rating of no less than “RELEVANT” with “SATISFACTORY CONFIDENCE” must be achieved for the Past Performance  factor. In the case of an offeror without a record of relevant Past Performance or for whom information on Past Performance is not available, or so sparse that no meaningful Past Performance rating can be assigned, the offeror will be rated as “UNKNOWN CONFIDENCE.”  An offeror with an rating of “UNKNOWN CONFIDENCE” is eligibile for an award.

FACTOR 4 – COST/PRICE
In evaluating offers, the Government will perform a cost/price analysis based on adequate price competition, the Independent Government Cost Estimate (IGCE) and historical data.  The Total Evaluated Price is delineated in the Pricing Workbook, RFP attachment, see Section J. The table/schedule of proposed rates will be reviewed for completeness, fair and reasonableness, balance and realism-then incorporated into the contract at time of award.Price/Cost evaluations for Total Evaluated Price will be performed in accordance with FAR 15.404-1. The Government will evaluate the proposed labor rates submitted by each offeror in a completed Cost/Price Format Spreadsheet provided in Section J of the solicitation. Submission of incomplete Cost/Price Format Spreadsheets will constitute the offeror’s proposal to be non-compliant with the terms and conditions of the RFP and will render the proposal ineligible for award. Price reasonableness is a matter of the competitiveness of the offeror's proposal, considering the total price of identified labor, ODCs and travel.  

In accordance with FAR Clause 52.215-1, Instructions to Offerors – Competitive Acquisition:  The Government may determine that a proposal is unacceptable if the prices proposed are materially unbalanced between the Contract Line Items Numbers (CLIN). Unbalanced pricing exists when, despite an acceptable total evaluated price, the price of one or more CLINs is significantly overstated or understated as indicated by the application of price or price analysis techniques. Offerors are cautioned that a proposal may be rejected if unbalanced pricing exists, and the Contracting officer determines that the lack of balance poses an unacceptable risk to the Government. Unbalanced pricing may increase performance risk and could result in payment of unreasonably high prices. Unbalanced pricing exists when, despite an acceptable total evaluated price, the price of one or more fully burdened labor rate(s) is significantly over or understated as indicated by the application of price analysis techniques. 

A lack of Price Realism creates high risk for the Government. An Unrealistic Price is one that is determined as too low to adequately provide the required services.

As part of this evaluation, the Government may consider DCAA/DCMA audit information, Other Than Certified Cost and Price Data, former/current contract, recognized commercial websites such as Salary.com and other information the Government deems relevant. The Government will conduct both price and technical analyses to evaluate each offeror’s pricing information in terms of completeness, reasonableness and realism.  The Government will evaluate the realism of the offeror’s proposed prices in relation to the offeror’s specific technical approach.  Any proposal that is evaluated by the Government as significantly unrealistic in price may be considered by the Government to reflect either a lack of technical competence to accomplish the Government’s requirements, a failure to understand the Government’s requirements or both.  Offeror’s are cautioned to provide their lowest price in their initial proposal.

The proposed price shall be complete IAW the RFP. While competition is anticipated, the proposed price must be determined as fair and reasonable.

Any proposal which is unrealistic will be judged either as exhibiting a lack of competence or a failure to comprehend the Government's requirements and may be so evaluated and rated, or rejected for such reasons. Furthermore, any significant inconsistency between the Technical Proposal and Price Proposal, if unexplained, may be grounds for rejection of the proposal. The Government will evaluate each proposal strictly in accordance with its content and will not assume that performance will include areas not specified in the Offeror's proposal. Nothing in this paragraph is intended as a waiver of the Government’s right not to conduct a price realism analysis where none is otherwise required. The decision to conduct such an analysis or not remains within the sound discretion of the Contracting Officer.

STANDARD:  The offeror proposes prices which are complete, balanced, fair and reasonable and realistic (if a realism analysis is determined necessary). The offeror provides a fully completed Pricing Volume in accordance with the RFP, providing a rate buildup consistent with DCAA guidelines.  Little to no additional risk is incurred by the Government in accepting the proposed prices.  The factor will be evaluated, but not given an adjectival rating.  The offeror proposes a fair and reasonable price based on price competition.

5. Significant Strength.  A significant strength appreciably enhances the merit of a proposal or appreciably increases the probability of successful contract performance. 

6. Weakness.  A flaw in the proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance. 

7. Significant Weakness.  A flaw that appreciably increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance.

RATING METHOD

Rating Package.  Each individual evaluating a factor of the Offeror's proposal will receive a rating package containing the following:

1. Evaluation Procedures and Policies 

2. Basis for Award, Evaluation Factors and Evaluation Approach 

3. Proposal Instructions 

4. Summary Evaluation Forms 

5. Request for Proposal (RFP)

Rating Structure.  The SSEB will evaluate and rate the non-cost factors based upon the definitions and criteria provided above.   An adjectival rating will not be assigned to the Cost/Price factor, but a price reasonableness evaluation will be performed.

PROPOSAL EVALUATION

1. All proposals will be received by the Contracting Officer not later than the hour and date given in the RFP. The SSEB Chairperson will control all copies of the offerors’ proposals and other associated data.

2. The Contract Specialist and Procuring Contracting Officer (PCO) will review all volumes of each proposal for compliance with the RFP requirements.

3. Evaluators will read the non-cost volumes of the proposal to gain an understanding of the level of the information and determine if errors, omissions or deficiencies exist.  These problems will be documented on the applicable evaluation form and reported to the respective Factor Chairperson and the SSEB Chairperson. The SSEB Chairperson will notify the PCO of these problems.
4. After completion of reading the proposal, each SSEB member will prepare a proposal evaluation worksheet annotating the strengths/weaknesses/risks for each Subfactor and/or factor applicable to their evaluation area, as set forth in Appendix B. Each Factor Chairperson will review the evaluation data and meet with the evaluation team members to reach consensus and assign an adjectival rating to each non-cost Subfactor   and/or factor.  The Factor Chairperson will prepare a final evaluation worksheet for each Offeror that includes an overall narrative summary for the respective factor and Subfactor  s along with recommended factor and Subfactor ratings and forward them to the SSEB Chairperson.  Each Factor Chairperson will meet with the legal advisor and PCO, following consensus determinations, to review the evaluations for legal sufficiency.  

5. The SSEB Chairperson will review the narrative summary and recommended factor ratings and provide an overall summary report (Proposal Evaluation Report).  This report will be forwarded to Legal and shall contain the Cost/Price evaluation, and the adjectival assessments for each factor and Subfactor   and the supporting rationale.

6. Legal will review the report, consult with the SSA and provide feedback to the SSEB Chairperson.  The SSEB Chairperson will resolve any issues identified by Legal.  

7. If not applicable, proceed to #8.  If establishment of a competitive range is necessary, the PCO will forward the range determination to the SSA for confirmation. The PCO may conduct discussions with each Offeror retained in the competitive range. The PCO will give all offerors within the competitive range an opportunity to submit final proposal revisions by a common cutoff date.  Any new information received from the offerors will be evaluated and documented in a subsequent Evaluation Report.  Legal will review the report, consult with the SSA and provide feedback to the SSEB Chairperson.  The SSEB Chairperson will resolve any issues identified by Legal. 
8. The SSEB Chairperson will prepare the Final Evaluation Report and forward to Legal for submission to the SSA for approval. The Final Evaluation Report will not contain a recommendation pertaining to which offerors should be selected for award.
9. The SSA prepares the Source Selection Decision Document (SSDD).

SOURCE SELECTION.  

The SSA will make the final determination of the offerors selected for award.  In making a selection, the SSA is not bound by the findings of the SSEB.  The SSA is only limited in that his/her selection must have a rational basis in terms of the evaluation factors/Subfactor  s in the solicitation and must meet all legal and procedural requirements of the evaluation process.  The final decision, which will be an integrated assessment based on the entire evaluation process, will be executed by the SSA.  The PCO, after appropriate legal review, will then make the award and debrief the unsuccessful offerors(s), if requested.

M.7.         ANNOUNCEMENT OF SELECTION.

The PCO will make the announcement of the selection of a successful contractor directly or through his/her designee.

ROLES:

 ICP - The government run inventory control point (ICP) is the central hub for distribution of “items needing repair”, “repaired items”, and “repair parts”.  Provides “repair parts” to contractor; consolidated and distributes “items needing repair”; receives and distributes “repaired items”.



Repair Facility – Contractor run facility that is co-located with the ICP.  Conducts repairs as directed by the ICP. 



FRA – Contractor-run facility that conducts repairs for deployed customers.  For repairs past FRA capability, interfaces with the ICP to send in “items needing repair”, and receiving back “repaired items”.



Process Flow:

“Repair parts” (black) are distributed to both the Repair Facility and FRA by the ICP

“Items needing repair” (red) are received by the ICP and consolidated for distribution to the repair facility

Items are repaired by the repair facility

ICP receives “repaired items” (green) from the repair facility and distributes to the FRA and SUAS customers

Deployed scenario:

FRA receives “items needing repair” (red) from deployed SUAS customers

FRA conducts below depot-lever repairs

FRA returns “repaired items” (green) to deployed SUAS customers
